Book Purchases Double of

Library for School Term
Many new books will be found

on the shelves of the Haskell
High School library when the
new school term opens. When the
orders arc complete, the recent
purchaseswill double the size of
last year's library. According to
the state library bulletin, Has-
kell High School library this year
will be rated as an average li-

brary; whereas it was considered
minimum in size last year. A
minimum library has five books
per student, while the average
library contains ten books per
student, according to the state
bulletin. This is in addition to
the small special libraries kept
in the homaking cottage, the
science laboratory, the vocational
agriculture shop, and the two
English rooms. As the new books
arrive, they are being processed
so that they will be ready for
checking out to students as soon
as possibleafter school opens.

The new books were chosen
