Early Use of Artillery.

When Romulus was marking out the
limits of his new city, gunpowder was
already known, and 2,000 yeurs before
the birth of Schawrtz, pieces of ord-
nauce had been cast in China. The
Moors used guna in Spain in ths begin-
ning of 1200, if not in 1100, The
cluims of the Chinese having now been
generally admitted, it is supposed that
%;daauce reached Eurgpe through the

oors of Spain or the Veactians
Neither, however, had any connection
witn China. It is unaccountable that
it should mot have been perceived by
the Turks, who conquered the unorth-
ern portion of China in the eurly part
of the thirteenth century, and were es-
tablished all around the Black Sea with
the exception of a strip between Ver-
na and the Bosphorus.

It is now doubted whether, indeed,
the Black Prince did use guns at the
battle of Cressy; but there is no doubt
that Murad L. had before then employ-
ed them at the battle of Cossova. Oa
both sides they were used, the Turks
having already instructed the popula-
tion with whom Lhey were at war.
Ewploying artillery in the field, it was
eusy (reversing the process in Europe)
to apply it in fortresses; the peculiar
nature of the Straits of the Bosphorus
and the Dardanclles invited iw use.
To the batteries placed above Constan-
tinople is attributed the fall of that
city, the supplies from the Black Sea
being cut off. —ANalional Republican.
