BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OE 
KNOX ITY, TEXAS

Section 1. It shall he unlawful 
for any owner, lessee, occu­
pant or any parson In chare* 
of any premises tn th* Cits of 
Kno* City to allow weeds to 
grow upon th* premises, or 
trash or rubhtsh to accumulate 
upon said premises to such an 
extent as Is reasonably calcu­
lated to create a fire hazard 
or calculated to become in­
jurious to the health of the 
citizens of Kno» City, and either 
act is hereby declared to con­
stitute a public nuisance.

Section 2. Whenever weeds are 
allowed to grow, or trash or 
rubbish allowed to accumulate 
upon any premises of the Ctty 
of Kncnc Ctty as prohibited by 
this ordinance the Board of 
Commissioners shall hear evi­
dence and determine whether or 
not such accumulation of rub­
bish and trash or th* growth 
of weeds thereon, or both, are 
sufficient to constitute a nui­
sance as herein defined, and If 
they so find, they shall 
pass a resolution declaring 
that th* growth of weeds 
or accumulation at trash 
and r u b b i s h  upon such 
premises, or both, constitutes 
a public nuisance, and shall or­
der lam* remove-1 by th* owner, 
occupant, lessee or person In 
charge of such premises, within 
five lavs from th* 1st* such 
notice Is given.

Section 3. In th* event the 
owner of (he premises upon 
whlrh is lorsted s nuisance as 
prohibited by this or dinance can 
not be found or served with no­
tice, and there d<ie* not appear 
to he anv person at such pre­
mises or orrupnnev. or In the 
event the nuisance it  not abated 
by cutting the weeds and re­

In order for a home health 
agency to be approved by the 
Social Security Administration, 
a registered nurse must he em­
ployed for the program and 
needed services to patients he 
provided or purchased.

Home health services consist 
of skilled nursing and other 
therapeutic services provided 
to patients who for medical rea­
sons are essentially confined 
to their homes. Although such 
patients may not necessarily 
be hedrtlden. their condition;

making periodic visits to the 
physicians office, outpatient 
clinic or rehabilitation center.
‘ ome communities In Texan are 
fortunate to have visiting nurse 
associations or local health de­
partments which are providing 
home health services and may 
wish to qualify for participa­
tion in this portion of the medi­
care program, tn such esses 
local planning with these groups 
is necessary to tetermlne 
whether anticipated demand for 
service* can best be eerved by 
•xlsiting agencies. In commun­
ities where there are no home 
health services being delivered, 
a hospital-based home care te- 
par tenant is ideally suit*' to 
offer such services.

Substituting federal regula­
tion for the existing state regu­
lation of property and liability 
Insurance would result In 
potlcvhobler snd claimant dis­
satisfaction, an organization of 
Texas based Insurance com­
panies said today.

The Association of Texas 
Fire snd Casualty Companies 
said tn a resolution sent to U. 
S. Congressmen, state gover­
nors and Texas state legislators 
that federal regulation would be 
too Inflexible to meet changing 
conditions snd would he reluc­
tant to accommodate loral dif­
ferences.

In announcing the Associa­
tion's position, Russell H. Per­
ry, Dallas, president of the or­
ganisation, said there seemed to 
be a feeling In some quarters 
of the federal government that 
a federal agency could do a 
better Job of regulation than do 
state Insurance <tepartments.

Mr. Perry la president of the 
Republic-Vanguard Insurance 
Companies which are home- 
offlred In Dallas.

• We favor," said the resolu­
tion, "continuation of regula­
tion of the fire and casualty 
Insurance business by the states 
through their Insursnce depart­
ments which, because of their 
relatively close proximity to 
consumers snd their vast ac­
cumulation of information about 
loral conditions, are tn the best 
position to be aware of and to 
respond to consumers' need* 
snd to determine those mea­
sures which will ties! serve the 
public Interest In the regula­
tion of those activities of fire 
snd casualty Insurance com­
panies which are subject to 
governmental regulation."

The Association said II fa­
vored strengthening state In­
surance departments snd also 
supported steps which will Im­
prove coordination of regula­
tion among the states by e s . 
pending the central office and 
augmenting the staff of the Na­

tional Association of Insurance 
Commissioners.

"W e oppose the creation of 
additional federal regulator', 
agencies because such agencies 
would be extremely easily and 
would overlap or duplicate 
existing state Insurance in p ay ­
ments, thus creating more con­
fusion and more policyholder 
snd claimant dissatisfaction 
than It would aolve."

The Association said It en­
dorsed programs which woul I 
reduce insurance premium 
rates by reducing the large 
number of Claims originating 
with unsafe driving habits, un­
safe vehicles, obsolete roads 
and criminal acts resulting In 
loss by theft, fire, vandalism 
snd similar perils.

Doves are plentiful through 
out Texas. Often you can get 
some choice shooting just out 
side the city limits.
