The changes In the social se­
curity law signed by President 
Johnson on Tuesday, January!, 
wilt mean a benefit Increaa# of 
at least 13 percent In Ihe social 
security checks of about 1300 
men, women, and children in 
the Kno* County area, accord­
ing to Fdwin Draughon manager 
of the Vernon Social Security 
office.

The Social Security A dmlnta- 
tration'»  high apeed electronic 
computer* are figuring Ih# in­
crease* for all 23,700,000 
social security benefictarlea 
around Ih# country and wilt 
finish ih* task In time to Include 
ih# increase* In the checks de­
livered early In March.

Benefictarlea need not take 
any action to get the Increaa*. 
It will be aent to them auto­
matically.

Residents of ih# Knox Coun­
ty area can expect the first In­
creased check on Saturday, 
March 2nd, on# day earlier 
than Ih# usual 3rd of Ih# month 
delivery of aocial security 
benefit check*. Under a recent 
arrangement with the Treasury 
Department and the Poet Of­
fice, aocial security checks 
are delivered a day early In­
stead of a day late when Ih# 
3rd of the month fall* on a 
Sunday or holiday.

Some social security bene­
ficiaries will receive more than 
a IS percent Increaa#. The mini­
mum benefit tor worker* r e ­
tiring al 65 la Increased from 
$44 to $55.

The average benefit payable 
to a retired worker, about $86, 
will he raised to $98, an In­
crease of $12 a month. The aver­
age couple's benefit, now $145, 
will go up to $163, and the aver­
age aged widow's benefit w ill 
Mae $11, from the current aver­
age of $75 to $86.

The last increase In social 
security benefits amounted to 7 
percent, and wa* effective Jan­
uary 1965.

About 3 out of every 10 bene­
ficiaries receiving an Increased 
check early In March w ill be 
someone under 6S, many of them 
Ih# children of working father* 
who have died.

The value of social security 
survivors Insurance la often 
overlooked. Social security Is

more than luat a retirement 
system. But ta Is a lto  Income 
protection fee tne fam ily Incase 
of the breadwinner's death or 
disability.

With the Increased benefit 
payments provided under the 
new amendment* to the law, 
the face value of social aerur- 
tty survivor* Insurance protec­
tion le increased to about $940 
billion. This 1* Just about equi­
valent to ihe value of all Ihe pri­
vate life Insurance now In force.

Under Ihe amended law, max­
imum payment* to fam ilies now 
on the aocial security ro lls  will 
go up from the currently payable 
maximum of $309.10* manthto 
$322.40. In the future, the 
maximum payable monthly to 
any on* fam ily can he as high 
as $434.40.

Farmers To 
Get Report 
Of Payments

Farmers will benefit from a 
new reporting service which has 
been Inaugurated by ASCS, A r ­
nold J. Navratll, chairman of 
the Knos AS<* County Committee 
announced toilay. A report of 
payments made to each farmer 
under ACP, cotton, feed grain, 
wheat, and other tired  pay­
ment programs during 1967 will 
tie mailed to the farmer during 
the latter part of January. This 
report Is expected to he helpful 
In preparing Individual income 
tax returns, rhe t im e  Informa­
tion must also he furnished to 
the Internal Revenue Service In 
t f i 'o r  lance with a requirement 
of law.

It Is estimated that over three 
million farmers will receive 
this report, he said. This In­
formation is twlng gathered 
from county offices and sum- 
mar I red by computers located
at New Orleans and Kansas city.
The reports are being printed 
by the computers and mailed 
direct to farmers. A Job of this 
s ite  could not be completed 
without an automated system, 
added Mr. Navratll.

Since this Is the first year 
for a se rv le t of this magni­
tude, there are bound to he 
a few problems. He suggested 
that farmers carefully read the 
explanation on the report and 
chwck the accuracy of the total 
reported by comparing It with 
farm records. I f an error Is 
discovered, the nearest ASCS 
county office should he con­
tacted to have the mistake cor­
rected. County offices have been
Instructed to give farmers 
whatever assistance they need 
regardless of where the farm
I* located.

habitants. Many tsx assessor- 
collectors have expressed a 
fear that lark of Information 

this new require, 
ment will bring about disfran­
chisement of many elderly vo­
ter* through their failure to 
regtxter.

In order to vote tn statewide 
elections, a person must meet 
the following qualification* on 
the day of the election he must 
he over 21 years old and must 
he a citizen of the United States, 
h# must have resided In Texas 
for one year Immediately pre­
ceding the election, and he must 
hsve registered for the voting 
year In which the election ts 
hsld. In order to vole In local 
elections (county, arhool dis­
trict. etc.), he must also have 
rest led In the county for six 
months Immediately preceding 
the election. Residence In the 
city for six months ts required 
for voting tn a city election.

A new law enacted In 1967 
permits voters who move from 
one Texas county to another 
within the period of six months 
preceding an election to vote on 
statewide offices and Issues If 
they have lived In the state for 
a year. Fr—merly, a voter was 
totally disfranchised for a six- 
month period following removal 
to another county unless the 
county from which he moved 
was In the same congressional,

legislative or judicial district 
aa the county towhlch he moved.
A constitutional amendment 
adopted In IMS authorized en­
actment of the new legislation.

The Texas Flection Code 
enumerates "Id io ts  and luna­
tic*. snd sll persons convicted 
of any felony except those re ­
stored to full citizenship and 
right of suffrage or pardoned" 
as classes of persons who are 
nrt qualified to vote.

Texas voters must register 
annually. The 1968 voting year 
will begin on March I, 1968, 
and will end on February 28, 
1969. The registration period 
for the 1968 voting yesr began 
last October 1 and will end on 
January 31, 1968. Any citizen 
of Texas who now possesses 
the necessary qualifications for 
voting or who will attain them 
by February 28, 1969, may 
register during the current 
registration period.

Except for three limited 
classes <g voters, all persons 
wishing to vote at any time 
during the 1968 voting year must 
register by the January 31 dead­
line, even though they may not 
yet possess full qualifications 
for voting. The only registra­
tion permitted after January 
31 la (1) by persons who move 
Into Texas after October 1,1967, 
( l )  by persons who become 21 
years old after January 31,1968, 
and (3 ) by former aliens whoare 
naturalized after January 31, 
1968. The first snd second 
classes may also register dur­
ing the regular period. Regis­
tration certificates Issued to 
persons not yet qualified to vote 
are marked to show the date an 
which they will become quali­
fied.

Any person eligib le to regis­
ter may apply for registration 
by mailing an application form 
to the county tax assessor- 
collector of the county of hts

Except for these listed 
relatives, which do not Include 
those related by marriage, no 
one may act a* agent for an­
other In applying for regis­
tration.

Voters who have not al­
ready applied for registration 
are urged to cut out the appli­
cation form, fill In the blanks, 
and mall It to the tax assessor- 
collector without delay.

"T h e  Tessa Department of 
Public safety r losed It* 'Opera­
tion l>e**hwatch', Inclusive per­
iods of Christmas and New 
Year's weekends, with 80 tra f­
fic fatalities, 20 less than the 
100 traffic fatalities estimated 
prior to the holiday*,*' stated 
M ijor Luther Moore, Regional

These 80 traffic deaths re ­
sulted from 71 fatal craahes 
as compared to 1966's 65 
crashes and 90 deaths. Forty- 
three of these fatal accidents 
were one-car crashes resulting 
In 47 deaths as compared to 
1966's two fatal crashes and 
three deaths.

O f these 80 tra ffic  deaths, 
61 were males and 19 were 
females ss compared to 1966's
