He thanked the persons who 
have contributed in any way, 
the local Chamber of Com­
merce, the airport committee 
chairman, Bill Baker, and the 
committee Including Hud f a r-  
ver, Dovle Graham. Henry 
While, Boh Harrison, and ('h*r- 
les Lankford for the many hours 
of work and planning prior lo 
the official hegtnntng of con­
struction. He then Introduced 
Bill Baker who told the group 
that the beginning of the actual 
construction marked the ftnalt- 
z ition of a dream that had its 
beginning twentv-one vears vgo. 
Mr, Baker s id the dream w s 
to provide Knox City and our 
neighbors with a modern a ir­
port.

"Our first airport was lo­
cated south of the present hos­
pital and was cerlalnh indica­
tive of the hernstormtng type 
flying of that time. It w x about 
one-third as large as our 
planned facility, and the only 
good thtng was the fact that at 
least It was a beginning and the 
hospital was near at hand'

"Real progress was not rea­
lized until 1960 when the city 
acquired twenty acres of the 
present site and with the help 
of many Interested Individuals 
built the present airport. This 
facility alone has been a great 
contributor to the progress of

vtded a base for numerous agri­
chemical operations, business 
aviation, as well is  private 
aviation."

Mr. Baker continued by a y- 
Ing that there are now only 119 
airports that will be equal lo 
our new airport, therefore plac­
ing Knox city and our neigh­
bors In an excellent position, 
airport-wise.

"W'hen completed there will 
he 3200 by 50 feet of paved and 
lighted runwav, taxlways, com­
mercial areas, transit aircraft 
areas and modern service facil­
ities. The city will have a 50 
acre tract of land of which a site 
160 feet by 3600 feel or twelve 
acres will he available for In­
dustrial development.

CONTROL WE El* ON 
l IVESTOCK RANGES

Unpalatable weeds should be 
controlled lo allow better forage 
plants to Increase for livestock 
and wildlife grazing.

A dense growth of weed* can 
cause deterioration of a range 
atthin a few vears. To improve 
these condition*, control In the 
early growing season with her­
bicide*. This earlv seasoncon- 
trol means that the soil mois­
ture can tw used for good for age 
production.

I ong term weed eontro' 
demonstrations In the Gulf 
Coast indicate that us Me for­
age can be increased from 2 to 
6 time* over uncontrolled 
areas.

Weed control with herbicides 
in this ares has meant that 
104 pounds more grass can tw 
produced with each inch of rain 
luring the growing season and 
that the grating rapaettv can 
he Increased from one animal 
unit to 40 acres to one animal 
unit to 10 acres.

It t» wise to remember that 
vjfv use of herbicide* on earl-, 
germinating weeds in the spring 
ai ‘s full grass produrtlon. But 
he t v s  that late germinating 
weeds should tw allowed to grow 
to provide a food supplv for 
gw me birds.

G A' k HAZARD IN
CONFINED EtOUSING

Livestock producers using 
flatted Moors pxirtialD slatted 
floors or anv *■stem of confined 
hou»ing which per mils the Mgr - 
age of manure for extended 
periods witnin the building have

a potential gai hazard.
W. S. Allen Extension agri­

cultural engineer. Texas AkM 
University, *«'» ,oslr «»*•* 
produced fey the bacterial de­
composition of animal manure 
include methane, carhon dio­
xide. ammonia, and hydrogen 
sulphide. Each of these I* toxic 
to farm animals If present In 
the atmosphere In excessive 
concentration.

Th# absolute effect of these 
gases on fa rm  animals, and ani­
mal tolerance to these gases
mav not be definitely defined 
at present. Numerous studies 
and experience* hav# shown •!#• 
creased growth rstes, de­
creased production and more 
suscepfibilllv torespiratory In­
fection. Animal death has twen 
attributed lo these gases, he 
notes.

Until more information is 
available, producer* using c,in- 
fined housing with interior 
manure storage thoatld avoid 
excessive concentration of 
these gases In their facilities. 
To prevent such concentrations, 
the engineer suggests providing 
adequate ventilation with good 
atr distribution, installing trap* 
or haffel* toprevent g*»*» from 
underground liquid manure 
storage tank* flowing heck Into 
the building ventilating under­
ground covered storage areas 
adding water to tw sure at’ 
sottds are covered ani* 
empfvtng the tanks twfore they 
hecom# too full and thus re ­
duce the risk of forcing the 
more dense gases, earhon 
dioxide and hydrogen sulphide, 
onto th# lower floor levels of 
the building.

Far from 
It. It Is, In fart, on* of the 
moat curable of malor disease.

Yet the Sorietyaisopoint* out 
that about 100,000 Americans 
will die of cancer this vear 
needlessly. That Is th# shock­
ing part That one little word, 
"needlessly,” For If th o s e  
100,000 had had their disease 
diagnosed and treated In time, 
chance* are they would he alive 
and well.

W’hy won't they be"*
Many -  perhaps moat -  of 

them have doubtless heard of 
the need for early diagnosis and. 
treatment. Thanks largely to the 
cooperation of the nation's 
preas, the Society has been able 
to bring Its llfe-savtng message 
to th* attention of a Mg per­
centage of the American people. 
Great number* of people know 
that something should -  andean 
-  be done about cancer They 
have "gotten the message."

The trouble Is, too often they 
don't act on It.

Just why many of us don’t 
act to save our llvea t* a puz­
zle. Th* Cancer Society has 
been trying to discover why 
through a public opinion survey 
which was conducted to find out 
how people regard cancer and 
the idea of a yearly checkup 
for Ihe disease.

Those who go for checkups 
regard themselves a* logical 
and sensible. "Non-goers,”  in 
contrast see no reason to go to 
a physician unless actually sick. 
(Unfortunately, by then It may 
tie too late, so far as cancer 
Is concerned.)

It I* not onlv the annual check­
up which la Involved, of course. 
Knowledge of th* Seven Warn­
ing Signals, and the taking of 
a few elementary precautions 
can a lto  be life-savers. Avoid­
ance of cigarettes and the 
wearing of light, protective 
Clothing when exposed to the 
sun for long periods can act­
ually prevent cancer, of the lung 
and skin respectively.

What l* at the heart of the 
matter Is obviously not so much 
a "communications gap' as

touna rials* ctnut pau«un n

an "action gap." Th* Society's 
messages of sens* and safety 
are reaching millions , . but 
all too many of us aren't really 
listening.

Th# AmertcanCancerSorlety 
need our dollar-support to do 
Its job a Job It is doing mag­
nificently well -  on Its part.

Hut the other half of th* Job 
Is ours to art on th# knowlelge 
given us. No one else can force 
us to. Saving our lives tjegins 
with us.

If disability begins tietween the 
age* of 34 and 31. they tr ust 
have worked the equivalent of 
half tb# time between age 31 
and th# date th# dts-Mlity he- 
gan.

'■For example, a teenager 
who become* disabled from n i­
ne** or accident, tould qualify 
for monthly disability payments 
If he bad earned 310 or more in 
a lob covered by aorul security 
In each of 6 calendar quarters 
during the 3 years Just before 
he became dt* bled.
