Texa.H Christian University, 
the comparatively small schoul 
which won world-wide fame 
with its national championship 
football team last sea.son, la 
facing a fight, if not fur exist­
ence, at least agaiiist being 
seriously crippled. The facts as 
summarized by friend.s of the 
Fort Worth institution (cf 
which all Texas is proud) are:

Celebrated for its high edu­
cational standing. T. U. is 
the owner of over 100,000 atr**.i 
in the Panhandle, in the 
world's greatest gas field, its 
wells are in the sweet gas area, 
which is allowed to produ<e 
only for lighting and heating, 
and so these wells arc being 
drained bv those in the sour 
gas area where gas is used to 
lift oil and also to make caib-m 
black. The sour gas zone, al­
though only half as large as 
the sweet gas district. Is pr*- 
ducing 2'i pe*- cent niore gas.

Now it is propo'ed. through 
a bill introduced in the legisla­
ture, to cut down the produc­
tion of the T. C. Ih wells e%* n 
though thev are making onlv 
half what they woulil be per-

! mitted to produce if their mar­
ket was larger. Yet they are to 
be forced to snare their market 

! with other wells in the sweet 
I gas district although those 
I other wells already have pro 
Iduced more gas than T. U.
I wells; and, as the pressure has 
been lowered in the other welli, 

!gas would drain from undei the 
T. C. U. property. Thus, the 
small university would he de­
prived of a large part of iis 
gas— yet the purpose of the 
bill is de.-wribed as being to pre 
vent drainage!

i It is intere.sting to learn that 
sponsors <»f the measure are 
quoted as not urging state-wide 
application of the prinrip' > 
of the bill but want it applied 
only to the field in which thi 
1. (!. U. wells are located. No 
legislature would have thi 
temerity to intnniuce a inea.sui e 
to rrdure by one third the oil 

'and gas revenues of the power- 
! ful State Univcr>ity and tc 
drain its holdings for the hen'>* 
fit of others. Yet these lands 
are the endowment of T, ' ' 
ju-t as vast West Texas oil and 
gas lands are the far richer ii- 
dowment of the University r,f 
Texas, and, if it had not been 
for the revenue from its gas 
wells, T. r . U. probably would 
have hud to close its doors •lu'-- 
ing the worst of the depre.ssion.

Five different times, similar 
iattempts have been m a d e  
against T. C. U. and. five timft..

During the past five or *ix y*sra 
an elaborate system of propaganda Has 
been carried on In an effort to convince 
people, and especially those in towns and 
on farm*, that advertising ia an "economic 
waste,” paid by consumer*.
