Very few, if he has “‘un-
insured motorists coverage”
in his automobile insurance pol-
icy, reports the Insurance In-
formation Institute,

This coverage, available in
all 50 states, provides that the
policyholder may collect from
his own insurance company U
he or passengers In his car
are injured by someone who has
no automobile liability insur-
ance, The coverage includes
injuries by hit-and-run motor-
ists,

In Texas, insurance com-
panies are required by a re-
cently enacted law to offer un-
insured motorists coverage to
purchasers of automobile lla-
bility insurance, The cost is
$4 per year and the coverage
can be declined,

Uninsured motorists cover-

Enough seedlings to reforest
nearly 9,000 acres were sold by
the state’'s Indlan Mound Nur-
sery near Alto in 1967, More
than 1,000 tree planters in 158
of Texas' 254 counties pur-
chased 8.1 million tree seed-
lings--a 47 percent increase
over the 1966 sales,

Eight tree farmers in Dallas
County led the state by planting

7,000 windbreak seedlings, Fl
Paso and Wheeler Counties
were next with 15,000and 10,000
respectively,

The largest number of tree
planters who ordered windbreak
seedlings from the Texas For-
est Service nursery was 3¢
trom Brazoria County, Randall
and Tarrant Counties were next
with 20 and 28 respectively.

Windbreak species inorder of
buyer preference in 1967 were
redcedar, Chinese elm, syca-
more, cottonwood, black walnut,
rose multiflora, mulberry,
Austrian pine, ponderosa pine,
catalpa, buffaloberry, Osage
