EMPLOYMENT COMMISSION 
TO MAKE WAGE SURVEY

G. B Purcell of the Texas
• Employment Commission In 
formed the Herald today that 
Knox County farmers will soon 
receive letters requesting them 
to supply Information and wagej 
data for a “range of wage sur 
vev" being conducted by the 
Texas Employment Commission j 
and the locai Crop Wage Com 
mlttee.

The letter, he said, will ex­
plain the wage survey plan In 
detail, and will Include a ques 
tlonnaire which will request 
information on th e  general 
characteristics of the farm, such 
as size, cotton acreage antici­
pated cotton yield, whether the 
farm Is Irrigated or not and 
similar data necessary for an 
analysis of the sample to assure 
that It Is representative In all 
respects

The survey will be made, ac 
cording to Purcell. In comnlt 
ance with Public Law 78. which. 
In part, says that Mexican Ns 
tlonals mav be admitted to this 
Countrv for farm employment 
onlv if It is found that the wares 
and working conditions of do 
mestifr farm workers will not 
be adversely affected

Wages which the farmer 
aerees to nay Mexican Nation 
als are subject to change, de
