MATTER OF ADVERTISING
Once upon a time there was u man who 

made inferior piea and found difficulty in 
eolinK them. He had noted that other buat- 
nem venturea found it profitable tn adver­
tise, and ao he turned to advertiaing hia 
piea. W'hen he noticed that a crowd of 
people waa coming in response to his ad. 
he realized he would be ruined beyond any 
hope of staging a comeback if the piea ne 
sold were inferior. So in a flash of inapita- 
tion. he hung out a aign “ All aold out," 
threw hia had atock of piea in the garbage 
can. tranaformed hia buainesa, made good 
piea. advertiaed tham, and aold them.

He diaenvered what advertiaing would 
do for him. But he diacovered that adver- 
tiaing couldn't do it all. He found that if 
you have a product to aell, and that piy>duct 
waa worth aelling, it paid to advertiae. And 
if it waan't he'd better keep quiet about 
it if he wanted to get any buaineas at all.

The story expres.oes a fundamental and 
nrofound truth. Advertiaing hn"t<‘ns the 
downfall of a bad product while at tbs 
same time increases a gtmd one to get re­
cognition, and patronage, <iuickly.

There ia a companion atory to this, 
merely as emphasis that the adxerti^' 
must keep hia part of the bargain if ne 
expects the public to keep to its part.

Once there waa a Mitchell automob'l". 
It ia no longer made. The pioneer company 
launched an extenaive advertiaing r:im- 
paign. It brought bad results— bad because 
the car waa faulty, and the advertiaing 
aaid it waa good. In a few months the 
manufacturer ran on the rocks, berause ail 
Iff high powered advertiaing reacted upon 
U with multiplied force.

There ia a lesson In these two ln.stance.4. 
That le.saon is that where the product ia 
honest and represents value, advertising 
quickly moves it. and because it ia good 
and represents value, public confidence is 
gained— and its value ia beyond estimate.

Every once in a while you find someone 
who a’ill tell you that because a product 
ia advertiaed it coats more— because the 
advertiaing must go Into the cost. T " '* 
mily partially true. The point ia that the 
consumer and manufacturer are brouglit 
into clone and quick harmony, the product 
fa aold quickly, the manufacturer goes into 
or remaina in production, and volume .vale.s 
are increased substantially, at lowered 
coat to the consumer.

Imagine if Henry Ford made only one 
hundred thouaand cars a year—and a hut 
it would coat to buy one of them. Hut iie 
raakea several millions, they are mov*J 
c|pickly, production ia at a high peak, there 
ia no lost motion, and the American pub!;" 
geU a car for half what It coat Ford to 
make an inferior car only 25 years ago.

Without getting quick bonsumer ton- 
tact through advertiaing an> manufactuur 
of an honest produet ia unable to get hia 
coats down. Volume production which ad­
vertising brings does gel it down for the 
consumer, and the alert manufacturer 
paaaea it on tn increase hia volume.

When any Individual, offering you a 
product for sale, says it isn't advertt.*e 1 
because the cost would be higher, you are 
fully entitled to laugh in bia face. Some 
products are not advertised because, lik* 
the piea. they can't stand advertiaing. Tcb 
him to read the history of industrial 
America— when electric light globe.% ou.e 
neting 110 are now coaling 15c, ani 
aluminum once coating $120 a pound row 
cuata the verieat fraction— becauae demand 
enabled volume production, and that tea

THE UN5IG1IT1-Y BILLBOARD AND 
SAFE DRIVING

Do billboards pay even an ad valorem 
tax in >oiir county? .N’ewspapera do and 
at the same time are called upon daiiy to 
render every conceivealile public aei . it*’ 
without compeii.sation.

I have suggested to (lovernor-appait I’t 
O'Daniel that he recommend to the legi..- 
l.-tture a good stiff tux per square fool on 
all billboards and highway adverti. ing I 
would make the owner of the real prop* rly 
ri'sponsible for the payment.

In the I'nited States oiir law has proba’j- 
ly not developed to the point where u 
legislative act removing all advertiaing 
from private property would be held to -»v 
constitutional, although a strong legal 
argument could he made as to he consti­
tutionality of such an act. Slaughter houa a 
are forced to move aa cities enroach upon 
them. Highway signs are offensive to tiie 
sight and are aften a menace to traffic.

