Sam I.eaverton of Benjamin 
has just completed the harvest 
of the Irrigated forage sorghum 
demonstration plot on his farm 
located west of Benjamin. The 
demonstration plot consisted of 
about one acre of each variety 
and received one irrigation. The 
plot was planted on wheat land 
that was being changed in a ro­
tation and for this reason, nitro­
gen was applied to the demon­
stration and there is a check 
plot.

Two varieties received 128 lbs 
of nitrogen and others 64 lbs of 
nitrogen. The two varieties that 
received the double fertilization 
rate TCN f M  Bad KN1A It 
should be remembered that this 
was not a replicated test and 
that the same varieties on the 
same land in another year might 
produce entirely different re­
sults.

Under the new brucellosis eon 

I trol law. 78 counties, mainly in 
West and South Texas, have set 
up programs for testing herds 
Purpose is to see if they have 
brucellosis, and to dispose of 
rows having the disease.

So the commission has noti­
fied truckers, livestock auctions 
and commission merchants that 
movements of cows into the cer 
tified control areas is restricted 
They must have been tested and 
shown free of brucellosis before 
they ran be moved from an un 
certified county into a certified 
county.

Then the new owner must 
keep them quarantined. He must 
have them retested in 30 to 60 
days before he can put them 
with hts herd.

Restrictions do not apply to 
steers, spayed heifers, calves un­
