Bisbee, Arlz, Dec. 20.—~Ten men,
wWomen and children were murdered

by the Yaqui Indians during the recent

outbreak. The Indians also shot two
others and took three women away
captives to their stronghold in the

hills, after destroying the town of
Lencho,

The Indians returned after nearly
two hours of plunder, riot and arson,
being frightened away by a work train
from Guaymas. Soldiers from the fort
near by entered the town fifteen min-
utes later,

Lencho was a railroad station with
a box car for the depot and telegraph
office, surrouneded by tents occupled
by fifty Mexican laborers and their
families. The only Americans in the
place were Station Master Thompson
and his family and two well drillers.

At the first alarm the well drillers
fled to the fort and gave the alarm.
Thompson, his wife and their five-
yearold boy crawled under a plank
walk that lay between two tents in
which they ere living, and remained
there while the tents, not fifteen feet
away, were looted and burned. The
Indians first made an attack on the
store and cantina run by a Mexican,
While the Italians drank mescal from
his cantina and plundered the place
they slowly tortured him to death. The

llan's wife, a Mexican woman, was
in'a delicate condition, and the Indiaus
tortured her. The house was then
burned, the bodies along with it. The
statfon agent and his family lay under
the plank walk and listened to the
shrieks of the tortured.

The Indiang did not follow the inhab-
ftants, who escaped from the town,
but contented themselves with the
murder and torture of the prisoners
captured in the first charge.

About 8 o'clock the whistle of the
work train from Guaymas gave warn-
ing of its approach, and the Yaquis
hastily left  Soldiers from the fort
arrived about two hours after the
firing of the first shot.

RED SIGNAL NOT SEEN

DREADFUL DISASTER

Dense Foz Rendered it Difficult teo
Discern Objects and Train Hits
Another, Many Deaths and

Injuries Resulting,

Washingron, Dec. 31.—An appalling
disaster, resulting in the death, so
far as can be ascertained at midnight
Sunday night, of thirty-eight persons
and the injury of about fifty more,
occurred aoout 6:20 p. m., Sunday on
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad at
Terra Cotta, a suburb of Washington.

Frederick City, Md,, local train No,
66, on the point of starting from the
station, was run into by a train made
up of eight empty pasenger coaches
bound frem the west for Washington.
It is said that the engineer of the emp-
ty train failed to see the signa! indi-
cating that another train was in the
block and plunged ahead on its mis-
slon of death,

Nothing since the Ford theater dis
aster, which occorrued about fifteen
years ago, when a large number of
government clerks were killed by the
collapse of a portion of the building,
has produced such a shock as this dis-
aster. No railroad aceident within a
great many years in the District of
Columbia has approached it in magni-
tude. A dense fog and drizzling rain
prevalled throughout the day and at
night, and to the inability of the en-
gineer of the rear train to see the sig-
nal that another train was in the
block, is attributed the cause of the
accident. The grade at the place
wher the tragedy occurred in down-
ward.

A special train which had been sent
to Terra Cotta brought the injured,
whose wounds had been hastily dress-
ed, and they were sent around to the
various hospitals.

Three died on the way to the city,
and one death occurred in one of the
hospitals,

The engine of the rear train is said
to be one of the largest and latest
type of passenger engines used on
the road. The fact of its size prob
ably saved it from total destruction,
