County sets public hearing on detention center

Bailey County commissioners
have scheduled a public hearing to
find out how the community feels
about the prospect of building a
prison in the county.

The event will be held at 7 p.m.
Feb. 7in the Muleshoe High School
auditorium.

County Judge Marilyn Cox said
Wednesday that several speakers
are scheduled to address the issue

and the public will be allowed to
ask questions.

State Rep. Pete Laney of Hale
Center, speaker of the Texas House
of Representatives, is expected to
attend, Cox said.

Members of the city council and
the commissioners court are all
scheduled to be on the stage, she
added.

Muleshoe School Superintendent
David Hutton said Monday night
that he would encourage school

officials to support the project.

He explained that when he was
with the Clyde, Texas, school dis-
trictand a prison was proposed there,
he and other school officials ini-
tially opposed the project because
they feared it would have anegative
impact on the school district.

“That didn’t happen,” he said.
“In fact, our percentage of disad-
vantaged students went down after
the prison opened.”

Estimates of how much revenue

the prison could generate for the
county have been as high as
$350,000 a year.

County commissioners reaf-
firmed their support last month for
the long-discussed project.

Reyes, 25, is scheduled to
stand trial in the March 1998
death of Yvette Barraz, also of
Muleshoe, who apparently was
abducted from the parking lot
of a restaurant where she
worked. Her body was found in
her car parked in the Mexican
border town of Presidio, Texas.

Border officials said that at
one point Reyes crossed the
border, before they knew he
was wanted for questioning. He
eventually was arrested in
Portales and extradited from
New Mexico back to Muleshoe.

The trial 1s scheduled to last
two weeks in 287th District
Court, beginning immediately
after the jury-selection period.
