DDT IN Till: GARDEN

There are two classes of in. 
sects that are likely to attack i 
your garden this year. The chew­
ing - which chew holes in the 
leaves of fruit, and the sucking i 
insects - which suck juices from 
the foliage, stems and fruits.

DDT will control both types 
of bugs, except the plant lice j 
and red spider. Of course, we all 
know by now that DDT is not [ 
the answer to all our prayers on 
insect problems, and in fighting 
vegetable insects there are some 
things to watch. For example, | 
DDT will burn the foliage on 
vine crops like squash, cucumbers 
and melons, so we’ll be wise t o ! 
use some other insecticide on 
these crops.

DDT cannot be safely used on 
leafy vegetables that are harves­
ted every day, or even each 
week, since the residue of the i 
insecticide is hard to remove 
from the leaves. This residue can 
be harmful if eaten.

Now, you can use DDT on 
beans, peas, tomatoes and cab­
bage. provided you apply it early 
in the season. It cannot be safe­
ly used with three weeks of har­
vest time. So there’s a rule for 
us. No DDT on beans, peas, to­
matoes and cabbage later than 
three weeks before these vege­
tables are ready for harvest.

On root vegetables, potatoes, 
carrots, beets, onions, and the 
like, you are safe in using DDT 
throughout the season.

DDT can be used either as a 
dust or spray. Three to five per 
cent dusts are good for garden 
insects, and an effective spray 
can be mixed with two ounces 
of 50 rr wettable powder in a 
gallon of water.

By the other method, the wings 
and legs are removed, the rest 
of the bird is frozen and sliced 
lengthwise through the bones. In 
either case, the birds are dress­
ed, drawn and the tendons re­
moved, to prevent the meat from 
being stringly. An experienced 
boner can fix up a bird in as 
little as five minutes.

On the cooking side, the steaks ' 
can be fried in deep fat the same j 
way we fry chicken or chicken 
fiied steaks. Experienced cooks j 
let the steaks thaw slightly, 
pound them lightly with a meat j 
hammer, dip into an egg batter j 
and thon into flour that’s sea- j 
soiled with salt and pepper. And 
they’re ready for the skillet. 
Folks are saying turkey steaks 
are a real treat. Just ask W. B. 
Wilson, W. W. Winkleman, and 
other turkey raisers about tur­
key steaks.
