Since the December meeting, we understand that
three additional conferences have been held between
concerned agencies the County, but, no
definite steps toward a solution have been taken

There is no question as to the need of continued
ambulance services for the County. However, there
does appear to be a question, coming out of these
meetings, as 1o who what, or how this service is to be
continued. We do not feel that we can overstate the
importance of a decision in this matter. We would
respectfully suggest that a solution be reached soon

It is with much regret that we cease this service. We
