One of the happiest stories to develop this past Christmas 

season started here In Knox City when the Joe Clonts "d e ­
cided to do some house renovation before the holidays.

Under the rug of a small closet they found a consider­
able numtier of government Series E. bunds. Examination 
showed the bends to be the property of J. T. Pryor (who 
with his wife had lived in the present Clonts house In 1962 t  
1953.)

The problem then was to find the p re^n t address of 
Pryor as he tyas remembered by a few people here aa 
an employee of some oil well drilling coppany and had
likely moved many times since leaving here. Mr. W. E. 
Clonts made many inquiries and finally wrote Boyce Cox 
In Graham. Mr. Cox worked In the Knox City during our
“ oil boom" days of 1952 to 1955.

Luckily, M r. Cox remembered the Pryors and knew that 
Pryor had a brother living In Midland. M r. Clonts then 
wrote to Midland telling the brother that he wanted to con­
tact J. T. Pryor to return some mislaid bonds.

The letter was forwarded to Pryor’ s present address: 
Sulphur Springs, and Just this week Mr. Clonts received 
a reply with the Instructions to forward the bonds. App­
arently the Pryors had never missed the bonds.

A quick estimate of the present worth of the bonds (In­
cluding 20 years Interest) showed them to be worth nearly 
a thousand dollars.

Our hat Is off to the Clonts family for taking the time 
and trouble to locate the Pryors. Maybe they could operate 
a Missing Persons Bureau on the side.

Lots Of Water 
Can Cause
Damage

vte are all aware of the great
amount of work that goes into 
planning and constructing a new- 
modern highway s> stem w here 
It is known that great numbers 
of multi-wheeled vehicles will 
travel over the same place 
time after time. Without the 
planning and construction of 
these modern systems It would 
be impossible for but a few veh­
icle to paaa without doing great 
damage to the soli over which 
they must pass.

So It is with water reports 
Wesley Robbins technician with 
the Soil Conservation Service 
tn Knox C ity.

When large amounts of water 
pas* over the land without 
some preparation being made 
for It, then great amounts of 
damage may be done to the 
soli. In preparing for the pass­
ing of these large amounts of 
water, grassed waterways have 
become one of the most fre ­
quently used methods for taking 
this water to a safe disposal 
area.

Grassed Waterway a are 
needed on many farms In the 
W ichlta-Brszos Soil Conserva­
tion D istrict to dispose of ex­
cess water from terraces, d lv . 
ersion terraces, fields or may­
be outside water that comes a - 
cross a field to a safe dis­
posal area.

Most waterways require 
some shaping before they can 
be seeded. They are shaped, 
tf possible, to keep as much 
water a* possible out of them 
until the establishment of a per­
manent vegetative cover.

There are two popular 
methods of seeding* permanent 
type vegetation in waterways, 
one is to a summer or warm 
weather plant such as Bermud- 
agrass. Dideoats Grams, K R. 
Bluestem, Johnsongrass or 
some other accepted warm sea­
son plant. These must be planted 
in the spring of the year when 
wind and water erosion is at 
Its peak. To protect the young 
plants from wind and water 
erosion a dead litter of forage 
sorghum. red top cane or mul­
ched cotton burrs may be used. 
The Forage sorghum or 
cane la planted In the 
spring of the year and a l­
lowed to make as much growth 
as possible, ' ‘ but „  k#pt 
making a seedcropty mowing or 
shredding.”  one growing season 
prior lo the seeding of the per­
manent vegetation. The dead lit- 
ter crop will protect the yout^ 
plants from damage by wind 
and water until they become 
established.

The second method Is the 
planting uf a cool season plant 
such as Western Wheetgrass. 
This Is planted In the fall of 
the year, le t ween Sept. 1st., 
and Nov. 1st. when wind and 
water erosluo 1* not consid­
ered to be as dangerous and 

therefore does not need the pro­
tection of s dead Utter crop. 
The waterway should be well 
established In a protective cov­
er before any water In large 
amounts la allowed to pass 
through it .

After the waterway is est­
ablished great care should be 
taken lo protect It from over 
grazing, being used for a road 
or turnrow tor turning farm 
equipment around. Practices 
such as these will destroy the 
vegetation and defeat the pur­
pose of a waterway,

One of the services provid­
ed by the Soil Conservation 
Service is lo assist landowners 
in the establishment of a water­
way.

Cost-share assistance for a 
waterway is provided by the 
A. S C.S office and the Great
