One war follows periodically another, and they seem no
nearer a peaceful solution of their problems today than
they did 500 years ago.

To escape war, tyranny, religious persecution, and op-
pression of every kind, our forefathers left Europe and
came to America where they could worship, think and act
without being molested by a tyrannical government,

The descendants of those sturdy pioneers have made, of
this country a great nation, whose might today is prob-
.b:( greater than that of any nation in recorded history,
and whose wealth of industry and natural resources even
transcends the fondest dreams of those founding fathers,

‘Our nation is cosmopolitan. Its blood elements came
from every nation in Europe and from every nation on the
globe. Our forefathers left behind them their quarreling
relatives and resolutely set their faces towards this new
}and of opportunity, where they could start all over again
free from Europe’s ills and quarrels.

During the years since our birth as a nation, we have
Jearned the wisdom of peace through our baptisms of
blood, foreign and fraternal. Our might is terrific but we
prefer to use it in peaceful development and not warlike
plunder and destruction. Were we so disposed, we could
with but little bloodshed make the Star spangled Banner
supreme from the Canadian frontier on the norths to the
Btraits of Magellan on the south. And heneath the benevo-
Jent protection of our escutcheon would be resources be-
yond the dreams of man, waiting for cur industrial in-
genuity to make them available for our use and benefit.

Europe's small area and dense populalion has aggra-
vated her economic problem. The United States with her

ssions is greater than the whole continent of Europe
area. The State of Texas is equal in area to the com-
bined area of Germany, England and Stotland. Arkansas
s bigger than England; Colorado is nigger than Italy;
and Maine is slightly larger than Scotland. But while the
United States has a population of 127,521,000 people,
Europe has an enormous population of 500,000,000, The
continent of North America has an arca of %.040,000
square miles as compared to Europe's 3,820,000 square
miles but North America’s ponulation is only 160,000,000
fouth America has an area of 7.018,000 square miles but
her population is only 75,000,000. This plainly shows
where the undeveloped land resources of the world are,
and that we are the most fortunately located nation on
the globe.

Our country has more natural resources than any other
mation on earth. Its coal, iron, oil, timbai and copper exist
in vast quantities. We produce and conirol 40 per cent of
the world’'s minerals. We produce 40 uor cent of its iron
and steel and 63 per cent of the world’s petroleum.

80 great is our manufacturing ability that it has recent
ly been estimated that while Germany can turn out 1000
first rate war planes per month, Engiand 1000, and
France only 250 per month, we could darken the skies
with 5000 each month—more than twice as many &s
England, France and Germany combined.

We have the power through industrial ingenuity, natur-
al resources, brave determined peopie, and enormous
areas in square miles of land to dominaie international a‘-
fairs and win for the side we fought with. hut why waste
our blood and resources settling Europe s rows. If we do
#t this time, we'll have to do it again. If we keep out, we'll
Be super-strong while the warring nat:ons are lefl weak
end ate. So let us devoutly hope and earnestly prav
that the scourge of this war shall not tocuch our shores.

OUR NEUTRALITY ACT

Congress has convened in special session on call of the
President of the United States to consider amending the
present Neutrality Act. We think its members should cul
out the hot air and get down to business. It is up to Con
gress to give effect to the will of the majority of our peo-
ple. It is the task of each individual Congressman Lo in-
terpret that will properly, and give expression to it in law
If the American people are in sympathy with Germany,
let Congress leave things as they are. The present Nen-
trality Act helps her. Nobody intended il that way, prob
ably, but in its practical workings it does that very thing.

Just because England is Mistress of the Seas is no reason
why our Neutrality Act should be so framed as to nullify
her advantage. If we are going to try to be neutral, let's
be sensibly neutral. A nation should not hurt itself in order
to lean backwards in its outward appearance of neutrali-
ty. We should trade with anybody who wants to trade,
and sell anything they want to buy so long as they come
and get what they want and pay cash for it,

Germany could not reasonably object to this policy. It
simply opens our doors, letting those wno wish to do so
come and trade with us. Our customers could then buy
what they wanted, pay for it, and do with it as they
pleased. This kind of a policy is not only in line with our
sympathies in international affuirs but it is in line with
enlightened self- interest,

The very fact that Congress in regular session failed
and refused to follow the lead of President Roosevelt,
lent encouragement to Germany in her determination to
get what she wanted from Poland, regardless of England
and France. With the light she had before her, she con-
cluded America must be in sympathy with her aims and
aspirations. But if we are any judge of the sympathies of
the American people, nothing is farther from the truth,
