Lyndon B. Johnson by the
controversal 87-vote margin
that followed tabulation of
Box 13 in Jim Wells County.

Stevenson took the fight
to the courts, and finally to
the U. S. Senate itself. A
Senate Committee refused
to overturn Johnson's nar-
row victory. We recall citing
Stevenson as a poor loser at
the time, and later have
wondered what course his-
tory would have taken had
he won the contest.

In his tribute to Steven-
son, Gov. Briscoe said in
part:

“As elected representa-
tive from the Hill Country,
he exemplified those virtues
of the people of the area:
integrity, hard work and a
devotion to economy and
efficiency in government. He
leaves a record of dis-
tinguished public service
that will serve as an
example for future genera-
tions.”

But we'll dismiss memory
for now. There's a future
ahead of us!

Heatly Yoices Opposition

To State School Financing

The following remarks on
school financing were made
by Rep. W. S. (Bill) Heatly,
as reduced for printing in
the House Journal:

Well, being a Freshman,
maybe you don't want to pay
any attention to me, but Mr,
Speaker and Members of the
House: this school financing
has caused me more sleep-
less nights than you might
think. I have raised my
children, but I have eight
grandchildren and probably
will have some more so
naturally I am concerned
about our schools.

I live in and represent the
largest area of Texas in this
House. It is much larger
than several states in the
United States. It has 35
school districts in it and I
guess some of the smallest
ones that there are in Texas
are in my District.

There has been kind of an
undertow to consolidate and
this we don’t want to do. We
don't want to destroy our
communities. When they
have their schools, they
have their churches, they
have their farm-to-market
roads, and they have their
homes. We want to maintain
all of these things.

Now much has been said
about market value and
there is considerable amount
of controversy in regards to
the term “Market Value”.
Some years you can sell land
for twice as much as you can
the next year when it
doesn’t rain any -- so how are
we going to find a market
value? Certainly, you can't
use the actual cash value
because no one in the finance
business, the insurance com-
panies, the banks, the
Federal Land banks, or any
of those in financing farm
and ranch property will loan
you in access of 60% of the
cash value of it at that time.
Of course, they don't want to
foreclose on you. They don't
want the land. They just
want the interest.

Well, we don't have a

great deal of objection to
taxes even though no one
likes taxes. The word itself
is harsh. But we do want to
survive. Now we are going
into a direction in this Bill
that I trust we will turn
around two years from now.
And that is, the new money
that we have in this Bill -
instead of the 80-20 we go to
a 60-40 instead of going back

to a 90-10. Now this is more
important in the school
financing than one might
think at this time, but let me
tell you that when this “save
harmless"” clause leaves in
two years from now, and if
we don't get some help and
relief in the proper direc-
tion, God help the school
districts in West Texas.
They will be gone. There is
no way on earth that they
can survive.

A large number of Coun-
ties out there have less than
5,000 population, and you
are going to find that it
would take four or five
counties under the recom-
mendation of the Committee
of Eighteen to even make
one public school. You don't
want to force children under
the tender age of seven to
drive in the morning before
daylight in snow and ice, a
distance of 30 to 45 miles in
order to attain or begin their
first grade education.

In my opinion, this Bill is
going to pass and we are
getting down to a point
where we have got to really
do some thinking and let's do
it in this behalf. Let's do it
on behalf of the school
children. Let’s disregard the
other phases that has to do
with the operations of a
school system but do that
which is necessary to
maintain and keep a stable
form of public school educa-
tion in the State of Texas.

I plead with you that you
give this school financing
thought - many hours of
thought between now and
the time we reconvene here
in January, 1977. Let's find
some other way other than
going backwards to 60-40
financing. We have done a
great deal since 1949. I
heard two men stand at this
very microphone in 1949 and
they said that within two
decades the Gilmer-Aiken
Act would bankrupt Texas.
Well, they are missing it by
about five or seven years
unless we turn it around.

Now that was the late
Doug Bergman and Sam
Hanna and I cherished their
friendship all of their lives.
So this thing is not just are
we going to get by now, but
we have got to come up with
some type of a program that
is not going to destroy a
school nor will it destroy a
farmer or rancher nor will it
destroy the buildings on

In our dry land area, we
certainly can not afford to be
levied with taxes that will
have such an effect that we
would have to go delinquent.
This year we passed a Bill
that you can foreclose within
five years and take the land.
This thing is getting serious
where the food and fiber
comes from and I only hope
that my combine is running
today to bring in a little of
that food.

