“The Tax Relief

Amendment”’
(H.J.R. 1)

H.J.R, 1 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution allowing the
legislature to exempt in-
tangible personal prop-
erty, requiring the legis-
lature to exempt certain
household goods and per-
sonal effects, and allow-
ing the legislature to
exempt all or part of the
personal property home-
stead from state and local
property taxation.

The amendment re-
quires the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of farm and ranch land
on the basis of its produc-
tive capacity instead of
its market value and al-
lows the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of timber land on its pro-
ductive capacity.

The amendment per-
mits local governments to
extend the present exemp-
tion of mnot less than
$3,000 of the residence
homestead of persons 65
and older to include cer-
tain disabled persons.

The amendment grants
an exemption from public
school property taxes of
$5,000 of the market value
of the residence home-
stead. It authorizes the
legislature to grant an
additional exemption from
public school property
taxes of an amount not
to exceed $10,000 of the
market value of the resi-
dence homesteads of per-
sons 65 years of age or
older and certain disabled
persons. If a person 65
vears of age or older
qualifies for this exemp-
tion, the total amount of
public school taxes 1m-
posed on that person’s
homestead may not be in-
creased.

The amendment pre-
vents local governments
from increasing property

taxes unless the govern-
ing body provides public

notice and conducts a
public hearing. The

Survival For Rodents

Food, Water

Rats have lived with man
for so long they, too, have
developed the sense to come
in out of the heat. Extreme
weather, heat or cold, will
send rats as well as mice
scampering for the nearest
shelter. That may be your
home or business.

If you don't have rats now,
don't give them a chance to
start. Keep all garbage in
tightly covered metal trash
cans and all cereal should be
kept in and off the floors or
ground. By following these
suggestions, you deny ro-
dents the three things they
need to survive food,
water, and shelter.

If you have seen rats or
mice in or around your
home, or have found drop-
pings, tracks, runs, gnaw-
ings or greasy smears along
walls where the rodents
travel, the first step is to
eliminate them. This can be
accomplished by using
either traps or rodenticides.
The most readily available
type of trap is the wood base
snap trap which can be
purchased at small cost
from food, hardware and
variety stores. An enlarged
trigger can be made for
traps by slipping a piece of
corrugated cardboard cut to
half the size of the trap and
pushed down over the
trigger. This increases the
size of the trigger so that it
will be sprung more easily
by the rodent stepping on it.
Always put them along walls
in out of the way places
where the rodents prefer to
run. Place them so that the
trigger faces the wall. Bait,
contrary to popular belief,
does not have to be cheese.
Nearly any food will do such
as bread, oatmeal, bacon,
peanut butter, or nuts. Use
plenty of traps and keep
them set. Dispose of all dead
rodents as soon as caught.
Do not handle them with
bare hands.

Rodenticides may also be
used in rodent control.
There are a number of these
on the market, but the
anticoagulant types are
recommended for the home-
owner. These are not only
effective, but are the least
hazardous to use around the
home with the proper
caution. Anticoagulants
keep the blood from clotting
and cause death by internal
hemorrhaging. Ready mixed
baits containing the proper
amount of anticoagulant
mixed in corn meal or
similar grains are available
and are readily acceptable to
both rats and mice.

These rodenticides are
placed where the rodents
run and feed. They should be
placed in a bait box or under
some type of cover to
prevent children or animals
other than rodents from
getting to the bait. Cover
will also protect the bait
from the weather, as well as
offering the seclusion de-
sired by rodents when

feeding. Water baits (anti-
coagulants dissolved in.
water) placed nearby will
help repeated feedings to be
effective. The bait stations
should be maintained and
replenished when necessary
for at least 15 days. The
amount of bait and number
of bait stations will depend
upon the degree of infesta-
tion, but it is better to use
too much than too little.

After most or all of the
rodents have been elimi-
nated, a few bait stations
can be maintained perma-
nently to help prevent
reinfestation. Building
should be rat-proofed as
much as possible, with all
the holes larger than ¥z of an
inch being filled or covered
with metal or hardware
cloth.
