Parents urged to set 
ground rules for 
kids returning home

AUSTIN —  Thom as W olfe wrote “you can 't 
go hom e again,” but try telling that to the m il­
lions o f young adults who have returned to the 
fam ily nest.

A ccording to the Texas Society of CPAs, more 
and m ore parents are facing the financial chal­
lenges that surface when adult children com e 
back home.

These tem porary arrangem ents could becom e 
a long-term  drain on the fam ily finances. The 
best advice for parents o f “boom erang” kids is to 
establish a clear understanding of financial ground 
rules.

Parents and children should work together to 
negotiate a cost-sharing arrangem ent that takes 
into account the needs and expectations o f both 
parties.

D eterm ine from  the start the approxim ate 
length o f stay and what contribution —  financial 
and otherw ise —  the young adult will be ex ­
pected to make.

Parents should resist the tem ptation to offer 
the adult child  a “ free ride.”

The ch ild ’s contribution can help to build his 
or her self-esteem , create a sense o f responsibil­
ity, and develop independence.

T here’s no such th ingas a free breakfast, lunch 
and dinner.

M ost financial experts recom m end that charg­
ing the adult child  at least a nom inal am ount for 
room and board.

Establish a figure in proportion to how much 
the child  earns. The parent m ight agree to later 
refund a portion to the child to help m eet the 
security deposit or first m onth’s rent on a new 
place to live.

If the child does not have a jo b  and can ’t afford 
to help out financially, he or she could substitute 
with yard work, household help, or repair work

Conard C arter has a lot of musical m em o­
ries —  including his two album s in the 1960s 
with The Sham rocks, best known for “Som e

jacket and boots.
Carter rem em bers the pop star as being 

friendly andoutgoing. He said Holly greeted 
them  and came over to the car to talk to  them  
before he went into the H i-D-Ho.

Sweet Day” and “T hat’s All I W ant From 
You,” written by band m em ber David Box.

But no experience from that period reso­
nates louder after more than 30 years than 
the day C arter met teen idol Buddy Holly at 
the Hi-D-Ho, Lubbock’s most fam ous drive- 
in o f the period.

Carter said he and some friends were 
parked in front of the H i-D-Ho on an ordi­
n a ry  n ig h t w h en  a b ra n d  new  p in k  
Thunderbird pulled up, and the night was 
ordinary no more.

W hen the Thunderb ird’s door opened. 
C arter and his friends saw Holly step out, 
dressed all in black with a m otorcycle cap.

Both Holly and Carter were in on the 
Lubbock music scene o f the ’60s, when 
many of the top names in early-day rock ’n ’ 
roll hung out in the area and often recorded 
at Norm an Petty Studios in Clovis, where 
C arter said he made nine records.

It’s interesting that Carter is getting yet 
another shot at stardom, with Lubbock radio 
station KDAV recently playing some songs 
from The Sham rocks’ album s again.

,He has been notified that England’s Roller 
C oaster Records is re-issuing the Sham rock 
album s, which should be out in about a year.

in ex c h an g e  fo r room  and 
board.

M ost health insurance poli­
cies discontinue coverage when 
the dependent is no longer a 
ful l-tim e student or reaches the 
age o f 23 to 25. A fter that, the 
adult child  may qualify to re­
main on the paren ts’ policy 
under CO BR A  benefits, but the 
prem ium s can be costly.

One option may be an indi­
vidual short-term  policy, most 
of which are renew able for up 
to a year. As long as the adult 
child  is healthy, he or she can 
save m oney by selecting a high 
deductible o f $ 1,000 or more.

Auto and hom eow ner insur­
ance are im portant issues as

well. If the adult child will be 
dri ving the fami ly car, the poli - 
cyholder will need to add an 
extra driver to the coverage. In 
the event that the child has his 
or her own car and insurance, 
jo in ing  the policy may result in 
low er paym ents.

In term s o f hom eow ner’s in­
surance, check with thecarrier 
to see if ex tra  coverage  is 
needed, especially if the child 
has expensive com puter or ste­
reo equipm ent.

If the decision is to give the 
child m oney, be sure that both 
parties understand w hether it’s 
a loan o r a gift. W hen offering 
a loan, a parent m ay want to 
make it official by draw ing up

a written agreem ent that out­
lines the details.

