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Enrollment F igdres Up
For Munday Schools

For the third consecutive year, the
enrollment of Munday schools has in-
creased.

Four-hundred thirty-five students
were enrolled in school as of Friday,
September 1, for the 1989-90 school
year. This compares to 413 students
during the 1988-89 school year.

The freshman class, with 48 students,
is the largest class this year, and the
senior class is the smallest, with only 21
students. Junior high has a total of 68
students and ninth through twelfth has
125.

Enrollment figures for each grade
follow: early childhood, 12; kindergar-
ten, 36; first, 36; second, 34; third, 34;
fourth, 34; fifth, 28; sixth, 28; seventh,
28; eighth, 39; ninth, 48; tenth, 23;
eleventh, 33; and twelfth, 21.

City Patrolmen Ask
Residents' Help

With the beginning of school, alarge
number of children are now on the
streets, walking to and from school and
to various school events.

Munday Chief of Police Coyt Smith
is asking local residents to use extra
caution when driving in and around
school zones and watch for young chil-
dren darting across roadways.

"With the excitement of returning to
school, kids sometimes forget to look-
out for cars; therefore we need to be on
the lookout for them," Smith said.

"You, as citizens, have the right to
intervene in a situation that might be
threatening to a youngster, and I am
asking yourhelpifever the need arises,"
he continued. "The safety of our school
children is extremely important in our
community."

As of press time Tuesday, no sus-
pects had been apprehended in the at-
tempted abduction last week of a 9-
year-old Knox City girl.

CONTROL WEEDS FOR 1990

As September is upon us, homeown-
ers may want to begin controlling weeds
in lawn now to avoid the problem in
1990. I was talking to the new Munday
Chamber of Commerce manager Lynn
Fitzgerald about the use of weed control
on lawns.

The first step to having a good lawn is
with the use of pre-emerge herbicides.
Time ofapplication of pre-emerge herbi-
tides is very important as herbicides
must be activated before weeds may be
controlled. Pre-emerge herbicides work
only on weeds and weed seeds thathave
not germinated prior to application.

There are many products that are
labeled as pre-emerge herbicides which
include weed and feed products, E.C.
Gro, Balan, Balan XL, Betasan and
Dacthal.

The active ingredients in the herbi-

cides may vary in strength so be sure
and consult the label for specific direc-
tions and use.

Most herbicides will last about 45
days however, the Balan XL will last
about 60 days. Combination fertilizers
and herbicides are good for the first
application as fertilizer formulations are
set to prepare lawns for winter, although
use of products with fertilizers is dis-
couraged during the winter months as
lawns require very little nutrients dur-
ing the dormant period.

If heavy rains are received during the
period, re-application may be neces-
sary to prevent weed growth.

If goosegrass and grassburs are a
problem in lawns, homeowners should
make herbicide application in March
and May to prevent these hard to control
grasses and help insure another beauti-
ful and healthy lawn next summer.

Statistics Show Farming
Is Dangerous Profession

Farming is America's mostdangerous
profession, according to statistics re-
leased recently.

Agriculture's accidental death rate is
five times the national average for all
injuries, said Thomas D. Valco, agricul-
tural engineer for safety and mechaniza-
tion with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

Valco said the Texas safety picture
parallels the national scene.

"The summer and fall months typi-
cally are the worst for farm and ranch
fatalities,” he said.

A total of 82 fatalities occurred on
Texas farms and ranches in 1988, Valco
said. Records of fatalities were obtained
from death certificates and newspaper
clippings.

Most fatalities, Valco said, took place
as a result of farm/ranch activities, but
several deaths were a result of recrea-
tional activities such as hunting, swim-
ming and horseback riding.

The highest number of fatalities, he
said, took place in July, with 13 deaths;
while September followed with 12 and
October with 11.

The age group between 20 and 29
recorded the highest fatalities with 15
deaths. About 47 percent of these were
from gunshot wounds.

Next highest age category was be-
tween 60 and 69 years, with 12 deaths
recorded. This group was followed by
those 70 years or older, with 11 deaths.

"Eight children under age 10died asa

result of farming accidents. Many re-
sulted from youngsters riding on farm

tractors that hit a bump causing the
child to fall under the equipment. Trac-
tors have only one seat, and extra riders
should not be permitted,” Valco said.

He said tractors and associated ma-
chinery were the cause of 28 of all the
recorded fatalities. Forty-eight percent
of the machinery accidents was theresult
of people being run over by the tractors
and equipment. Another 40 percent of
the fatalities occurred from tractor
overturns.

Fatalitiesinvolving firearms were the
nextmost frequentkiller with 14 deaths.
Most happened while hunting, being
shot by another hunter or mishandling
their firearm.

High frequency accident categories
also were fires and explosions with seven
fatalities, three of which occurred dur-

ing grass fires.
Other farm vehicles, including pick-

up trucks and all-terrain vehicles, and
highway accidents resulted in seven
deaths.

Three deaths occurred from falls, five
involved animals, four resulted from
drownings, five from being struck by
objects, four from electric current, three
from lightening and two from exposure
and insect bites.

