The Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) reminds all parents 
and school or day care adminis-
trators that immunization rules 
for Texas children recently have 
been changed. In efforts to stop 
recent resurgences of so-called 
childhood diseases, the Texas 
Board of Health, in both 1990 and 
1991, modified existing immuni-
zation requirements. 

TDH urges parents to ensure 
that their children's immuniza-
tion records comply with those 
rules. Physicians and local health 
departments can supply detailed 
inforniation about the require-
ments. Low-cost or free back-to-
school immunizations are'offered 
throughout the year in many Texas 
communities. 

One of the newest immuniza-
tion rule changes eases restric-
tions against persons other than a 
child's parents who seek vaccina-
tions for children in their care. 
Now, parents and legal guardians 
may formally delegate authority 
for signing immunization consent 
forms to other adults, such as a 
child's grandparent. 

Other recent rule changes in-
clude a mandatory second dose of 
measles vaccine for all Texas 
school children by age 12. Also, 
children who are younger than 
five must be vaccinated against 
Haemophilus influenza type b 
(Hib disease, a common cause of 
meningitis in children, and per-
tussis (whooping cough). 

State law requires all children 
entering Texas schools orday care 
to show proof of immunizations 
at certain ages against polio, teta-
nus, measles, rubella(German or 
three-day measles), mumps and 
iiphtheria. Youngerchildren must 
also give proof of immunity to 
whooping cough and Hib disease.

cines and "boosters" the child 
needs, parents should consult their 
family physicians about the re-
quired immunizations for each 
child. 

Beginning in 1992, college 
students enrolled in health related 
courses, and medical and dental 
schools will be required to have 
certain immunizations against 
rubella, mumps, measles, tetanus, 
diphtheria and hepatitis B. Vet-
erinary students will need current 
vaccinations against rabies.

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Audit Finds Millions In Savings 
For Selected School Districts 

What Consumers Want To 
Know About Red Meat 

1. "Why is pre-packaged ground 
beef often red on the outside, but 
a greyish-brown on the inside?" 

This color difference is a natu-
ral phenomenon. Red meat con-
tains a pigment called ox-
ymyoglobin. When meat is ex-
posed to the air, this natural pig-
ment combines with oxygen to 
produce the red color referred to 
as "bloom". The inside portion of 
the meat, while perfectly safe, 
may be darker due to lack of 
oxygen. 

2. "I always thought that pork 
should be cooked to a final inter-
nal temperature of 170°F. A friend 
told me that USDA changed it's 
recommendation to 160°F. sev-
eral years ago. Is this true?" 

Yes. To prevent confusion, 
USDA now recommends that 
fresh pork (as well as other meats, 
poultry, fish and egg products) be 
cooked to a minimum internal 
temperature of 160°F. 

While cooking meat to a tem-
perature of 160°F. normally as-
sures safety, many people prefer 
the taste of pork cooked to 170°F. 
That was the reason for the earlier 
recommendation - 'taste, not 
safety. 

3. "How long is it safe to keep a 
smoked ham in the refrigerator? 
Will a vacuum packaged ham 
keep longer?" 

Both plastic wrapped and vac-
uum packaged,  hams must be re-
frigerated. A plastic wrapped ham 
will keep about one week. The 
smoking process adds flavor, but 
does not preserve the ham. A 
vacuum packaged ham should be 
consumed by the "Use-by" date 
or within one week after the "Sell-
by" date listed on the package. 

4. "How long is it safe to keep 
fresh meat in the refrigerator?" 

Ground beef and poultry should 
ber used within one to two days. 
Red meats can be stored in the 
home refrigerator for three to five  

days. Commercial refrigerators 
can safely store meat for longer 
periods because they are signifi- 
cantly colder than home refrig-
erators. Meats are held in com- 
mercial refrigerators/lockers in 
the back of a store until rotated 
out to display cases for consumer 
purchase. 

5. "What is sodium erythorbate? 
I've seen this word listed on pack-
ages of many luncheon meats." 

Sodium erythorbate is an ac-
cepted curing agent. It is also used 
to prevent undesirable color 
changes from occurring in proc-
essed meats. The additive is re-
quired in some meat products to 
prevent the formation of nitro-
samines linked to cancer devel-
opment. Sodium erythorbate is 
made from sugar and is chemi-
cally related to Vitamin C. 

Handling And Storing 
Red Meats 

1. Keep raw meat under con-
stant refrigeration. Wrap it se-
curely, so that packages do not 
leak and contaminate other foods 
or surfaces. 

2. Don't thaw food on the 
kitchen counter. Bacteria multi-
ply rapidly at room temperature. 

3. Wash hands and utensils af-
ter contact with raw meat. Wash 
cutting boards or other work sur-
faces. Bacteria, often present on 
raw foods, can spread to other 
foods if you aren't careful. 

4. Cook red meat to 160°F. Use 
a meat thermometer to check that 
it's cooked all the way through. 
Red meat is done when it's brown 
or grey inside. 

5. Freeze or refrigerate leftovers 
promptly. Divide leftovers into 
shallow containers for rapid, even 
cooling.

"The experiment was a $12 
million success," State Comptrol-
ler John Sharp says of the pilot 
management audits on eight se-
lected Texas school districts. 

"We've found ways to improve 
services for students, give more 
resources to teachers and still 
conserve 	taxpayers' 
money,"Sharp said of the Texas 
School Performance Review 
audits conducted in the San Anto-
nio, Lubbock, Victoria, West Or-
ange-Cove, Lake Travis, San 
Saba, Cherokee and Richland 
Springs school districts. "I 
strongly believe the process 
should continue at other school 
districts across the state. 

