Jesus knew the nature of the hu-
man heart when he said to Simon
Peter that night at the Passover meal,
“Before the cock crows in the morn-
ing, you will deny knowing me three
times.”

Peter, of course, was surprised and
hurt that Jesus would say such a thing
to him, He had been the first of all the
desciples to choose to follow Jesus,
leaving his home and his fishing nets
- giving up all that was dear and
familiar, because he believed in the
things Jesus told him.

“Lord, I am ready to go to prison
with you - even die with you!” Peter
answered and at that moment he be-
lieved that with all his heart.

But, when things started to look
bad for Jesus, when the chief priests
and the officers of the Temple guard

came to take him into custody, Peter

tried to lose himself in the crowd.
Before the rooster crowed to signal
daylight, Peter had declared to three
people who had seen him with Jesus,
“I don't know what you're talking
about! I don't even know him!”

In the reading of the scripture,
Peter's denial seems cold and dis-
loyal, but Jesus didn't appear to be
accusing or even blaming Peter, He
simply said, “You will deny you ever

- knew me,” because he knew what

was destined to be.

Self preservation is, after all, the
primary concern of all living crea-
tures and death on a cross must have
been the most agonizing form of
execution some sadistic psychopath
could have concocted. Even Jesus,
knowing it was meant to be - know-
ing it was part of his pact with God -
seemed to have second thoughts as
he prayed in the Garden of Gethse-
mane, “Father, if you can, take this
cup from me. .. " Jesus felt the same
fear and dread any of us would feel.
Of course, he would have preferred
another way. He wouldn'tblame Peter
for trying to escape the same fate. He
only asked him to strengthen and
build up the faith of the others when
he had "repented and turned to me
again".

Itwas easy for Peter in the shadows
of the night, surrounded by his friends,
to insist he would be loyal to Jesus.
But, in the cold light of the dawn
when his friends had scattered and
his leader faced probable execution,
he did what he had to do. He saved
himself,

Would any of us have done differ-
ently in Peter's situation? Even when
imprisonment or death is not a threat
- even when the consequences of
standing up for someone is simply
being criticized by our peers, aren't
we apt to say, “I don't know what
you're talking about. I barely know
him/her.”

Several years ago, I found myself
on the receiving end of everybody's
scorn because I tried to help a friend.
In the beginning, I innocently, if
perhapsunwisely,did whatI thought
was expected of me. I really didn't
know there was a conspiracy against
my friend. I just happened to be there
and was asked for help. I didn't see, at
the time, how I could refuse.

Suddenly, I was the villain and the
objectof scom by people I had known
all my life. People who were my
friends - had been my parents' friends
for years - wouldn'teven speak tome
and went out of their way to avoid
me. Even worse was the friend who
avoided me in the presence of the
people who were mad at me, then
went home and called me on the
phone to tell me how much she
admired me for not backing down in
the face of all the adversity.

I began to dread even having to
come into contact with people. I
became nervous and weepy and

of the situation, but getting out meant
betraying my friend.

At last, it was my dad, who had
taught me in the first place to stand
firm when I believed in something,
who stopped the whirlwind into which
I had so innocently blundered. He
went to my friend and told him he
would have to make the necessary
apologies - apologies I leared were
really due - because he was not going
touse meany longer. It was only then
['realized I was, in deed, being used.
[ was taking the brunt of everybody's
wrath because of someone else's
mistakes.

My friend followed my dad' ssug-
gestions - demands, really - and soon
I was back in everybody's good
graces. People stopped changing
aisles in the grocery store to keep
from meeting me face to face. They
stopped turning their heads as if they
didn't see me wave at them. But I'll
never forget how it felt to be com-
pletely ignored by people I called
friends.

Peter, after all, was not some di-
vine being sent from Heaven. He was
just an ordinary working man. He
had the same dreams and the same
fears we all havc He really did love
Jesus. He really did believe in all the
things Jesus stood for, he just wasn't
willing to face public alienation -
perhaps even death. He wasn't will-
ing todienailed toa wooden cross for
acause,no matter how noble nor how
much he believed in it.

But, Jesus was willing. He loved us
so much that he was willing toendure
unspeakable torture to save us from
our sins, and he did it alone. He could
have named his disciples - brought
trouble on them, too. Buthe didn't. At
one point, he could have, perhaps,
even saved himself. Neither Pontius
Pilate, the Roman governor in Judea,
nor Herod, king of Galilee, really
wanted to execute him. Jesus could
have said, “I am not the Messiah - the
son of God. It was all just a hoax,”
and he might have been set free. He
would probably have been asked to
leave Jerusalem, but they wouldn't
have killed him. It was because he
loved us that he didn't take the easy
way out. He was in it for the duration
- all for us.

I am ashamed of myself on those
occasions when I may sacrifice my
principles just a little to save myself
fromridicule orcriticism. Sometimes
it's so much easier to say, “I don't
want any part in this. I hardly know
her,” than to get right into the "thick
of things" and take a stand. It's so
much less trouble to just kind of go
along witheverybody else, even when
our hearts tell us it's not right. None
of us wants to be criticized orignored
by our peers - not even when we
believe in the cause.

