Olney Cub fans were greeted 
with a Homecoming win Friday 
night. The Cubs beat the Moguls 
19-0 in the final preseason game 
of the year. 

Olney's first score of the game 
came with 6:30 left in the first 
quarter after forcing the Moguls 
to punt. Quarterback Cody Slator 
connected with Bo Hutchinson 
on a 69 yard touchdown pass. The 
extra point failed. 

Mogul Aaron Kiser wasn't put 
down by the Olney touchdown. 
Kiser took the kick-off 53 yards 

The Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection challenges all Texans 
to ask themselves, "How fire safe 
is my home?" during Fire Preven-
tion Week October 4-10. By fo-
cusing on home fire prevention, 
the commission is striving to con-
tinue a four-year trend of reduced 
fires in the state. 

The Texas Fire Incident Re-
porting System reported that al-
thaugh the numberof outdoor fi res 
went down almost 7,000 in 1991, 
building fires increased by about 
300 and vehicle fires went up about 
100. The fire reporting system 
collected data from 373 fire de-
partments protecting 72 percent 
of the state's population. 

Because home fires continue to 
account for the largest number of 
structure fires and fire casualties, 
State Fire Marshal Ernest A. Em-
erson encouraged families to fo-
cus on home fire safety. All fam-
ily members can help check for 
fire hazards, such as unsafe cook- 

down to the Olney 23 yard line.

Fire Prevention Week is tradi-
tionally observed during the week 
of October 9, the anniversary of 
the 1871 "Great Chicago Fire" 
that killed 250 people and de-
stroyed 17,430 buildings valued 
at the time at $168 million. Even 
the best fire suppression capabili-
ties were unable to contain the 
fire. As a result, the public and the 
fire service began thinking in 
terms of fire prevention.

The rest of the second quarter 
remained scoreless. Munday 
punted four plays later after the 
kickoff. The Mogul defense 
toughened up and forced the Cubs 
to punt twice before the half. The 
Cubs intercepted another pass 
stopping the Moguls on their sec-
ond possession of the quarter. 

Neither team could make any  

yardage in the third quarter. Each 
team was forced to punt twice 
with Munday having a fumble in 
between punts. 

The Moguls punted to the Cubs 
at the end of the third quarter. 
Cody Slator received the punt at 
the Cub 35 yard line and returned 
it to the Mogul 23 yard line. 

Olney couldn't go anywhere on 
the run so they tried to pass. After 
one incomplete pass in the 
endzone, the Cubs tried the same 
play again. Ronnie Whitfield was 
ready for it. He intercepted the 
pass from Slator and downed the 
ball in the endzone to give the

businesses. The service option was . 
approved Septethber 30 by the 
Public Utilities Commission of 
Texas. 

"The Economic Development 
service is a rate that offers a dis-
count on electricity to qualifying 
businesses such as manufacturing 
and industrial facilities," said Paul 
Brower, vice president of market-
ing and business development for 
WTU. To qualify a new business 
would have to locate in WTU's 
service territory. An existing busi-
ness would have to, among other 
things, add more employees and 
equipment to their operation and 
be served by WTU. 

The amount of the discount a 
qualifying company could receive 
depends on the number of new 
jobs they create. An industry that 
adds 21 or more employees would 
enjoy the greatest discount. 

The new rates will not mean 
higher costs for other customers. 
"Actually other customers will 
benefit from improved economic 
opportunities which this service 
can help produce," Brower said. 

The discount for a new or ex-
panding business will gradually 
be phased out over a four year 
period, allowing time for the busi-
ness to establish itself. 

The service allows any commu-
nity industrial development pro- 
gram within the WTU service ter-
ritory to include the new Eco-
nomic Development service rate

Focus On Home Fire Prevention 
During Fire Prevention Week 

Ode Hundred Years, What A Legacy! 
When several pioneer families 

settled in Knox County in the ter-
ritory surrounding what is now 
the town of Munday, they felt the 
need of an organized church where 
they could meet together and wor-
ship. A pioneer Baptist Mission-
ary, Rev. D. James, met with these 
pioneers in 1892 to help organize 
a church, which they called New 
Hope Baptist Church. 

From the date of organization, 
the church was affiliated with the 
Lake Creek Baptist Association, 
a branch of the Baptist Mission-
ary Association of Texas. 

