A Stitch In Time Saver Nine  
Whatever the reason you sew, 

you can always use short cuts to 
help you use your sewing time 
effectively. Try these tips: 

* Cut everything at one time. 
* Use tape to "pin" the pattern to 

the fabric. You can cut through 
the tape and not waste time re-
moving pins. 

* Eliminate time consuming 
scam finishing by using the sel-
vage when cutting straight seams. 

* By cutting 3/4 inch seams, 
you will have sufficient room for 
any scam finish. 

* Make 1/4 snips into the scam 
line in places of notches. 

* Pin baste. 
*Speed stay-stitching by stitch-

ing one continuous thread. Do not 
cut thread between pieces. 
Backstitch at the beginning and 
end of each piece you sew. Since 
all pieces are attached to one con-
tinuous thread, they are easy to' 
find, even if you have to stop 
sewing. 

* Mark your machine threat 
plate with masking tape to keep 

seams even. Be sure to mark both 

sides of the presser foot, with the 
closest edge on each side measur-
ing the seam allowance to the 
needle hole. Tape can be placed in 
front of the presser foot at the 
same distance from the needle 
hole as the other strips, to allow 
for accuracy at corners and curves

lerost Can Cause Prussic 
Acid Poisoning 

Now that fall is officially at 
hand, .a killing frost will be hitting 
the area before long. This could 
lead to prussic acid poisoning in 
livestock. Every year I get reports 
of loss from prussic acid poison-
ing and with the high cost of cattle 
it certainly pays to pull cattle off 
pastures after the first killing 
freeze. 

While many plants contain the 
toxic material that causes poison-
ing, the greatest culprits are John-
son and Sudan Grasses and sor-
ghum orhybrids of these that cause 
the highest mortality if livestock 
graze them after a heavy frost. 

The most dangerous time for 
the grazing of these plants is fol-
lowing frost when the plant mate-

. rial begins to wilt. 
Livestock should not be allowed 

access to the wilted material until 
lit has dried completely following 
.three or four days of good sun-
light. New plant growth usually 
becomes nontoxic and can be 
grazed within 10 days to two 
weeks following a rain. 

Prussic acid poison acts rapidly 
and can kill animals within min-
utes. In most acute cases, animals 
become affected within 10 to 15 
minutes after eating toxic njatc: _ 
rial and can die in two to three 
minutes. 

Symptoms may include a brief 
period of stimulation followed by 
depression and paralysis. Signs of 
colic may be present. Stupor (loss

1992 Wheat, Oats, and Barley, 
has been extended thru February 
12, 1993. Phase III Disaster also

On any one farm, you 
can sign up on two years out of the 
3. If you signed up for disasterlast 
spring (Phase I) you have used up 
one of your options. Each farm 
stands alone, you can sign up for 
different years on different farms. 

If you sign up under Phase II, 
you must furnish production 
records for the disaster crop for 
the farm for which you are mak-
ing application. If you sign up for 
Phase III, you must furnish pro-
duction records for the crop in 
question on all farms in which 
you have interest. 

If you made less than 35% of 
your ASCS yield, you must pur-
chase multi-peril/FCIC insurance 
for 1993 in order to be eligible for 
disaster. November 2, is the final 
date to purchase insurance for 
wheat. oats. and barley.

8-10... if it bothers your con-
science or hurts a weak Chris-
tian... don't do it. If it doesn't bother 
your conscience... you're free to 
participate.
