If possible, it would be best if
you would call 817-658-3537 for
an appointment. Also, please
contact the Soil Conservation
Service (SCS) to be sure your
land is eligible for CRP. The SCS
phone number is 817-658-3526.

Failed Acres

If you have a crop (program or
non-program) that fails due to the
weather, please sign an ASCS-
574 - Application for Disaster
Credit before you destroy evi-
dence of the crop. If you plant the
acres back to the crop that failed
without plowing the ground or
plant back right behind the plow,
you would need to file an ASCS-
574 since the second planting will
provide crop history.

Ghost acres are only applicable
following a failed program crop,
If your cotton or grain sorghum
fails, you must keep trying to
replant the crop that failed through
June 20, which is the final plant-
ing date for cotton and sorghum,
Again, this does not mean that
you can't plant after June 20. Ghost
acres apply immediately to crops
planted on failed wheat acres, but
only crops planted on failed cot-
ton or sorghum acres June 21 or
later will be considered ghost.

Last week, a sparayer calibra-
tion seminar was held in three
area locations. Unusually wet
weather left many tractors in
fields, SO not many cotton pro-
ducers' sprayers were calibrated.

I would like to point out the five
steps involved in calibrating
sprayers.

STEP 1: Measure in inches the
distance between the spray
nozzles, then use the table below
to determine the calibration dis-

tance to travel.
Nozzle Spacing Calibration
(Band Width) Distance
(Inches) (Feet)
48 85
40 102
38 107
36 113
34 120
32 128
30 136
28 146

20 204

12 340

To determine the calibration
distance for a nozzle spacing or
band width not listed, divide the
spacing (expressed in feet) into
340. This will give you 1/128 of
an acre.

STEP 2: Mark off the distance
inthe area to be sprayed. With all
atachments operating and the
throttle (RPMs) and gear set,
wcurately record the time it takes
o travel the correct calibration
listance. Do this twice for accu-
acy.

STEP 3: With the equipment
itting still, the spray tanks filled
yith clean water (no chemical),
nd the engine and sprayer pump
amning at the previously marked
XPMs, tum on the sprayer and
Fssumize the system to the

esired pressure.

STEP 4: Catch the water from
one nozzle (or group of nozzles
for applications using more than
one nozzle) using the same
amount of time (in seconds) that
was needed to travel the calibra-
tion distance. The number of fluid
ounces collected equals the num-
ber of gallons applied per treated
acre. '

STEP 5: Repeat steps 3 and 4
with different nozzles to check
for wom or stopped up nozzles.
Use an average of the nozzles to
determine the rate per treated acre.
As a standard rule, if a nozzle
varies more than 10% from the
average, the nozzle should be
replaced.

Notice that on the calibration
distance table, as the band width
goesdown, the distance increases.
Sofor band applications, youmay
want to reduce the calibration
distance. You can do this by

simply dividing the distance on
the table by 2 or 3. Just remember
to multiply the time to catch the
water, OR the number of fluid
ounces caught, by the same num-
ber. '

Whatever your method of cali-
bration, you should not look at it
as a once-a-season event. Pro-
ducers should check nozzles and
flow rate at least once a week and
recalibrate every time chemicals
are changed.

Anumber of factors can change
the rate of flow through your
nozzles. One is the type of nozzle.
Plastic nozzles should be changed
every two days during heavy use
periods. Brass nozzles should last
through planting, and stainless
steel nozzles should be good for
the season.

However, weitable powders

tend to be abrasive and can en-
large the aperture of the nozzle,

while some other materials can
coat the tip with a hard film and
reduce the size of the opening.
With a little practice, any rig
can be calibrated in a matter of

minutes.

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City Adopts New Animal
And Fowl Ordinance

The City Council passed and ap-
proved anew Animal and Fowl Ordi-
nance at the regular City Council
meeting on Tuesday, June 9. It will
become effective on July 1 and will
be enforced. Everyone within the City
limits and within one half mile of the
City limits will be subject to this
ordinance. The State grants all Cities
extraterritorial jurisdiction of one half
mile to enforce ordinances. The fol-
lowing is a copy of the ordinance. If
an explanation or interpretation of
the ordinance is needed, please feel
free to call City Hall.

ANIMALS AND FOWL*
Art. I. In General, 6.1-6.28
Art. II. Pets, 6.29-6.68
Div. 1. Generally, 6.29-6.44
Div. 2. License, 6.45-6.68
Art. IIL. Impoundment, 6.69- 6.115
Div. 1. Generally, 6.69-6.88
Div. 2. Pets, 6.89-6.115
Art. IV. Rabies Control, 6.116-
6.165
Div. 1. Generally, 6.116-6.132
Div. 2. Quarantine of Specific
Animals, 6.133-6.136
ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL
Sec. 6.1 Definitions
For the purpose of this ordinance
the following words and phrases shall
have the meanings respectively as-
cribed to them:
Animal: Any live, vertebrate crea-
ture, domestic or wild.
At Large: Any animal off the prop-
erty of its owner and not under the
‘control of a competent person.
Domestic Animals: Those animals
which are naturally tame and gentle
or which by long association with
man have become thoroughly do-
mesticated and are now reduced to
such a state of subjection to his will
that they no longer possess a disposi-
tion or inclination to escape.
Kennel: Any place where more than
four (4) dogs or more than four (4)
cats, or any combination of cats and
dogs where the total exceeds four (4)
animalsover theage of ten (10) weeks,
and where said animals are raised,
trained, boarded, harbored or kept.
Owner: The actual owner of an
animal and/or the person who has the
care, custody or control of such ani-
mal. ~

