This is a quick, simple pro-
cedure and the cannerlid with dial
gauge is all that is needed for the
check.

Stay cool and save energy
during hottest part of year

The long hot days of summer
are upon us. When temperatures
reach the 90s, you wonder how to
stay cool and save energy at the
same time. West Texas Ultilities
Company offers these tips to help
use energy wisely during this
hottest part of the summer.

*Check air conditioning filters
each month and replace them at
least every 30 days. Dirty filters
cause the equipment to work
harder and use more electricity.

*For economy, set the air con-
ditioner thermostat no lower than
78 degrees. Each degree below
that adds to the cost.

*Use portable and ceiling fans
whenever possible to help circu-
late air and reduce the amount of
air conditioning required.

*Set thermostats at a higher
temperature when away from
home. The air conditioner won't
cycle as often while you're out.

*Perform heavy housework
chores in the cooler time of the
day. Thisincludes washing dishes,
baking and laundry work, chores
which create heat and moisture
that put an extra strain on the air
conditioner. Vent clothes dryers
to the outside and use kitchen
exhaust fans to get rid of excess
heat.

*Block out direct sunlight as
much as possible. Close curtains,
shades and blinds to hold down
the temperature inside the house.
Considerlight-colored roofs, out-
side wall material, drapes and solar
screens that reflect the heat.

*Weather-strip doors and win-
dows to prevent expensive air

leaks. Make sure all windows and
doors are closed when the air
conditioning unit is operating.

*The attic should be properly
ventilated to prevent excess heat
build-up which causes a cooling
system to work harder.

*Insulation is very important
and can pay for itself by lowering
cooling costs by as much as 20
percent. Use insulation withahigh
"R" value. WTU energy experts
suggest R-30 to R-38 for ceilings,
R-16 for outside walls and R-19
for use under raised floors. Also,
an 11.0 or higher Seasonal En-
ergy Efficiency Ratio (SEER) is
preferred forairconditioning units
and heat pumps.

*Air conditioning and heat
pump equipment should be in-
spected and serviced each year to
Operate at maximum efficiency.

*If you have a fireplace, be sure
the damper is tightly closed.

*Keep fumniture and draperies
away from air vents inside the
house. Air should be allowed to
flow freely throughout the home.

*Shrubbery growing againstthe
outside walls, as well as trees that
shade the roof, act as a barrier
against the sun and can reduce the
amount of energy required to cool
a home. However, keep shrub-
bery trimmed away from the out-
door compressor unit so that there
is ample room for good air circu-
lation.

Q: Is witchcraft real?

A: The English Bible has scv-
eral references to "witchcraft" or
"sorcery". In the original lan-
guages of the Bible these terms
can mean anyone who uses super-
natural powers other than from
God or they can mean the use of
psychotic drugs.

Satan is a real being with un-
usual powers. Such people as the
fortune teller of Acts 16:16ff can
be given special abilities. But use
or attempted use of these powers
is sin. In fact, witchcraft is listed
among such sins as murder in the
Bible (Galatians 5:20-21; Revela-
tion 22:14-15).

Christians are expressly forbid-
den to use sorcery. This sin in-
cludes using magical spells, using
mind-affecting drugs, seeking to
contact the dead, foretelling the
future except leaming from God's
prophets. The most popular sor-
cery in America today is astrology.
This is specifically condemned in
Deuteronomy 18:10-11. In fact,
Isaiah 47:13-14 makes it clear that

Mrs. Reeves is guest speaker

at Weinert 4-H Club meeting

- The Weinert Family and Com-
munity Education Club met on
Tuesday, June 7, in the home of
Agnes Winchester for a program
entitled "Make a Difference with
aRenewable Home for the Handi-
capped".

Mrs. LaRue Reeves of Munday
was guest speaker, and she based
her talk on some of her own expe-
riences when her husband sud-
denly went from a healthy person
to a wheel-chair patient because
of an accident.

She demonstrated how to lift an
invalid from a wheel-chair into a
car, using a belt, and stated she
had to leamn the technique before
he could be dismissed to Home-
Care. And as Home Health has
specific requirements,” many

' things in her home had to be al-

tered and changed.

