When your energy level seems
stuck at zero, changes in eating
and exercise habits may be all it
takes to recharge your battery.

Accordingto researchers at Bay-
lor College of Medicine in Hous-

ton, most people experiencing:

chronic fatigue who are not clini-
cally ill are suffering from un-
healthy behaviors. Onl y aboutone
percent of people experiencing
overwhelming tiredness actually
suffer from Chronic Fatigue Syn-
drome,

“The culprits are usually poor
nutrition and lack of exercise,”
said Dr. Ken Goodrick, Baylor
assistant professor of medicine and
behavioral psychologist. *“Caf-
feine abuse may also cause fati gue
rather than overcome it, and alco-
_bol/drug abuse, stress and depres-
sion, or irregular sleep patterns
can play a role.”

- Not eating enough, eating too

“fuch fat or not drinking enough

water can cause a person to feel
fatigued Goodrick said.

- To help increase energy, poor
riumtlon habits should be replaced
by a well-balanced diet that pro-

vides no more than 30% of total
calories from fat. A healthy eating
plan also includes five or more
servings of fruits and vegetables
and at least eight glasses of water
a day.

Regular, vigorous (but not nec-
essarily strenuous) exercise also
increases energy and helps with
sleep as well, Goodrick said. Ex-
perts from Baylor's DeBakey Heart
Center Nutrition Research Clinic
recommend 45 minutes of brisk
walking three to five times a week
as part of a healthy lifestyle rou-
tine.

Caffeine consumption should
also be addressed. Drinking two
or three cups of coffee or
caffeinated beverages may be all
right if they are consumed at least
seven hours before bedtime,
Goodrick said. More than that can
sap energy and disturb sleep.

“People who use caffeine to
combat fatigue are notdoing them-
selves any favors. Caffeine blocks
the "tiredness signals" normally
sentto the brain to triggersleep, so
weultimately become more tired,”

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Quick access to
poison center
now available

On September 1, the Texas Poi-
son Center Network became op-
erational. This network, through
the 9-1-1 Public Safcty Answer-
ing Points, will provide citizens
statewide toll-free 24 hour access
to the poison centers when they
need help. When a 9-1-1 calltaker
transfers a call from anindividual,
the system will route that call to
the poison center that serves the
region.

Poison centers that were opera-
tional on September 1 are located
in Temple, Dallas, Galveston, El
Paso, and Amarillo, and another
will be opening in San Antonio in
January.

While 60% of all calls to poison
control centers involve infants or
young children, access to these
centers can alleviate the need for
ambulance response or hospital
care by providing quick access
and vitalinformation on treatment
guidelines to citizens.

Funding for the poison control
program was created by the 73rd
Legislature with a .3 percent
charge assessed against intrastate
long-distance charges on the
monthly telephone bill. This be-

came effective January 1, 1994.

Get the right mix

There have been many warm-
Ings about the dangers of mixing
drugs and alcohol, and you proba-
bly haye heard most of them be-
fore. There also are some prob-
lems angd possible dangers associ-
dled with mixing drugs and non-
alcoholic drinks.

Did you know, forexample, that
thecommon antibiotic tetrac ycline
should not be washed down with
a glass of milk? Milk slows the
eflectiveness of this antibiotic. As
dmatter of fact, any dairy product
should be avoided when taking
Ietracycline. To go a step further,
health experts suggest that you
check with your doctor before
laking drugs with soft drinks, or
fruit or vegetable juice. These

beverages can create excess
tomach acid which, again, might
interfere withhow the drug should
work,

Before taking any medications,
read the prescription label and
follow carefully any instructions
you are given. If you have any
questions, get the answers from
your doctor or pharmacist.

Foods That Can
Choke Your Child

Young children put the damdest
things into their mouths, as every
parent knows. Those "things"
often canbe dangerous, even when
they happen to be certain kinds of
foods. Aneastem university study
on fatal choking in children under
five years of age produced some

surprising - and edible - culprits.