Could anyone by design create a more 
hideous sight than a roadside hot dog 
stand or beer parlor surrounded by every 
conceivesbie kind of unartiatic sign? f i t  
they are erected along the motorist.s’ high­
way.

Today all highways are toll roads paid 
for by the motorists’ gasoline tax and the 
vehicle tax. These unsightly signs are put 
there without the motorists' consent and 

' against his wishes. Yet he Is experteil o 
pay for them through his purchases. W hi' 
must be the feeling of a prohibitionist whi* 
is forced to read one beer aign after a. - 
olher along hia own highway on every tn(i 
he makes?

I have always resented a barber telling 
me my hair needeil washing while he had 
me on my back, with lather on my face and 
u razor over me where I could not escapi'. 
If we don't like a radio program or a news­
paper we can change, but there is no es­
cape from the uhiquitioiis pilllmards. r;.l<, 
beer, gas! F*ills, beer, gast And more pills. 
b< er, gas.

Recently I had the real pleasure of 
driving over the brand new highway lo-- 
tw»-en Weatherford and Thurlier, throunl 
virgin country where the .•<ignlM>ar<l.s lia.e 
had little opportunity to mar the natuial 
l>eauty. It was almost like driving through 
a national park or forest where highway 
aigns are forbidden as in at least one of 
the European countnea.

A gnosi stiff tax on billboards and other 
highway advertising signs should auccee 1 
ill giving ua relief from having to look at 
one continuous procession of 999 pills, 
•Sure-Knock Gasoline, Green Beer, Kant- 
Ijist Cars, No-Ice Refrigerators, etc. Hut 
it such a tax should not succeed !n making 
our highways more attractive, at least we 
can remove this offensive eyes«ire from its 
uni(|ue tax exempt position.

I have a very definite plan for the use 
of such a tax fund, returning it for tne 
benefit o f the motorists who pay for bill- 
boar.l advertising. No tax la popular wi,h 
the fellow who has to pay iL but what 
could be more popular with the general 
public than a tax on billboards? And who 
should receive the benefit more than the 
motorists who have to look at these 
nuisances?

Cotton coverings for cotton 
baie.-* art- now in use at two gins 
serving two Texas one-vsriet> 
communities. Bonnie View oi 
Refugio county and I-one Tree 
of Victoria county, and will b«. 
used by a number of other one 
variety assoc tat ions during the 
remainder of the season.

The use of cotton bagging ae 
s covering for hales has long 
been considered, and advocates 
of the plan l.sve pointed om 
that a normal crop of cotton in 
the I'nited States would require 
the use of about 76 million 
yards of material, or the equi­
valent of about i:)6.000 bales 
of cotton annu.ally.

It is believed that spinner* 
would also welcome the change 
to cotton as a bagging roateriaL 
as the jute now widely u.sed 
mixas with the cotton fiber and 
requires extra lime and labor 
in the cleaning process.

Bonnie View is believed to 
be the first Texas one-variety 
association to use cotton bag­
ging. arrording to C E. Bowie < 
and F A Miller, specialists in 
cooperative marketing and ag­
ronomy. of the Texas A. and Jd.

After the 
Wagner Act was upheld by the 
Rupreme Court in April. IBSi, 
for insUnce. strikes for that 
year rose to a figure 100 per 
cent above ItM .

To correct the biased ad­
ministration of the Act employ­
ers have made three recom­
mendations. These are that the 
NLRB be required to act upon 
-equests by employers for elec­
tions to determine bargaining 
agents: provision that the
hoard not favor any particular 
union or form of employee or- 
ganixations; and a diviaion of 
the functions of the board as 
fact-finding body, proaecutnr 
and Judge.

To correct the one-sided 
character of the Act Itself the 
manufacturers have recom­
mended :

1. 'That the intimidation or 
coercion of employees from 
any source be prohibited.

2. Denial of the benefit of 
rights listed in the Art to or- 
ganixations which have col­
lusive agreements with employ­
ers or which make political 
campaign contributions.

S That labor organisations 
legal responsibility for the acts 
of their officers and agents.

What form the expected 
amendmenta to the Act w.ll 
uKimately take no one can say. 
But one of the most encourag­
ing factors In modem employ­
er-employee relatioas la the 
poasibillty of amendment to an 
act that is in general public dla-- 
repute with virtually all ele- 
menta « f  ewHetF.