Now this matter of
market value, when you look
at Houston Independent
School District setting on a
$12 billion valuation that is
tremendous, but I doubt if
there are two blocks on Main
Street that you could buy for
$12 billion dollars. So you
see, we are all in the same
situation. We have got to
work this thing out together
whether we live in Cottle
County or whether we live
in Harris County. We are all
in it together. We are not
going to divide up the State
into five states, Mr. Agnich.
We have got to keep it
together and keep it strong.

And I would beg of you to
keep in mind that school
financing is of the utmost
importance. I have not taken
an active part in school
financing since I have been
in this House for the last two
decades. I have just voted
for all the school salary
raises and voted for all the
taxes that have ever gone on
the books to pay for them.
That is not anything that I
take pride in but I felt it was
my responsibility if I was
going to vote to spend the
money then I was going to
have to vote to raise the
money.But we are getting
back now to where the man
and the woman who till and
work the soil and earn their
living by the sweat of their
brow, if we come in and do

‘away with this “save harm-

less” clause and don’t
protect them, we have
annihilated many, many

families and taken away
from them that which I think
they are justly entitled to
and that is - their property
and their homes and their
method of helping their local
schools and sending their
children and their grandchil-
dren to school.

One last remark: in this
Bill, going by the figures

given to me, the only taxes
that my 35 school districts
would have to raise, are
those which are already on
the books in the ten-year
statute that we passed and
that I voted for. But I don't
understand how it is going
to do that when the State is
going to put out $653 million
and we have to bring up
$400 million. That has got to
come but from only one
place and only one source
and that is a tax increase on
the local school districts.

That is why I have
insisted that those who are
preparing this, those who
say that this is the way that
it is figured and that it is
right, I would like for them
to sign this set of figures
because I can hardly con-
ceive that this situation can
exist without us having to
raise $400 million other than
at the state level. Now if we
get by with that, there is a
miracle that I just don't
know about nor can I locate
it. Neither can a man who
lives in my district that has
helped us with this Bill and
who knows school financing
as well as anyone in the
State of Texas. We have
looked over thing thing time
and time again and I have
almost learned how to figure
a formula myself and I didn’t
think that I would ever get
to that point.

But this is something that
is critical. It is serious and I
trust that we do that which
is best for the school student
two years from now disre-
grading further matters
with reference to the school
situation and we already
owe on the local level over
and in excess of $3 billion
bonded indebtedness in this
State.

Farm And Ranch News

TRACTOR SAFETY

Millions of tractors are in
operation throughout the
country during this time of
the year, and tractor
accidents are taking their
toll. Accident victims in-
clude both the young and
old, the inexperienced as
well as the experienced
operators.

Tractor safety should be
practiced by young and old
alike, and a few safety tips
are offered:

1. Keep children off and
away from farm machinery.

2. Thoroughly train young
operators and supervise
them until you are satisfied
that they are competent and
will operate safely.

3. Discourage young oper-
ators from horseplay, show-
ing off and “hot rodding” the
equipment. Don't let them
take buddies along for the
ride.

4. Driving a farm vehicle
on public roads requires not
only the skill to safely
handle the equipment but
also the ability to safely cope
with traffic. Only a person
with a valid operator's
license should be permitted
to drive farm equipment on
public roads.

5. Older persons should
operate with extra care to
compensate for slowed re-
action time, poorer vision
and hearing, and less
energy.

6. Do not operate tractors
or other farm equipment
when ill, fatigued or taking
strong medication that al-
ters alertness.

7. Don't overdo it -- take
occasional work and refresh-
ment breaks to fight fatigue.

8. Consider equipping the
tractor with a comfortable
protective cab that will not
only provide good overturn
protection but will also
reduce personal stress and
discomfort caused by en-
vironmental conditons. In
lieu of a protective cab, a
basic protective frame
should be installed that will
help prevent serious injury
in case of a side or backward
tip.

Sorghum planted in a
field of plastic? That's
one of the possibilities
being studied by re-
search groups now tak-
ing a hard look at a
variety of water conser-
vation programs. Ex-
periments have actually
been done in the
Oklahoma Panhan-
dle whereby plots were
covered by large plastic
sheets . . . holes cut in
the plastic for the plants
and irrigation water
supplied under the plas-

Results. .. less than
half the normal water
required.

So the re-
search goes on with new
attention focused on
special breeding for
water retention and
improved plant utiliza-
tion. Tests at Oklahoma
State University re-
portedly indicated that
as much as 2 inches of