C redit-card debt is a com ­
mon problem  for recent college 
grads. H ow ever, rather than 
bailing out an adult child, help 
him or her set up a budget and 
work out a repaym ent plan.

If the adult child is jo b  hunt­
ing and has student-loan debt, 
he or she may be able to request 
a deferm ent o f paym ent until 
becom ing gainfully em ployed.

A parent may qualify for a 
tax deduction for a boom erang 
kid as long as they provide more 
than half the ch ild ’s support 
and the child  earns less than 
$2,800 (in the year 2000) or is 
a full-tim e student under 24.

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Shrubs tend to be the yard’s unsung heroes

I think shrubs may be the 
most under-rated elem ent o f the 
average yard.

People can spend a lot of 
time deciding which tree to 
plant and which flowers to  set 
where, but then if they add a 
shrub they’re likely to pick one 
the height and width they want, 
and that’s it.

Aside from the fact that in 
our climate, it’s easy to pick a 
shrub that w on’t m ake it —  or 
will survive, but w on’t look 
good without some coddling.

I rem em ber one of my favor­
ite elderly ladies from years 
past com plain ing  about the 
common snowball in her front 
yard.

This was a beautiful snow ­
ball, in fact, but she had se­
lected it strictly based on the 
flowers. The flow ering season 
for snowballs is fairly short, 
and the rest o f the year she had
—  as she described it —  “a big 
old ugly green bush.”

1 have written m any tim es 
about shrubs that add a second 
season of color with berries ort
with fall foliage that turns b ril­
liant colors. These are just two 
ways of getting more bang from 
your buck out of the sam e plant
—  and, in the case o f fruiting 
shrubs, you also get the benefit 
o f birds attracted to the berries 
which, in turn, may help you 
out by eating insect pests.

Some com m on berry-bear­
ing shrubs are the old standby 
bush honeysuckles (which is

definitely tough enough for our 
climate and the berries are beau­
tifully translucent, though it 
seems to me the m ockingbirds 
—  or som ething —  eats them 
very quickly once they ripen); 
coralberry and snowberry, with 
hot-pink or white berries that 
tend to last all w inter (birds 
don 't seem to like them); ju n i­
pers and cedars, which people 
tend to think of as “just ever­
greens” but which can produce 
beautiful crops o f blue fruits 
favored by ju st about all fruit­
eating birds of North Am erica); 
barberries (the red-leaf types 
are especially popular), which 
have varying amounts o f thorns 
depending on the species and 
can  m ake  v e ry  e f f e c t iv e ,  
stickerv hedges; nandina or 
heavenly bamboo, with its big 
clusters o f waxy red berries so 
effective as Christm as decora­
tions to replace holly.

But I w ouldn’t even take a 
guess at the num ber of shrubs 
that produce berries. The fruit 
can be blue, red, black, pink, 
yellow, orange, white, purple, 
amethyst —  there’s alm ost no 
limit. And sometim es it isn ’t 
ju st the fruit that brings color to 
the yard —  how about bright

blue berries on red stem s, or 
some com bination like that?

In o ther words, why settle 
for the com m on types unless 
they fit what you want?

Certainly one o f the most 
beautiful fam ilies when in fruit 
w ould be the callicarpas or 
beautyberries. The berries are 
an am eth y st c o lo r  (though  
w hite-fruited form s are avail­
able) and in some varieties the 
berries alm ost hide the stems 
once the leaves drop. The sight 
may be as spectacular as any 
available in the average gar­
den.

Having said that, I have to 
add that mine apparently freeze 
back every w inter even though 
both species I have —  the 
A m e ric a n  b e a u ty b e rry  
(C allicarpa am ericana ) and 
one o f those known as Japanese 
b e a u ty b e r ry  ( C a llic a r p a
bodineri) are reported as hardy 
to Zone 6 (1 0  below zero).

It may be that the roots will 
stand that kind o f cold but the 
stem s w on’t, or it may be some 
other factor tha t’s causing the 
dieback. At any rate, callicarpas 
flow er on the old wood, so in 
my case they haven’t flowered 
at all.

I would be happy to hear if 
som eone else is experim enting 
with them  on the High Plains, 
and what their results have been. 
T hese  are d e fin ite ly  w orth 
working with incase you should 
get berries, and they don ’t take 
much care beyond water and an 
occasional dose o f iron.