Valco said it is estimated that with
every fatality, there are 100 permanently
disabling injuriesand 1,000 injuries that
require hospitalization.
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Legislature Brings
Back Tax Exemption
On Gold And Silver

Coin collectors and investors will
have some extrachange in their pockets
beginning September 1 when certain
purchases become exempt fromthe state
sales tax, according to State Comptrol-
ler Bob Bullock.

"Legislators brought back a tax ex-
emption that's a lot like one they cut
during the state's economic crunch in
1987," Bullock said. "The fact that they

were able to bring it back is another
welcome sign of a recovering econ-

omy."

The sales tax exemption includes the
sale of gold, silver or collectible coins,
or the sale of platinum, gold or silver
bullion.

The total sales price must be at least
$1,000 to qualify for the tax exemption.

"The tax break means that consumers
could save up to eight percent in local
and state taxes on their purchases,” Bul-
lock said.

The state sales tax rate is six percent
and the local sales tax rate can be up to
two percent.

The exemption does not include
mounted coins used or sold as jewelry,
Bullock said.

He was employed as special
agent by the IRS Intelligence Division
in Miami, Fla., from December 1971
until September 1979. He played a sig-
nificant role in fighting the narcotics

traffic, especially in Miami and Central
America and also had assignments in
Nicaragua.

He was a certified public accountant.

"The Big Fat Idea" - The American
Heart Association (AHA) and other
health organizations recommend that
all healthy Americans over the age of
two reduce total fat intake to about 30%
of calorics. AHA also recommends
limiting saturated fat intake to less than
_ 10% of the total daily calories and poly-
unsaturated fat to no more than 10% of
total calories. This means that if a per-
son consumed just one kind of fat it
should be made up of 1/3 or less satu-
rated, 1/3 or less polyunsaturated and
the balance monounsaturated. Remem-
ber that everyone consumes a variety of
fats and oils. There is not a single "per-
fect fat". Polyunsaturated fats and satu-
rated fats are part of a healthy diet, but

3. Have your blood cholesterol levels
checked and if they are high see your
doctor.

4. Live sensibly, avoid extremes.

5. Eat a sensible balanced diet and
maintain a normal weight.

Usage Deadline Approaches For
Some Crop Protection Chemicals

The National Cotton Council is re-
minding producers thatusage deadlines
are approaching for Azodrin, Galecron,
and Fundal -- crop protection chemi-
cals that have been cancelled.

Cancelled pesticides became hazard-
ous wastes and are regulated under the
Federal Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act. Use or improper stor-
age, transport or disposal of a hazard-
ous waste may bring criminal charges.

"Usage deadlines for a number of
cancelled products are approaching,"
said Dr. Jim Brown, the Council's pro-
duction technology manager. "Produc-
ers with leftover supplies of these prod-
ucts should be fully aware of the prob-
lems and options they have regarding
disposal of these hazardous wastes.
Specific options may vary with differ-

Some of Wall Street’s leveraged buy outs are going belly up.
[ have been concerned for some time that American companies are going
too far into debt, and that our tax laws encourage borrowing and discour-

A leveraged buy out occurs when investors purchase a company with
very little cash down. Instead, the purchase is financed largely with bor-
rowed funds. Often, these loans are so risky that the interest is very high
and the business must be stripped to the bare bone just to have enough cash

In recent weeks it has come to light that in fact some of these companies
are unable to make their interest payments. This will mean even more dras-
tic cost cutting measures, and in all likelihood lost jobs. It is particularly
distressing that these failures are occurring during a surging stock market

Corporate debt has tripled since 1980. Changes need to be made so that
the U.S. tax code treats debt financing and equity financing more even-
aandedly. But, we must make sure that our solution does not excessively
clamp down on businesses’ ability to borrow the money they need.

Under a provision of existing tax law called ‘‘loss carry back”’, if a com-
pany suffers losses from an unexpected business downturn, it may recoup
taxes paid in the prior three years. So, if a company earns profits of $1
million a year for three years, but loses $3 million in the fourth year, it
would be entitled to a refund of all taxes paid during the three profitable

Businesses should be allowed to smooth out swings in income that occur
as a result of business cycles or simple reverses in fortune. However, be-
cause of this rule, the federal government has found itself writing more and
more tax refund checks to corporations engaging in LBOs. Here is how it

In the typical leveraged buy out transaction, a business that has been
Paying taxes for years takes on a sudden, large new debt burden. The inter-
est deductions generated by this debt will often create a tax loss that can be
carried back to recoup the taxes paid in prior years—giving the corporation

For example, 17 companies acquired through LBOs paid $430 million in
taxes the year before the takeovers, but received $130 million in fax refunds
the ‘ear after the rakeover. These situations involve tax losses voluntarily
created, and the federal government should not subsidize them.

As Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee, I have introduced legis-
lation to limit these tax refunds if they result from leveraged buy outs. A
corporate takeover financed with borrowed money would not qualify for a
loss carry back tax refund on the interest paid on that debt.

With U.S. corporations carrying an_ increasingly heavy load of debt, I
think it’s important that we take this step to eliminate a bias in the federal
lax system that encourages business debt and discourages investment.

different labeled uses of the same prod-
ucts."