"By weeding but waste and 
duplication - and encouraging 
innovation - we can ensure that as 
many of our limited school dol-
lars as possible flow to the two 
most important parts of the sys-
tem: the teachers and the stu-
dents." 

The Comptroller's Office su-
pervised the audits, authorized by 
the Legislature in 1990 and con-
ducted by three outside consult-
ing firms: MGT of America, Inc., 
Deloitte and Touche, and KPMG 
Peat Marwick. The experimental 
audits were designed not only to 
identify possible savings and 
better management at the eight 
selected districts, but also to 
compare various methods of  

evaluating school districts. 
"We were successful on both 

counts," Sharp said. "The con-
sultants found about $945,000 in 
one-time savings and another 
$11.5 million that the districts 
can save year after year. At the 
same time, we gave-the auditors a 
relatively free rein so that we could 
identify those elements that must 
be included in an effective school 
district audit, and the best ways to 
go about evaluating them." 

Sharp said the next step in the 
process lies with the local com-
munities, school boards and 
administrators, who must decide 
which of the recommendations to 
put in place. 

"We're more than willing to help 
them, if they want our help, but 
we will not force them to accept 
any of these changes," Sharp said. 
"None of these districts need 
another set of out-of-town bu-
reaucrats telling them what to do." 

One of the few specific instruc-
tions given to the consulting firms 
was to identify successful, inno-
vative programs and procedures 
that other schools could replicate. 

"That's the beauty of this proc-
ess," Sharp said. "There's no rea-
son to believe that Dallas or 
Laredo or Muleshoe can't learn 
from and adapt a dropout preven-
tion program that works in San 
Antonio or a teen mother educa-
tion system from Lubbock or San  

Saba's approach to educating 
gifted and talented students." 

The auditors also found a.. 
number of common issues among 
the districts that have statewide 
implications. Their recommenda-
tions included: increased use of 
the expertise offered by the 
gional Education Service Centers; 
changes in state-mandated school 
purchasing policies; reducing 
detail the state requires in book-
keeping and financial records; 
increasing energy conservation . 
programs; consolidating state and.: 
federal inspections of food serv= . 
ice operations; and reducing the 
resources districts must devote to 
state accreditation visits.

The following question came 
from East Texas, but applies to us 
all. 

Q: My daughter has been a 
source of concern and the subject 
of my prayers for quite some time. 
She was using illegal drugs, but 
has cleared that up by attending a 
professional rehab clinic. How-
ever, she refuses to get a profes-
sional job, dates someone of a 
different race and won't attend 
church. Why won't God answer 
my prayers concerning my daugh-
ter? 

A: God loves you and your 
daughter. He wants the best for 
you and for her. However, God is 
not like a genie in a bottle who 
will do our bidding everytime we 
open the "cork" of our Bibles. 

There are several principles 
concerning prayer and God's ac- 
tion that you are overlooking. 
First, God has only promised to 
answer our prayers in accordance 
with His will. That's why Jesus 
taught us to say to God:"Your 
will (not mine) be done" (Mat-
thew 6:10; 26:39,42). Praying for 
God's will to be done involves 
presenting to Him the problems 
and letting Him present the solu-
tions. In other words, Jesus taught 

Retired Teachers Get 
Increase In Benefits 

Lt. Governor Bob Bullock re-
cently applauded Senate approval 
of a pension increase for Texas' 
retired teachers, which will be 
funded from the Teacher Retire-
ment System and not require new 
money from the state. 

The retired teachers will get 
raises of 1% for each year since 
they took retirement. A teacher 
who retired in 1980, for instance, 
would receive an 11% increase in 
benefits. 

"This legislation will help older, 
retired teachers who left state 
service before pension benefits 
reached a realistic level," Bullock 
said. "For a retired person, living 
on a fixed income, that extra 
money means a world of differ-
ence." 

Bullock cited an example of a 
teacher who retired in 1970 after 
30 years service. Currently, that 
teacher receives only $650 per 
month, while a teacher who re-
tired in 1985 after the same 30 
years of service receives, on aver-
age, $1,251. 

Under the Senate plan, the older 
teacher's average benefits would 
go up 21% or an additional $136 
per month, whle the teacher retir-
ing in 1985 would receive a 6% 
increase or $75 on average. 

The raises will take effect in 
September, Bullock said. The 
legislation now goes to a House-
Senate conference committee.

us to pray for ourdaily needs to be 
fulfilled and not to present to God 
the means by which those needs 
are to be fulfilled (Matthew 6:11; 
Proverbs 30:8). Often times, we 
Pray "Oh God, please let me land 
a job that pays $30,000 per year, 
that demands little heavy labor 
and gives me weekends off." This 
is the wrong attitude. We arc 
simply to pray "give us our daily 
bread." 

The second major principle that 
we need to understand is that God 
will not violate another person's 
free will. Several godly people in • 
history have had children who 
went against God's will. David is 
a good example. The over-riding 
principle of Christianity is that 
each person is responsible for his/ 
herown actions (read Ezekiel 18). 
God will not force your daughter 
into repentance, nor can you. This 
must be her own personal deci-
sion. 

Other principles concerning 
prayer include: (1) God has prom-
ised play to answer the prayers of 
the Godly (Proverbs 15:11, 29; 
28:9; Psalms 34:16; 66:18 of John 
9:31); (2) God restricts himself in 
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keeping with His commands --
since God's will and His New 
Testament law is the same we 
cannot ask for God to break these 
laws while praying "by your will." 

Concerning the man your 
daughter has chosen to date, 
please consider that the Bible does 
not condemn inter-racial relation-
ships or marriage. While such re-
lationships may have social 
stigma, they are not sin. God did 
not want Jews to marry Gentiles 
because these often resulted in 
worship of false gods (Malachi