And Jesus understands. Some of
the things we do may hurt him, buthe
understands. His words toPetercould
be the same words he would speak to
us today - “ . .. Satan has asked to
have you, to sift you like wheat, but I
have pleaded in prayer for you that
your faith will not completely fail.”

Jesus had confidence that Peter
would finally pick himself up and
continue in the way he had been
taught. He knew he could depend on
him tofinally carry through. He knew
he would eventually measure up to
his expectations.

He has expectations for me, too.

I'hopeIcaneventually measure up.

COFFEE:WITH OR WITHOUT
CAFFEINE

Pharmacologists classify caffeine
as a mild stimulant to the central
nervous system and consider it one of
the world's most widely used drugs.
Caffeine, classified in a group of
chemicals Generally Recognized as
Safe (GRAS), was reviewed in 1978
and the safety of caffeine for human
consumption was reaffirmed.

Today, however, public concern
continues over the safety of caffeine
and its possible negative efforts.
Extensive research on the relation-
ship between caffeine and the human
disease indicates these results:

* Coffee, both regular and decaf-
feinated, has been shown to stimulate
the gastric mucosa and increase se-
cretions of stomach acid, aggravating
existing ulcers.

*The 1978 review of caffeine based
on available data from long-term
animal studies revealed no evidence
that caffeine was carcinogenic.

* The data on the relationship be-
tween caffeine and fibrocystic breast
disease is inconclusive, with some
studies suggesting a minor relation-
ship between caffeine consumption
and palpable breast findings and oth-
ers suggesting no relationship at all.

*Thereisno evidence to prove that
moderate caffeine consumption by
pregnant women causes birth defects.

Recently, Dutch researchers con-
cluded that the consumption of boiled
coffee raised serum cholesterol lev-
els by 10 percent. On the other hand,
drinking filtered coffee did not affect
serum lipid levels.

Thisis actually good news since 75
percentof all American coffee drink-
ers drink their coffee drip-filtered.
The researchers speculate that the
differences may exist because the
boiled coffee is in contact with the
gounds longer and at a higher tem-
perature than drip-filtered coffee.

tested. Dr. Robert Superko of Stan-
ford University found that men who
switched to decaffeinated coffee
showed a 7 percent increase in the
LDL cholesterol, which could in-
crease the risk of heart attack by an
estimated 12 percent. Superko sug-
gests that this s true because stronger,
more robust beans are used for decaf-
feinated coffees.

More research is needed to deter-
mine which of the 500 chemical
components in the beans might be
responsible.

It is important to remember that
caffeine has along history of safe use
by humans. So far, scientific studies
do notindicate that people will suffer
any harm from drinking available
caffeine-containing beverages in
moderation.

11:17-26; 10:14-22). However, inthe
late third and early fourth centuries
Jewish Christians had begun cele-
brating the resurrection in licu of
Passover. Some Gentile Christians
started the same celebration in licu of
the pagan holiday of Easter (the hea-
then goddess of light from which the
holiday's name comes). The council
of Niceain 325 A.D. decided that the
holiday would occur the first Sunday
following the first full moon of the
vernal equinox. That's why the holi-
day falls anywhere between March
22 and April 25.

[ vote with the early Christians
wholeamned from the apostles, proph-
ets and Christ. I prefer to celebrate
the resurrection every Sunday with
the Lord's Supper. (See Colossians
2:16; Galatians 4:10). Culture, how-

ever, sets Easterasatime when friends
and family get together. Kids deco-
rate eggs as signs of Spring and little
children hunt for the eggs. Aslong as
we don't add a special "holy day" to
our worship such activities among
friends, relatives and members of the
church is acceptable. This Sunday
we will have two special lessons on
the resurrection of Jesus Christ.

erry Carter awoke on

December 13, 1989 with a severe

Specialists Urge Proper Egg
Handling For Holiday Hunts

If you are planning a traditional
Easter egg hunt this weekend, spe-
cialists with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service remind you to
follow safe food handling practices.

Like any other perishable product,
eggs should be properly stored and
cooked to prevent the growth of po-
tentially harmful bacteria, such as
Salmonellaenteritidis, said nutrition-
ists Dr. Mary K. Sweeten.

"While the risk of contracting sal-
monellosis from raw or undercooked
eggs is extremely small, special pre-
cautions should be taken when pre-
paring eggs for Easter or any time,"
Sweeten said.

Dr. James Denton, poultry market- -

ing specialist, said cooked eggs do
notcontain salmonella. However, it's

important not to recontaminate eggs
after they've been cooked.

Here are a few tips for preparing
eggs:

* Keep eggs refrigerated before
preparation, and don't let them sit at
room temperature for more than two
hours before or after cooking.

* Eggs should be hard-boiled. Put
eggsincold tap waterand bring them
t 0 a boil, turn off the heat and allow
the eggs to cool forabout 10 minutes.

Salmonellais destroyed ata tempera-
ture of 142 degrees Fahrenheit. When
eggs are boiled, the temperature
exceeds 200 F.