In 1903, Rev. J.H. Nicholson 
was called as pastor. Succeeding 
him were twenty other pastors 
who served through the years. 
Eight are still living to this day. 

In 1905, the name of the church 
was changed to First Baptist 
Church. The first parsonage was 
built during this time. 

Early in 1907, the first church 
building was erected. The church 
was then able to change from half-
time preaching to full time, meet-

, ing every Sunday each month for 
worship services. Sunday School 
and BYPU were organized dur-
ing this year. 

On May 28, 1910, the church 
building was destroyed by fire 
caused by lightening. A new build-
ing was erected and ready for ser-
vices by October of that same 
year. 

Forty years later, another new  

church building was erected, with 
dedication services conducted 
April 30, 1950. 

One of the most unique events 
in the history of the church took 
place when fourteen people from 
Takiwadai Baptist Church, To-
kyo, Japan, came for a Return 
Partnership Mission July 25-28, 
1976. The Japanese worshiped, 
visited, and stayed in homes of 
some of the members. They in 
return received a little concept of 
the American way of life and a 
Baptist Church in Texas. 

In 1981, a building program was 
started for the purpose of com-
pletely renovating the present 
building. Every floor, ceiling and 
wall in the church 
building 	was 
changed. Carpet 
was laid through-
out, with special at-
tention to the audi-
torium where deco-
rative railing was 
placed around the 
balcony, the plat-
form was enlarged, 
centering the choir 
loft, and a new bap-
tistry installed. A 
new sound system 
and central heating 
and cooling were 
also installed. 

During the renovation, mem-
bers opened their homes forchurch 
functions, and Sunday School 

classes were held in different 
homes of the members. The high 
school building was also used for 

worship services. 
Dedication services for the 

newly renovated building was held 

August 22, 1982. 
Following the resignation as 

pastor of Bro. Jim Way, Dr. Pete 
Bradfield and his wife, Jea, began 
their ministry with the First Bap-
tist Church on August 9, 1987. 

Bro. Pete turned in his resigna-
tion effective August 31, 1992. 
Dr. George Knight, Professor of 
New Testament, Hardin Simmons 
University in Abilene, is serving 
as interim pastor at this time. 

The Historical Committee be-
gan meeting early in 1991 to make 
plans for the Centennial Celebra-
tion. Committee members are 
Norene Hawkins, Olga Jim Reid, 
Claudia Tidwell, Pat Smith, James 
Smith and Garon Tidwell. 

It was decided to 
make a Centennial 
quilt for the celebra-
tion. Twenty-one 
people had a part in 
putting together this 
"Masterpiece" de-
picting the 100 years 
of history for First 
Baptist Church in 
Munday. It shows 
the names and date 
of service of their 
twenty-two pastors, 
with pictures of 14 
of these men, three 
churches and the 
three parsonages. It 

will be on display at the church 
during the celebration. 

After many months collecting  

information and pictures, Norene 
Hawkins, Historical Committee 
Chairman, put together a book on 
the last 100 years of the church. It 
contains approximately 175 pic-
tures of former pastors, church 
members and groups, dating back 
to 1904 through 1992. The book 
has been printed with a hardback 
cover, and can now be purchased 
at the church. 

Members of the First Baptist 
Church of Munday cordially in-
vite everyone to their 100 Year 
Celebration this weekend, Octo-
ber 10 and 11. 

The celebration will highlight 
returning former pastors and staff 
members of the church. All eight 
living former pastors will speak at 
the three services scheduled. Six 
former music directors will be 
featured musically. 

Saturday will begin with a come 
and go registration and open house 
at the church building from 3:00 
to 5:45 p.m. This will be a time of 
fellowship between former and 
present members, pastors and staff 
of the church. An evening meal is 
scheduled for 5:45, with a Praise 
Service to begin at 7:00 p.m. 

Sunday morning worship will 
begin at 10:30. A catered lun- 
cheon will be held at 12:15, with 
a Testimony and Remembrance 
Service scheduled for 2:00 p.m. 

The church welcomes all cur-
rent and former members, and 
guests to this very special event.

Phase II Disaster 
Deadline Extended 

The sign-up deadline for Phase 
H Disaster, 1992 wheat, oats and 
barley, has been extended to Feb-
ruary 12, 1993, the same as for 
Phase III. 