‘Restraint: An animal shall be:

deemed to be restrained when it is:

(a) Confined on the premises of the
owner within a fence orenclosure, or

(b) Fastened or picketed by a lead,
rope or chain so as to keep the animal

on the premises, or

(c) Under the control of a person by
a leash, or

(d) On or within a vehicle being
driven or parked, or

(e) Atheel beside a competent per-
sonand obedient tothat person’ scom-
mand.

Wild Animals: Those animals of
wild nature or disposition so as to
require to be reclaimed gnd made
tame by art, industry, or education, or
else must be kept in confinement to
be brought within the immediate con-
trol of the owner.

Sec. 6.2 Violations - Citing To Ap-
pear

(a) When an animal is found in
violation of a provision of this ordi-
nance and its ownership is known to
the agent of the animal control de-
partment, such animal need not be
impounded by the agent. The agent
may, if the owner agrees to sign a
citation, issue a citation which shall
require the person to appear in court
within ten (10) daystoansweracharge
of a violation of this ordinance.

(b) Signing the citation shall only
be a promise to appear and is not an
admission of guilt.

(c) It shall be unlawful for any
person upon being issued acitation to
give the animal control employee a
false name or address.

(d) It shall be unlawful to fail to
appear in municipal court within ten
(10) days of the signing of the cita-
tion.

Sec. 6.3 Same - Impoundment.

(a) When an animal is found in
violation of a provision of this ordi-
nance and its ownership is known to
the agents of the animal control de-
partment and the owner cannot be
located or refuses to sign a citation,
the agent may impound the animal or
file a complaint against the owner in
municipal court.

(b) When an animal is found in
violation of a provision of this ordi-
nance and its ownership is notknown
to the agent of the animal control
department, such animal shall be
impounded. .

Sec. 6.4 Interference With Depart-
ment.

No person shall interfere with ,
hinder or molest any agent of lhe
animal control departmentin the per-
formance of any duty of the agent, or
seek to release any animal in the
custody of the animal control depart-
ment, or its agents.

Sec. 6.5 Records

It shall be the duty of the animal
control department to keep, or cause
to be kept, accurate and detailed
records of:

(@) Impoundment and disposition.
Impoundment and disposition of all
animals coming into its custody.

(b) Bite Cases. All bite cases re-
ported to it and its investigation of
same.

(¢c) Monies received. All monies
received under this ordinance.

Such records shall be open to in-
spection at reasonable times by per-
sons responsible for similar records
of the city, and shall be audited by the
city auditor in the same manner as
other city records which are audited.
Sec. 6.6 Noise.

1t shall be unlawful for any person
to own, keep or be in control of any
animal which causes unreasonable
loud or unnecessary noise that causes
material- distress, or discomfort to
persons, or persons of ordinary sensi-
bilities in the immediate vicinity.

Sec. 6.7 Keeping Certain Ani-
mals - Prohibited

It shall be unlawful for any person
to harbor or maintain within the city
limits the following animals:

(a) Bats.

(b) Skunks.

(c) Poisonous Reptiles.

(d) Any wild animals whose ma-
ture weightexceeds forty (40) pounds.
Sec. 6.8 Same - Exceptions

The provisions of section 6.7 shall
notapply to or prohibit the keeping of
wild animals by the following:

(a) A publicly or privately owned
zoo maintained or operated by arion-
profit organization or governmental
entity.

(b) Publicly or privately malmamed
circus, traveling show orrodeo which
does not remain in the city longer
than thirty (30) days out of each year.

(c) Hospitals, clinics and other pre-
misesoperated by licensed veterinar-
ians for the care and treatment of
animals.

Sec. 6.9 Restraint Of Wild Animals

It shall be the duty of eachrowner of
a wild animal in the city to keep the
same under restraint at all imes.
Sec. 6.10 Keeping Swine Restricted

(a) No person who is the owner of
any swine, orany person who has any
swine under his/her management or
control, shall keep the same or allow
the same to remain in any pen or in
any other place within the city.

(b) This section shall not apply to
or prohibit the keeping of swine by
the following:

(1) A publicly or privately
owned zoo maintained or operated
by a non-profit organization or gov-
emmental entity.

(2)Publicly or privately maintained
circus, traveling showorrodeo which
does not remain in the city longer
than thirty (30) days out of each year.

(3) Slaughterhouses.