Mrs. Reeves showed photos of
herhome and some of the changes
that were made, beginning with a
ramp they installed under the patio/
carport which was the first neces-
sity. It was built with a handrail on
each side of the ramp, which is an
aid to the patient in helping him-

self entering or leaving the house.

Another requirement is a door
into the bathroom wide enough to
accomodate a wheel-chair; a
shower stall wide enough for a
shower chair, with hand bars in-
side and outside the shower stall.

Other things Mrs. Reeves men-
tioned were an elevated commode
seat; a firm mattress; a "touch"
lamp by the bedside, or the chair,
or possibly a light switch by the
bed.

She had to remove all the lounge
chairs, the throw-rugs, and other
fumiture that might hinder the
wheel-chair. She now uses the
Queen Anne chairs which are
easier to get up from, and floor
coverings that are easy to man-
uever on.

She had parallel bars and exer-
cise pullysets installed as well as
an exercise bicycle, because after
only three days in bed a patient
loses much of his muscle tone and
must exercise to regain his
strength.

Children living on farms,
ranches face special risks

Growing up on a farm or ranch
can be a rewarding experience, but
it also carries risks not normally
associated with childhood.

Eighteen percent of Texas farm
and ranch fatalities in 1990, the
latest year figures are available,
involved children 16 years and
younger, Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry said.

Heavy machinery, while essen-

tial to agricultural production, pre-
sents special dangers to children
who live and play around it. "One
study found three out of four fatal
accidents were caused by tractors
or other farm machinery,” Perry
said.

Potential hazards also include
pesticides, electricity, fire, ponds,
silos and manure storage pits.

Perry said farmers and ranchers

He
gave the following suggestions .»
prevent accidents:

» Never allow a child on a trac-
tor as an extra rider.

» Set aside a special outdoor
play arca away from farm equip-
ment, stock ponds, chemicals and
livestock.

» Assign work chores on the ba-
sis of a child's age and maturity.

"Above all, be a positive role
model," Perry said.

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Soicial Security conducts test mailing of

earnings and benefit
by Patti Brandt, Resident

Don't be surprised if you find a
statement from Social Security in
your mailbox showing your eam-
ings record and giving you esti-
mates of the benefits for which
you and your family might
qualify, both now and in the fu-
ture, says Patti Brandt.

The Social Security Administra-
tion (SSA) is sending Personal
Eamings and Benefit Estimate
Statements to approximately
600,000 randomly selected per-
sons between 25 and 64 who are
not currently receiving Social Se-
curity benefits. This mailing be-
gan in early April and will con-
tinue into early June.

Mrs. Brandt says the purpose of
the test mailing is to gauge the
resources needed to manage future
earnings and benefit estimate
mailing work-loads, and to obtain
early public reaction to the state-
ments.

Next year, Social Security will
begin mailing annual eamings and
benefit estimate statements to ap-
proximately 6.7 million people
who are 60 or older and not re-
ceiving Social Security benefits
based on their own earnings
record. In each year from 1996
through 1999, Social Security will
send statements to individuals as

estimates statements
Representative in Vernon
they reach age 60.

And beginning in the year 1999,
about 123 million people of all
ages — the majority of the Ameri-
can work-force — will receive an
carnings and benefit estimate
statement from Social Security
every year. The information con-

tained on the statement can be of

great value in financial planning.
Workers can see the level of finan-
cial protection immediately avail-
able for themselves and their fami-
lies should they die or become dis-
abled and unable to continue
working.

The statements also allow work-
ers to make retirement plans based
on a knowledge of what Social

Security benefits they will receive *

and what additional income they
will need to supplement those
benefits.

"Anyone can request a Personal
Earnings and Benefit Estimate
Statement by calling Social
Security's toll-free number 1-800-
772-1213," says Mrs. Brandt.
"Call anytime. This service is
available 24 hours a day."

Mrs. Brandt noted that it's also

a good idea for workers to check

their eamings information atleast
once every three years to verify
that what has been reported for
their record is correct.