The dangerous foods thattopped
the list included the following:
hot dogs and sausages, round
candy, nuts, grapes, hard cookies
or biscuits, meat chunks or slices,
raw carrot sticks or slices, peanut
butter sandwiches or pieces of
popcom.

How do you lessen the danger
of young children choking on
food? Try to feed them foods that
can be softened with saliva with-
outchewing. Cut foodsinto small,
bite-sized portions. Finally, make
sure that small children sit while
they eat, because the study found
that choking happens most often
when children are walking or
running around with food in their
mouths.

_Lyme Disease most common Subscriptions
tick-borne illness in the U.S. Due In

- Ticks are especially plentiful this
year, as a result of last winter's
mild weather conditions. Accord-
ing to state health officials, Tex-
ans need to be aware that Lyme
disease is among scveral discases
transmitted by tick bites. The ill-
ness has become the most com-
mon tick-bome infection in the
United States.

Lyme disease is caused by a
bacterium, called aspirochete, that
istransmitted from ticks to warm-
blood animals, including humans.
Early symptoms may include a
rash at the site of the tick bite,
headache, fever, joint paid and
fatigue. If untreated with antibiot-
ies, there can be painful - even
permanent - damage to joints or
the nervous system.

- Nearly 1,500 possible cases have
been reportedin Texas since 1986.
Of these, at least 409 have met the
case criteria of the U.S. Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention's (CDC) definition of
the illness, according to Julie
Rawlings of the Texas Depart-
ment of Health's Zoonosis Con-
trol Division.

* The disease has been reported
dmong pet owners, campers, hunt-
ers and others who work outdoors
or with animals. All but a small
percentage of the cases have oc-
curred in the eastern half of the
state.

Although several speciesofticks
can carry the disease, the lone star
variety which enjoys biting hu-
mans, commonly is the suspected
vector. Rawlings said thatbetween
one and two percent of lone star
ticks carry the Lyme disease spi-
rochete.

To help answer questions about
the disease, its symptoms, testing
and other concerns, the public is
invited to call the TDH Lyme Dis-

When outdoors, especially in
wooded areas or tall grass:

» Wear long sleeves and long
pants, with pantlegs tucked into
socks or boots. Tuck shirt tails
into pants and use tape to seal the
area where pants overlap socks or
boot tops.

» Wear light-colored clothing to
make ticks more visible.

« Use insect repellent contain-
ing "DEET" or "permethrin" on
clothing and footwear (not on
skin).

= Avoid-high grass and:foliage
when possible, since ticks Wait on
vegelation to "hitchhike" on pass-
ing animals.

« Keep pets outofinfested areas,
and inspect them often for ticks.
Both dogs and cats are susceptible
to Lyme disease.

= After being outdoors, wash all
clothing wom and inspect your-
self and your children's bodies for
ticks. Remove any attached ticks
with tweezers, grasping as close
to the head as possible, tugging
until the tick is freed. Avoid crush-
ing the tick's body. The less time a
tick remains attached, the less
likely it is of transmitting Lyme
disease.

» Live ticks removed from hu-
mans can be tested at a TDH labo-
ratory to determine whether they
carry Lyme disease.

Crickets will also work their
way into houses where they can
be responsible for damages to
nylon, wool, plastic and leather
fabrics. They will eat holes in
cotton, linen, and woolen gar-
ments, especially those soiled in
perspiration or food.

Adult crickets are difficult to
control. Yellow lights can be used
outside; they are less attractive.
Around the outside of the house,
Malathion, Dursban or Sevin
might be used to keep crickets
from entering. Be sure to follow
label directions when using any
chemical.

Crickets are nocturnal and will
continue to be attracted to lights
until cooler nighttime tempera-
tures slow their movement. Large
numbers of crickets may even
attend those September nighttime
football games.

WASHINGTON, DC - Con-
sumers canhave confidence that
fruits and vegetables are safe for
adults as well as children, and
are an essential part of a whole-
some and nutritious diet.