I think one o f the m ost valu­
able and underused plants for 
our area is a cotoneaster known 
simply as “S trieb’s F indling,” 
an extrem ely ground-hugging 
plant that nevertheless produces 
the red berries scattered across 
the surface o f the garden.

“S trieb’s Findling” can be 
especially  a ttractive planted 
among the right rocks or other 
obstacles, since the gnarly stems 
run right over any small items 
in their way.

If you want som ething un­
usual that is edible, you might 
try  the in c re as in g  p o p u la r  
decaisnea (I know; i t’ll never 
be p o p u la r because  people  
w on’t know how to pronounce 
it).

I t’s a big shrub (to 15 feet 
tall) but very ornam ental, with 
com pound  leaves up to 15 
inches long and 6-inch clusters 
of beautiful pow der-blue fruit.

The fruit is seedy but tasty 
enough. (D aniel H inkley of 
H eronswood Nursery brought 
back som e of these plants —  
D ecaisneafargesii— describes 
the fruit as “a rather slimey, 
seed-fi lied m em brane.” I doubt 
that his phrase makes you want 
to rush right out andeat a batch.) 
But if you d on ’t even try eating 
them , i t ’s a beautiful shrub

“C h ild ren  w ith  tonsil and 
ad en o id  d isease  suffer m ore 
than  p rev io u sly  b e liev ed ,”

o to la ry n g o lo g y  and assistan t 
d ean  o f  c lin ica l a ffa irs  at 
B ay lo r C o lleg e  o f  M edicine.

When We Buried My 
Father . . .
0 „  January 12. 2000, my family 
gathered at the little Paint Creek 
Cemetery near Robert Lee, Texas, a 
country cemetery whose land was 
donated by my great-grandfather. 
We 'd planned to gather at Houston for 
my father's 87th birthday. We were in 
Robert Lee instead. On this Father's 
Day weekend, I'll share some 
thoughts written by my brother Gene.

W hen w e  buried m y m other in 
the w inter o f  19 9 2 , it w as a c o ld ,

Later teal season, crane zone changes await approval

A U STIN  —  C hanges to 
Texas m igratory  gam e bird 
regulations adopted June 1 by 
the Texas Parks and W ildlife 
Com m ission could mean better 
hunting for teal and more op­
portunity for hunting sandhill 
crane.

Included in the 2000-2001 
M igratory Game Bird Procla­
mation is a 16-day teal season 
Sept. 15-30, which biologists 
say could  dram aticcally  in ­
crease hunter success.

As with all m igratory game 
bird regulation changes, the teal 
season dates are tentative until 
the U.S. Fish and W ildlife Ser­
vice finalizes the standards for 
the Central Flyway this sum ­
mer.

“Because we have to set the 
entire teal season within the 
month o f Septem ber, we felt 
that opening the season as late 
in the month as possible would 
be the best option for hunter 
success,” said Vernon Bevill, 
director o f the Texas Parks and 
W ildlife m igratory game bird 
program.

Sept. 15 means opening teal 
season on a Friday and closing 
it on a Saturday, Sept. 30.

By delaying the teal season 
opener until Sept. 15 rather than 
the second Saturday (Sept. 9), 
hunters probably will see more 
birds m igrating intoTexas, pre­
dicts Bevill.

hunters average fewer than two 
birds a day before Sept. 14 and 
more than two per day after 
Sept. 14.

In another move aim ed at 
hunter opportunity, Parks and 
W ildlife adopted options for ex- 
tending sandhill crane hunting 
in tw o areas along the middle 
and lower coast.

The agency left some flex­
ibility in its final rule-m aking 
decision, to allow for direction 
from the federal level later this 
month and will seek the most 
liberal option.

Parks and W ild life ’s p re ­
ferred option would extend the 
Zone C sandhill crane hunting 
area along the mid and lower 
coast with a three-bird daily bag 
limit. If the U.S. Fish and W ild­
life Service restricts bag limits 
on sandhills to few er than three 
birds daily in the extended ar­
eas o f Zone C, Texas would opt 
to create a Zone D to include 
only the new coastal areas, with 
a two- or one-bird daily bag and 
leave the other three zones in ­
tact with a three-bird bag.