Brown said because the manufactur-
ers of Azodrin, Galecron and Fundal
voluntarily cancelled these products,
the Environmental Protection Agency
will not imdemnify users or anyone
else holding stocks after the September
30, 1989, usage deadline nor will EPA
take possession of leftover stocks for
disposal. Italsoisillegal for one farmer
to sell leftover stocks to another farmer,
even though the buyer plans to use the
pesticide by September 30.

"Producers should use these leftover
stocks according to product label by
Sept. 30 or check with the dealer to see
if they will voluntarily take the product
back,” Brown said. "Otherwise, pro-
ducers may be faced with difficult and
expensive procedures for disposing of
these wastes."

EPA reportedly is accepting indem-
inification claims/disposal requests
from producers with leftover stocks of
dinoseb, which was cancelled in June,
1988. Producers should call EPA head-
quarters at 1-800-DIN-OSEB or their
regional EPA office for claim forms
and instructions."

The period for filing indemnification
claims/disposal requests is long past for
other products such as DDT, toxaphene
and endrin, which no longer can be used
on cotton. Endrin, if available, can be
used on cotton west of Interstate 35.

Brown said it is likely an increasing
number of older pesticides will be re-
moved from the market over the next
several years. Thisis due to stringent re-
registration amendments to the Federal
Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide
Actof 1988 and the introduction of new

pesticides which has caused drastic drops
in market share of many of the older
products.

Build On Social Security Base
For Comfortable Retirement

It's important to remember that social
security is a base on which to plan for
retirement. It was never intended to
provide 100 percent replacement of
earnings or to guaraniee everybody the
same standard of living in retirement,
says Frances Braden, resident represen-
tative of the Vernon Social Security
office. In planning for retirement, a
person should know how to build on
that base. As a start, you should know
generally how much to expect in retire-
ment benefits from social security so
you can plan how much you need from
other sources. Also, a person should
have some idea of how other types of
retirement income will affect social
security benefits.

It is estimated that folks will need
about 75 percent of their pre-retirement
earnings to maintain the same standard
of living in retirement as they had be-
fore.

The amount of social security bene-
fits depends on a person's earnings over
a working life. People eamning the
maximum covered by social security
can generally expect to receive initial
benefits which replace approximately
29 percent of pre-retirement earnings.
People with average eamings can ex-
pect to receive 43 percent of pre-retire-
ment earnings, and people eamning at
the minimum wage level over their
working lives may expect to receive
initial benefits equaling 60 percent of
their pre-retirement earnings.

The replacement rate is higher for
low earners because they are less able to
tolerate a reduction in income. Higher
eamners are expected to have more re-
sources to build a base of retirement

income, including investments, savings,
and private insurance.

This brings up the second important
point to remember in building retire-
mentincome on the social security base.
A person needs to know how other
retirement income will affect social
security checks. The following rules
generally apply:

* Investments, savings, etc. -- Since a
person is expected to build on the social
security base, other types of typical
retirement income generally do not
affect social security benefits. This
means that a person can use invest-
ments, savings, and private insurance
to build on the social security base up to
any level an individual requires.

* Pensions -- Most company pen-
sions are actually figured to supple-
ment social security benefits an em-
ployee may expect so these pensions
will not affect social security benefits.
But those people whoreceive a pension
from work not covered by social secu-
rity will probably find their social secu-
rity benefit reduced. Another rule ap-
plies to the spouse receiving a govern-
ment pension based on work not cov-
ered by social security and who also
expects to receive a benefit on their
spouse's work record. The social secu-
rity benefitis reduced by two-thirds the
mount of the government pension.

* Earnings -- While earnings are not
traditionally considered “retirement
income”, more and more people con-
tinue to work after retirement. There is
a limit on how much a person can earn
while getting all social security bene-
fits. The annual limit increases with
increases in wage levels. Cyurrently, it
is $8,880 for people 65-69 and $6,480
for people under 65. The rule does not
apply to people 70 and over. Benefits
are reduced if annual earnings exceed
these amounts.

Keeping these facts in mind, a person
can build a retirement income that will
sustain the standard of living in retire-
mentand assure that they are indeed the

THE GIFT OF TACT

Perhaps one of the most common
causes of failure is due to a lack of tact
-- skill in saying or doing whatis bestin
a given set of circumstances. Great
causes, important political decisions,
great skills and minds have been wasted
because of a lack of tact.

The Bible implores us to use tact.
Consider Colossians 4:5-6: "Be wise in
the way you act toward outsiders; make
the most of every opportunity. Let your
conversation be always gracious, sea-
soned with salt, so that you may know
how to answer everyone."

People throughout the world are not
driven by logic but by their emotions.
One who does not understand the basic
motives, wishes and desires of their
friends, relatives and associates cannot
use tact. A tactless person will find
himself (or herself) with few friends
and precious little success in dealing
with people.

The first step in using tact isempathy,
the ability to understand others' feelings
and desires. Empathy is a key element
of the Golden Rule. "...however you