* When decorating eggs, use
commercially available coloring kits
or food coloring.

*Donot hide real eggs. Use plastic
eggs or other items. Eggs left out in
heat and moisture will be subject to
contamination by bacterial organisms
that could lead to foodborne illness.

Sweeten said leftover boiled eggs
can be stored in the refrigerator forup
to one week and can be used in all
kinds of salads.

Eggs provide a wholesome source
of such nutrients as protein, vitamin
A, riboflavin, vitamin B-12, iron, zinc
and phosphorus, she said. The die-
tary guidelines of mosthealth organi-
zations allow you to eat up to four
eggs a week..

"Mostnutritionists recommend that
we eat at least one ounce of high-
quality protein for breakfast each
day,” Sweeten said. "Poached eggs
with hot cross buns would help make
a delicious, nutritious bresakfast

during the Easter holidays."

Estate Planning Seminars

Three two-day seminars structured
to help farmers and ranchers learn
how to lower their tax burden and
ease administrative burdens that af-
fect passing theirestates to theirloved
ones, will be held during May. Semi-
nars are scheduled May 8-9 in San
Angelo; May 15-16 in Waco and
May 22-23 in Harlingen.

The two days are designed to give
a thorough analysis of relevant in-
come and estate tax rules as they

affect families and their agricultural
businesses. It is designed for each of

a married couple in that it discusses
estate administration and tax report-
ing requirements for the surviving
spouse. This same information is
useful for potential executors and
trustees of estates and to all who want
tomake theirestate settlement less of
a burden to their loved ones.

"A properly drawn estate plan may
save many farm and ranch families
up to $200,000 in estate taxes," said
Wayne A. Hayenga, Texas Exten-
sion Economist and attorney.

"For many families the estate tax
savings are not as large--if they have
smaller operations. In fact, for many
farm/ranch families, the income tax
savings of a properly prepared estate
plan can be greater than the estate tax
savings."

Making gifts to avoid estate taxes
will be discussed as well as planning
for inflation and growth of the busi-
ness. Another topic, how to be fair
among all children when one child is
interested in the family business and
others are not will be addressed.

The 1990 census is of vital importance to Texas.

Why? Two critical issues—Congressional representation and federal
funding formulas—ride on the outcome of this year’s population count.
The 1980 census undercounted Texas, and our state’s wallop and wallet
were both diminished by it.

The census will determine how many members Texas will have in the
U.S. House of Representatives during the next decade. There’s no doubt
we will gain some additional Congressional seats. Texas grew by more than
2.6 million people from 1980 to 1988—the second highest population
growth in the country. The question is: Will we pick up three or four new
seats?

Currently we have 27 representatives and three or four more votes for
Texas would help. We already have a larger delegation than all but two
other states in the U.S. House, compared with the 1950s when we had
fewer Congressmen than five other states.

Texans in Congress hang together to an extent that is the envy of other
states. While our delegation certainly has philosophical and geographical
differences, we’re solidly unified when the interests of Texas are at stake.
That unity was evident when we fought to have the Superconducting Super
Collider located in Texas and continues as we work to get going on con-
struction of the SSC.

The delegation’s cohesiveness and our growing size definitely add up to
real clout for Texas, making it easier to promote legislation we like or block
something we don’t.

Substantial amounts of federal aid are also at stake in the census. Each
year the U.S. government distributes billions of dollars among the states.
The amount of money a state receives depends on its population. Funding
for a wide variety of programs—from education to health care to roads and
bridges—is allocated to the states using formulas based in large part on
population. To get our fair share in the "90s, the Census Bureau must get a
full count of all people living in Texas.

The undercount of Texas in the 1980 census cost us dearly. By some
estimates well over half a million Texans were missed by the count and, as a
result, our state lost millions of dollars in federal aid throughout the ’80s.

Most undercounting is due to the way the census is conducted, even
though the Census Bureau is persistent in its efforts to count every resident.
The Bureau relies mainly on forms that are mailed to people with readily
identifiable addresses. If there is no response, Census workers follow up
with telephone and personal contact.

I have been working to ensure that the Census Bureau adequately staffs
its offices around our state. I have also pushed the Bureau to work with
local officials knowledgeable about their communities so they can develop
plans that will work for specific areas.

Census forms have been showing up in mailboxes across Texas. The
stakes are high, and the benefits will be great for Texas if we have a com-
plete count in 1990. Providing the Census Bureau with the information it

Q: How come these reports
frquently tell us that people are catch-
ing large fish out at the lake but when
I goIdon't catch any?

A: This is an excellent question.
Most people are confused about the
purpose of fishing reports. When 1
(oranother writer) says "to 7 pounds”
that means the largest fish caught in
that species for the week. It doesn't
mean that everyone is catching 7
pound bass. When limits are reported
it doesn't mean that everyone that
week has caught 25 crappie. [t means
that some have caught their limit.
One rude fellow said "I only keep 7

pound crappie” when he learned who
I was. He was mad that he had fished
all day and caught only a few small
crappie. Right after he left, I caught
sevenin the 1 1/2-2 pound range. He
left too soon!