The payment for both Phase II 
and Phase III will be at 50.04 
percent of the eligible amount, the 
same as for Phase I paid last spring. 

The final date to buy multiperil 
insurance for 1993 wheat, oats 
and barley has been extended 
through October 31. If you arc 
filing for disaster on 1992 wheat, 
oats or barley and you made less 
than 35% of your yield, you must 
buy the insurance for 1993 in or-
der to be eligible for disaster.

In the New Testament (which 
was written in Greek), two major 
words arc used for our God. First, 
He is known as Ho Theos which 
means THE God. This is opposite 
simply theos (a god). Also, He is 
known as Ho Kurios (THE Lord 
or THE Master). This is opposite 
the simple kurios  (a master or a 
god). The New Testament trans-
lates Yahweh as "Lord" and ap-
plies the term to Jesus (1 Peter 2:3 
which is a quote of Psalm 34:8).

Q: What is the name of the God 
of the Bible? 

A: The standard Semitic word 
for God is clohim. It is the first 
term we find in the book of Gen-
esis (1:1). This comes from the 
general term of a god (e1). It means 
The God of Eternity, a being of 
reality who never ends. It is oppo-
site of the false gods who come 
and go. 

The very special name for our 
God is Yahweh. Many English 
speaking people pronounce this 
as "Jehovah." This name is first 
found in Genesis 2:4. It is written 
without vowels in the original lan-
guage and is very important. This 
name (called by scholars the 
utetragrammation") is used 6,828 
times in the Bible. It is God's 
personal name. It probably is a 
play on the Hebrew term "hayah" 
which is translated as "I am who I 
am" or "I will be who/what I will 
be" (Exodus 3:14). The name of 
our God is so special that the 
Hebrews refused to say it out loud. 
Instead they would say "Lord" 
(Master) when they came to the 
term in the Bible. Thus many of 
our English translations substi-
tute the word "Lord" for Yahweh. 

El sadday is the third special 
name for God in the Old Testa-
ment. It means "God of all power."

Producer Alternatives 
For Cotton Defoliation 

There is increasing concern in 
the cotton industry and within 
regulatory agencies regarding the 
use of arsenic acid as a cotton 
desiccant and cotton producers 
should be concern. 

In October, 1991, the Environ-
mental Protection Agency issued 
a preliminary notice to cancel all 
agricultural uses of arsenic acid 
because of concerns about expo-
sure of handlers, applicators, har-
vester °pc rato rs , gin personnel and 
persons living in close proximity 
to gins. EPA had previously clas-
sified inorganic arsenic as a hu-
man carcinogen. More recently, 
the American Textile Manufac-
turers Institute has also expressed 
concern about arsenic acid. Some 
cotton merchants have stated that 
they will require producers to 
verify that arsenic acid was not 
used on their crop. It seems inevi-
table that ,EPA will cancel regis-
tration of arsenic acid. 

Arsenic acid continues to have 
full label registration inTexas and 
cotton treated with acid remains 
eligible for goverringent loan and 
storage. The desiccant has been 
used in cotton since 1956 with 
little or no problems as related to 
human exposure. In addition, mill-
ers may discount 5-10 cents per 
lint pound or may not accept the 
cotton at all. Because of the con-
cerns and increased scrutiny sur-
rounding arsenic acid, growers 
may choose to consider alterna-
tives. 

Recently a team of Extension 
specialists and cotton researchers 
reviewed production and harvest- 

ing practices and results of field 
trials with currently labeled har-
vest aid compounds. 
Alternative treatments to ar-
senic acid for preparing cotton 
for once over stripper harvest-
ing 
I. West Central Texas - Southern  
Rolling Plains  

1. 0.25 to 0.5 pt. Prep + 1.3 pt. 
Def or Folcx at 70 to 80% open 
bolls. 

2.4 to 6 oz. Paraquat + nonionic 
surfactant 70 to 80% open bolls 7 
to 10 days later apply 1.0 to 2.0 
Paraquat + nonionic surfactant. 
II. Northern Rolling Plains  

3. 1.5 pt Prep at approximately 
50% open bolls (to promote boll 
opening and shedding of imma-
ture fruit). 

4. 1.0 to 2.0 pt. Paraquat + 
nonionic surfactant at greater than 
80% open bolls. Harvest after 
leaves and stems are dry.