(4) Any person, persons, organiza-
tion or corporation keeping swine in
an agricultural open space district
provided that said swine is kept no
closer than six hundred (600) feet
from a residential district, church or
school and is maintained as to not be
offensive to any person within a rea-
sonable distance.

(5)Hospitals, clinics and other pre-
mises operated by licensed veterinar-
ians for the care and treatment of
animals.

Sec.6.11 Running At Large Gener-
ally

If any animal, other than dogs, cats
or other domesticated pets, is found
at large within the city limits, the
owner thereof shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor.

Sec. 6.12 Herding

The driving of herds of animals,
other than dogs, cats or other domes-
ticated pets, along or upon any street,
avenue or alley of the city is hereby
prohibited. This section shall not ap-
ply to or prohibit the herding of ani-
mals along or upon any street, avenue
or alley of the city by:

(a) Publicly or privately maintained
circus, traveling show orrodeo which
does not remain in this city longer

than thirty (30) days out of each year.

(b) Any officer, agent or employee
of the federal, state or local govem-

mentoragencies thereof, if such herd-
ing is done in the performance of its
official duties.
Sec. 6.13 Dead Animals - Leaving
Carcass Exposed A Nuisance.

No person shall place or deposit
the exposed carcass of any animal or
fowl on any street, alley, highway or
public place or upon private property
or shall stand or permit to stand any
truck or other vehicle containing such
carcass on any street, alley, highway
or public place or on private property
within the city. The term "exposed”
as used in this section is meant the
exposure of the carcass of an animal
so that putrefying odors may escape
therefrom and contaminate the air.

The exposure of the putrefying
carcass of a beast so that noxious or
disagreeable odors may escape there-
from and contaminate the air shall be
a public nuisance, and the health of-

ficer or police officermay summarily
remove or cause to be removed such
carcass (o a point outside the city to
be buried and the expense of such

disposal shall be included in the fing
collected from the person so violap
ing this section.
Section 6.14 Same - Removal By
Owner

No person shall allow or pcrm“
any animal or fowl which has died
and which at the time of death wag
owned or controlled or kept by such
person (o lie in or upon any strg
alley, lot or other place in this city,
Such person or persons shall causg
the carcass of such animal or fowl to
be disposed of as the health officeror
police officer may direct.
Sec. 6.15 - Removal And Disposal
Service, Fees

The fees and charges for services
furnished by the city shall be deter-
mined from time to time and placed
on file in the office of the city secre-

tary.
Sec. 6.16 - 6.28 Reserved.

¢ ARTICLE II. PETS
Sec. 6.29 Exemption

Hospitals, clinics and other pre-
mises operated by licensed veterinar-
ians for the treatment of animals are
exempt from the provisions of this
ordinance exceptas otherwise stated,
Sec. 6.30 Number Kept Restricted,

No person shall harbor or keep
more than four (4) dogs and four (4)
cats or any combination thereof over
the age of ten (10) weeks exceptin an
animal pound, clinic, hospital orken-
nel.

Sec. 6.31 Vaccination.

No person shall own, keep or har-
bor a dog or cat over the age of four
(4) months within the city limits un-
less the dog or cat has been vacci-
nated by a licensed veterinarian with
an anti-rabies vaccine. Said animal
shall be vaccinated periodically at
one (1) year intervals from the initial
date of vaccination.

Sec. 6.32 Restraint of Dogs.

Every person who owns, keeps or
isincharge of adog shall restrain his/
her dog at all times.

Sec. 6.33 Special Confinement Re-
quirement For Fierce, Dangerous,
Vicious Dogs.

The owner shall confine within a
building orasecure enclosurea fierce,
dangerous or vicious dog and not
take such dog out of such building or
secure enclosure unless such dog is
securely muzzled.

Secs. 6.34 - 6.44 Reserved.
DIVISION II. LICENSE
Sec. 6.45 Required.
No person shall own, keep or har-

bor a dog or cat over the age of four

(4) months within the city unlessa
license has been obtained for the same.
Sec. 6.46 - 6.47 Reserved

Sec. 6.48 Conditions For License

The dog and cat license tags shall
be issued upon payment of the li-
cense fee and the meeting of one of
the following conditions: (a) Vacci-
nation by a licensed veterinarian with
anti-rabies vaccine, or (b) Presenta-
tion of a metal vaccination tag issued
by a licensed veterinarian showing
that such vaccination was given less
than three (3) months prior to date of
application for such license.

Sec. 6.49 Fees.

The fees and charges for services
furnished by the city shall be deter-
mined from time to time and placed
on file in the office of the city secre-

tary.
Sec. 6.50 Issuance.

Dog and cat license tags shall be
issued by the animal control depart-
ment.

Sec. 6.51 Collar, Tag To Be Worn

Every person who owns, keeps or
is in charge of or in control of a dog
or cat within the city limits shall
provide and place on such dog or cat
a collar or harness which shall be
worn by said dog or cat at all times
when off the premises of said person
and shall attach to the collar or har-
ness the metal license tag obtained
pursuant to this division.