SECTION 4.02. QUALIFICATIONS. No mcmber shall be cligible to become a director or (o hold any
position of trust in the Coopcrative who 1s not a member recciving service from the Cooperative at his primary
residential abode 1n the arca scrved by the Cooperative. or is in any way cmployed by or financially intercsted in a

competing cnterprise or a business sclling clectric energy or supplics to the Cooperative, or a business primarily

engaged 1n selling clectrical or plumbing appliances. fixtures or supplies to the members of the Cooperative, and
no person shall take or hold office as a dircctor who is the incumbent of or candidate for an elective public office in
comncction with which a salary is paid. When a membership is held jointly by a husband and wife, either one, but
notboth may be elected as director. provided however. that neither onc shall be cligible to become or remain a
director or to hold a position of trust in the Coopcrative unless both shall mcet the qualifications hercin above set
forth. Any director who shall miss three (3) Board of Dircctors' mectings in a row. without an excuse duly
accepted and noted by the Board. shall lack cligibility to further serve and it shall be the duty of the Board of
Directors to remove him from the Board. No former employce whose employment has been terminated by the
Cooperative may be cligible to serve as dircctor. Any employee who resigns or retires from employment by the
Cooperative shall not be cligible to serve as a dircctor for a period of ten (10) years following such resignation or
retiement. Nothing contained in this Scction shall. or shall be construed to. affect in any manner whatsoever the
validity of any action taken at any meeting of the Board of Dircctors. unless such action is taken with respect to a
maller which is affected by the provisions of this Section and in which one or more of the directors have an interest
adversc o that of the Cooperative.

In the event an incumbent dircctor, having served on the Board of Directors a minimum of six years. ccases
to meet the requirement of receiving service from the Cooperative at his primary residential abode. such incumbent
director shall nevertheless be qualified to continue to serve as director so long as he remains a member of the
Cooperative and his primary residential abode is located within the arca served by the Cooperative. or in close
proximity thercto

SECTION 4.03. ELECTION. At cach annual mecting of the members. dircctors shall be clected by secret
wrillen ballot by the members and from among thosc mcmbers who arc natural persons: provided however. that
when the numbér of nominces docs not exceed the number of directors to be clected. and if there is no objection,
secrel written balloting may be dispensed with and voting my be conducted in any other proper manner. Dircctors
shall'be clected by a plurality of the votes cast unless the members in advance of any balloting resolve that a
majority of the votes cast shall be required to clect. and this Bylaw provision shall be drawn to the attention of the
members and explained to them prior to any balloting. Drawing by lot shall resolve. where necessary. any tic vote.

SECTION 4.04. TENURE.
seven (7) directors which shall excrcise all of the powers of the Cooperative except such that are by law. or by the
Articles of Incorporation of the Cooperative, or by these Bylaws conferred upon or reserved to the members.
Beginning with the Annual Meeting of the members of the Cooperative held on August 21, 1954, two (2) members
of the Board of Dircctors shall serve for a period of one year. two (2) members shall serve for two years, and three
(3) members shall serve for three years, and that lots be cast as to the length of time cach director shall serve; and
beginning with the Annual Mceting of the members held in 1954, those dircctors whose terms expire. such
vacancy shall be filled for a period of three years.

SECTION 4.05. NOMINATIONS. It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to appoint, not less
than sixty (60) nor more than ninety (90) days prior to the date of a meeting of the members at which
directors are to be elected, a Committee on Nominations, consisting of not less than five (S) nor more than
cleven (11) members of the Cooperative who arc not existing Cooperative employces, agents, officers,
directors or known candidates for director, who are not close relatives (as hercinafter defined) or members
of the same houschold of such existing employees, agents, officers, directors or known candidates for
director, and who are so sclected so as to give equitable representation on the committee to the geographical
areas served or to be served by the Cooperative. The Committee shall prepare and post at the principal
office of the Cooperative at least thirty (30) days prior to the meeting a list of nominations for dircctors to be
clected. Any fifteen (15) or more members of the Cooperative, acting together, may make additional
nominations }11 writing over their signatures, listing their nominee(s) in like manner, not less than twenty
(20) days prior to the meeting, and the Sceretary shall post such nominations at the same place where the list
of nominations made by the Committce is posted. The Secretary shall mail to the members with the notice of
the meeting, or scparately, but at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the mceting, a statement of the
names and addresses of all nominee(s) showing clearly those nominated by the Committee and those
nominated by petition, if any. The chairman at such mecting, after all nominations so madc have been duly