A prestigious panel of the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences, an
independent non-profit organi-
zation chartered to advise gov-
ermment on health and science
issues, spent five years examin-
ing pesticides in the diets of
infants and children. Upon re-
leasing the report less than 12
months ago, the panel stated that
the benefits of a diet rich in
Produce far outweigh any pes-
licide related risks.

“Parents should be reassured
by this very exhaustive review
of the latest scientific informa-
tion on pesticides and children,”
said Elaine Auld, MPH, direc-
torof health communication for
the International Food Informa-
tion Council. “The committee
concluded that minuscule
dmount of pesticides on fruits

and vegetables do not pose the
health risks other non-scientific,
non peer reviewed reports may
suggest.”

Health authorities such as the
U.S. Surgeon General, National
Cancer Institute, American

According to the American
Academy of Pediatrics, “The
risks to children over their life-
times of experiencing the major
chronic diseases associated with
the typical American diet far
exceed the theoretical risks as-
sociated with pesticide residues.
A diet rich in fruits and veg-
etables is the most healthful diet
children can consume.”

Furthermore, scientific stud-
ies show that most pesticide resi-
dues are significantly decreased
by washing, peeling, freezing,
cooking or canning. “Simple
actions such as washing fruits

Put the Biodiversity
Treaty on Hold

of our fields and range lands, away from our springs and rivers.

T he federal government not only needs to get off of our backs —but out

Texans have come to feel increasingly threatened by their own
government. Our private property rights are under attack. Federal regulations
designed to protect the environment are being used to, in effect, seize control
of privately owned property and restrict its use so as to render it economically

valueless.

As if that weren’t intolerable enough, the U.S. Senate is being asked to
ratify a treaty that may well encourage even more government de facto
seizures of private property, and allow foreign countries and multinational

organizations to interfere as well.

This treaty, called the Convention on Biological Diversity, outlines
global rules for protecting and sharing genetic resources. Its intent 1s to
prevent the extinction of species, especially plants, in order to promote the

development of new drugs and foods.

But that high-minded statement of purpose does not begin to describe the
potential for mischief the treaty contains. This is one of several agreements
which grew out of the 1992 “Earth Summit” in Rio de Janeiro which President
Bush wisely decided not to sign, in part because it requires industrialized
nations to pay developing nations to participate.

President Clinton did sign the treaty after negotiating a series of “under-
standings” regarding its interpretation. The Senate, however, has delayed its
ratification for a number of valid reasons: The treaty is vague, its details have

not yet been spelled out.

But in practical terms, the most disturbing aspect of this treaty is the door
it opens for unwarranted interference with both private property matters and
state law within the United States. Since 1920 the U.S. Supreme Court has
held that local and state laws which conflict with a ratified treaty are void.
This treaty would override our local decisions and decisionmakers. There-
fore, it is more than iikely that every land-use permit, water right, waste
disposal ordinance or other rule which affects the use of land and water
resources in this country will be subject to challenge as not being in
compliance with the broad language of the treaty. For example, both Ameri-
can and foreign environmental groups could challenge cattle ranches as being
not “compatible with conservation or sustainable use requirements.”

On August 5, I sent a letter to Senate Majority Leader George Mitchell
requesting that we delay consideration of the treaty. There are simply too
many questions about its potential impact on U.S. domestic law and environ-
mental policies — which are controversial enough without international

complications.

The goals of the Biodiversity Treaty are laudable. But, as usual, the devil
is in the details. And, in this instance, the details could be used to bedevil the
owners of private property on an even broader scale than they are being
interfered with now. Until those details are down on paper, in an acceptable
form, this treaty should not be ratified. :

"Protect both yourcard and your
number to prevent their misuse”
is the message on the new version
of the Social Security card issued
since early summer.

"Social Security now encour-
ages people to record their num-
bers and to keep their cards and
numbers in a safe place,” Mrs.

"The message on the
stub attached to the new version
ofthe Social Security numbercard
also reminds people to show their
cards to their cmployers when
starting a new job," she contin-
ued.