Another alternative should 
Fish and W ildlife not approve 
the extended areas of Zone C 
would be to revert to last year’s 
crane boundaries with a state­
wide three-bird daily bag.

U.S. SI NATORKAY BAILEY H U T CH ISO N

For the U.S., the buck stops in the Balkans
Fifty-six years ago this month, 

176,000 Allied soldiers landed 
on the beaches of Normandy in 
what was the largest invasion in 
history. The operation was offi­
cially know n as Operation Over- 
lord, but we all know it by one 
name: D-Day.

While there have been hun­
dreds of other D-Days in other 
h isto ric  lo ca tio n s  such as 
Okinawa and Iwo Jima, w hen we 
hear the term “D-Day,” we re­
flect on that awful and incredible 
day in June 1944 with reverence 
for what was accomplished and 
for all that was lost at Normandy 
Beach.

More than half a century later, 
American military forces still 
serve in Europe. Today the grand­
children of some of the very sol­
diers who participated in D-Day 
are serving in Italy, Belgium and 
Germany. But recently we have 
seen a gradual shift toward less 
traditional U.S. missions in Eu­
rope, particularly in Bosnia and 
Kosovo.

When the Cold War ended, 
the wall came down and the W ar­
saw Pact disbanded. M ilitary 
strategists began to talk of the 
need for our European military 
alliance to change its mission 
from sim ple m utual defense 
against a common threat. They 
warned that unless NATO could 
find a new reason to exist after 
the end of the Cold War, there 
might be no reason for its to exist 
at all.

That new mission began to 
come into focus in the Balkans 
five years ago when the United 
States committed peacekeeping 
forces to Bosnia to enforce the 
provisions of the Dayton Peace

What was conceived by the 

administration as a one-year ;mis- 
sion to accomplish specific mili­
tary objectives is now in its fifth 
year —  with greatly expanded 
civilian nation-building objec­
tives and no end in sight to the 
deployment.

The General Accounting Of­
fice estimates that the cost of our 
Balkan peacekeeping missions 
in Bosnia and Kosovo now tops 
$23 billion.

But there are non-monetary 
costs as well. Recuiting and re­
tention problems in the U.S. mili­
tary services have been exacer­
bated by endless peacekeeping 
missions. Our armed services are 
not up to their congressionally 
mandated troop strength, and 
America's peacekeeping burden 
has resulted in two of our Army 
divisions reporting as unfit for 
combat.

As the world's only super­
power, we have a responsibility 
to lead. American led when we 
first brought the parties together 
in Dayton. The accords stopped 
the fighting, and we should be 
respectful of the achievement, 
but we did not create effective 
economic and political structures

necessary for lasting peace.
As one American military 

peacekeeper said to me on a re­
cent visit, “Everyone’s job in 
Bosnia is to work on the prob­
lems we face, but no one seems 
to have the responsibility for 
actual ly solving those problems.”

It is time to stop drifting and 
establish a policy aiming at solu­
tions. That is why I have intro­
duced legislation toauthorize the 
Balkan Stabilization Conference. 
It would reconvene the parties to 
the Dayton Peace Accords that 
ended the Bosnia conflict, those 
who were involved in the peace 
agreement after the bombing of 
Kosovo, and other regional enti­
ties. We mustreview ourprogress 
to date and seek a long-term 
settlement. If we cannot do that, 
how can we call ourselves lead­
ers?

Self-determination is critical. 
The current policy is based on a 
mirage o f multi-cultural democ­
racy in the Balkans. We are try­
ing to create governments that 
ignore history.

Elections have been held in 
which refugees were bused into 
disputed regions to vote for 
elected official s who cannot serve 
because they are unable to return

to their prewar homes.
American officers spend their 

days deciding which vehicles can 
travel down which roads, and 
escorting Serb families in hos­
tile Albanian territory to the den­
tist and back.

This effort is diverting the 
United States from its global re­
sponsibilities.

I wrote my legislation to spur 
the development of long-term 
strategy for the Balkans. I do not 
know what the outcome of the 
Balkans Stabi lization Conference 
should be, but I do know it is our 
responsibility to convene one and 
assess where we are, look with 
vision to the future, and create 
the conditions for peace and pros 
perity there.

’ Only such a plan will eventu­
ally free the United States to ad­
dress its global superpower re­
sponsibilities.