announced, shall call for additional nominations from the floor. Notwithstanding the provisions contained in
this Section, failure to comply with any of such provisions shall not affect in any manner whatsoever the
\-ulidity of any action taken by the Board of Directors after the clection of directors.

materials. Use soap and hot water
to wash utensils and surfaces
which have come into contact
with the raw meat. When taking
hamburgers off the grill, don't put
the cooked hamburgers on the
same platter which held the raw
patties.

* Avoid the "dangerzone". Bac-
teria multiply rapidly in the "dan-
ger zone" between 40 and 140
degrees. To keep bacterial levels
low, store ground beef at 40 de-
grees and use or freeze it within
two days. Ground beef kept fro-
zen at 0 degrees will maintain its
quality up to four months.

*Keeping meat cold while it is
defrosting is essential to prevent
the growth of bacteria. Never
leave ground beef, or any perish-
able food, out on the counter for
more than two hours. Thaw it in
the refrigerator.

* To be sure bacteria are de-
stroyed, cook hamburgers to 160
degrees F. or until the centeris no
longer pink and the juices are
clear.

* When cooking out, do not par-
tially grill extra hamburgers to use
later. Once you begin cooking
hamburgers by any method, cook
them until completely done to as-
sure that bacteria are destroyed.

* Refrigerate hamburgers
promptly after cooking. Any left
out at room temperature for more
than two hours should be dis-
carded. After cooking, ground

A View From
the Hill
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THREE SCHOOLS THAT ARE
EXCELLENT EXAMPLES TO FOLLOW

Congratulations to three schools in the 13th District of Texas
that have been selected to receive the 1993-94 Drug-Free School
Recognition Award. They are Crockett Elementary School in
Wichita Falls, Highland Park Elementary School in Amarillo,
and Stephen F. Austin Middle School in Amarillo. 109 schools
across the nation are being recognized this year.

The students, faculty, and administrators at these schools
are extremely proud of the recognition they have received, and
I am very proud of each and everyone of them. They have
worked hard to implement and maintain drug-prevention and
intervention programs and apparently all of them are working.

At Crockett Elementary School in Wichita Falls, the main
program they have established is called ‘“Too Smart to Start.”
Parents are encouraged to bring to the school different people
from the community to encourage the students to stay drug-free.
The purpose of this program is to bring in someone influential,
to show the students that as long as they don’t get involved thh
drugs, they can become anyone they want. i

Crockett also has established parent discussion meetings. Par-
ents are encouraged to attend to learn more about how to help
ensure that their children remain drug-free. Officials at the school
believe that the education of the parents must go hand-in-hand
with the education of the students.

The Peer Assistance Leadership Program is another 1nteres£-
ing program at Crockett. Students from the high school visit
the elementary school periodically to take part in activities with
the younger students. These role models help the younger stu-
dents see that life is much better without drugs and alcohol.

At Highland Park Elementary School in Amarillo, several
good programs have been established. ‘“Natural Helpers’’ is
a program in which several students receive training to coun-
sel other students. When a student needs help, or simply needs
someone to talk to about a problem they are having, or a
problem their older sibling is having, they go the the ‘“‘natural
helpers > The helpers are trained to know when the problem
is serious enough to send the student somewhere else for
help.

Highland Park Elementary has set up a program called ‘‘Say
it Straight.’’ In this program, students are taught how to be
open with their feelings. Another one deals with refusal skills
and how to go about saying no. The McGruff Program is also
going strong at Highland Park. The purpose of this
program is to prevent children from becoming victims o_f
Ll’lme

Stephen F. Austin Middle School in Amarillo has set up
several good programs, one of which is called “BAAD”’ or
“‘Bears Against All Drugs.’”’ (Austin Middle School’s mascot
is the bear.) Those involved with BAAD help set up anti-drug
assemblies during the year. They also help coordinate red rib-
bon week (a national drug education week), as well as wellness
week, a week set aside to teach students about staying healthy.

Austin Middle School has also established what it calls the
““Care Team.”’ This is a group of adults on staff who volun-
teer to be available to students for advice or help. Another pro-
gram is the ‘‘Random Act of Kindness.’”” One day a week,
students are asked to commit some sort of random act of kmd
ness for someone else. !

Officials at each of these schools say the most important
things to remember in establishing drug-prevention and inter-
vention programs are; start early, and never let up. They agree
it is never too soon to start teaching children about the dangers
of drugs and alcohol. And they also agree that the progranis
must continue and expand. The establishment of one program
will get you somewhere, but it won’t get you to where you need
to be in this war on drugs.

I am extremely proud to say I represent the district where
these three schools are located, and I hope to see even more
schools from the 13th District here in Washington next year
to accept the Drug-Free School Recognition Award. I have no
doubts that it can be done, and these schools are excellent ex-
amples to follow.

with his name, date of birth, ad-
dress, phone number and Social

Security number. Registration
forms are available at any post

office. Most men also receive a
registration reminder in the mail
a few months before reaching age
18, and they may use it to register
by return mail. The Selective Ser-
vice System has a telephone line
dedicated to answering questions
about registration: 708-688-6888.

Men who don't register are in
violation of Federal law. Non-reg-
istrants can be prosecuted, and
they are ineligible for Federal stu-
dent aid, most Federal jobs, and
job training. The law applies to
male immigrant aliens, 18 through
25 years old, as well as male citi-

"On A Wizer Note"

Boll Weevil numbers are begin-
ning to decline in traps through-
out Knox County. Don't let this
fool you. Average number of boll
weevils per trap on June 8, 1994
was 166. This is down somewhat
from 277 per trap on June 1. How-
ever, this is still quite high com-
pared to 1993. June 4, 1994 reg-
istered 63 per trap and June 11
caught47. 1994 numbers are look-
ing very similar to 1987 - June
1987 averaged 250.7 boll weevils
per trap per week.

Some of the earlier planted cot-
ton should be squaring in the very
near future, if these fields have not
already begun. Scouting for wee-
vils will become very important
and traps can help detect move-
ment into a field.

Hopefully, many of these boll
weevils coming out of their over-
winter homes will begin dying off,
These weevils can only survive
about 15-18 days without pollen
from young squares.

I will be happy to help anyone
set up some traps or give out any
numbers from the eight traps I
have or the two traps being run by
the Seymour Aquifer Project.

Another pest to be watching for
is the pecan nut casebearer. These
critters can wipe out a pecan crop
rather easily. Information was re-
leased earlier this month. If more
information is needed please no-
tify the Extension office.

Some producers have questions
about the use of Hormone Herbi-
cides in Knox County. Knox
County is a hormone herbicide
regulated county. This means that
certain times of each year one
must obtain a permit to apply hor-
mone herbicides.

In Knox County there is a sec-
tion which is not regulated. This
section is defined as being north
of the Brazos River from the King
County line to it's intersection of
longitude 99° 35" (north/northeast
of Goree). The line then moves
due north to latitude 33° 42' (near
the south Wichita River). From
here the line goes west to High-
way 6 and up highway 6 to the
Foard County line.

If wishing to apply a hormone’
herbicide in the area that is regu-
lated a permit from the Texas De-
partment of Agriculture is re-
quired. This may be obtained by
contacting the Lubbock office at
806-799-8555 or Billy Henderson
at 915-692-8602.

Hormone herbicide applied

from October 1 through March 31
— in any part of the county, is not

regulated and does not require a
permit.

This can be quite confusing.
There are maps available through
the Extension office in Benjamin.
