Must Use All Ten Digits

Beginning October 15, 1993, all
long-distance telephone calls
placed within the "817" area code
should be dialed 1 + 817 + the
number, or 0 + 817 + the number,
cventhough the long-distance call
isplaced withinthe 817 arca. Calls
made without using the 817 area
code will still be placed correctly
until January 19, 1994, when all
long-distance calls within the 817
arca codc must include "817".
However, callers arc cncouraged
(o begin dialing "817" beginning
October 15.

In the past, customers who called
long distance within the 512 arca
code didn't have to dial 817. But
with the increased demand for
more lclephone numbers due to
ccllular phones, compuler mo-
dems, [acsimile machines and data
transmissionlines, telephone com-
panics were close (o running out
ol available tclcphone numbers in
the 817 arca code.

By dialing the arca code for all
long-distance calls, it allows Lcle-
phone companics L0 assign a se-
rics of phone numbers that tele-
phonc cquipment previously rec-
ognized as arca codes. These new
phone numbers will have prefixes
(the first three numbers of the
seven-digit phone number) that,
previously, telephone companies
couldn't use because the cquip-
ment didn't recognize them.

Thenew prefixes will havea "0"
or "1" as the middle number.

There's good news and bad news
about the upcoming 1993-94 fall
and winter hunting scasons in
Texas. The bad news is that, for
most species, the hunting pros-
pecls will be aboul average, give
or lake a few points.

The good news is that an "aver-
age” scason for Texas hunters
would probably give an out-of-
state hunter a heart attack. This is
because Texans have long been
qccustomed o an abundance of
game and hunting opportunitics,
(o the point that our "average"
season would probably be consid-
cred "excellent” oreven "phenom-
cnal” in many other Stales.

The Texas Wildlile Association
is based in San Antonio, bul con-
sulted biologists in every region
ol the state (o get aicture of the
upcoming scasons. Rainfall, wild-
lifc census counts, breeding
ground surveys, browse condi-
tions, offspring survival, land-
owner management, and other
important factors jointly determine
whether hunters will find wildlile
abundant or sparse alield this sca-
son

I'exas Wildlife Association
Wallace "Happy"
Rogers says, “Many arcasolTexas
still need some rain, but good rains
the first hall'of the year helped the
habitat, and still promisc prelty
good hunting in most arcas. Man-
aging of white-tailed deeris chang-
ing, with LAMPS permits in East
Texas and the Ouk Prairic, and the
new Deer Herd Management Per-
mit just approved by the Commis-
sion. Landowners and hunters need
lo be awarc of these new regula-
tions.”

Rogers alsocommented, “Land-
owners lcasing to hunicrs may
wantlo investigate Hunting Lease
Liability insurance, which protects
property owncers against claims
arising from hunting operations.
This insurance has been popular
with TWA members who host
hunters.”

October, the general firearms sca-
sons vary through the ecological
regions. In general, through most
of the state the season will be
November 6 through January 2.
However, many arcas and even
individual counties are different.
Fourteen counties in South Texas
will have a week-longer deer sca-
son. Consult the 1993-94 Hunting
Guide lor the county in which you
expect 1o hunt.

Bag limits vary [rom the norm
ol four deer with a limit of two
bucks, Lo onc buck only, 1o a maxi-
mum of five deer with a limit of
three buck in fourteen countics of
South Texas. Again, consult the
Hunting Guide for your county.

A slightly above average scason
is expected in the Oak Prairie and
South Texas arcas, and average in
the Trinity-Brazos and Pincy
woods ol Easl Tcxas.

The Central, Cross Timbers, and
Edwards Platcau regions should
cxperience an above-average
while-tailed scason. Although a
welter-than-usual spring gave the
deecra good start, the rains stopped
inlatc June. This means thatas the
[awns arc weaned they will be
hard-pressed to find sustenance.
There is no shortage of deer, with
many arcas slill overpopulated.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 9 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would au-

fl thorize the Texas Legislature to provide

for the issuance of bonds for the state fi-
nancing of start-up costs for historically
The amend-
ment provides that the legislature by law
may establish a Texas historically under-
utilized business capital growth and
start-up fund. The money in the fund may
be used without further appropriation
and only for a program established by the
legislature to aid in the start-up costs of a
historically underutilized business, as de-
fited by the legislature. To carry out the
program, the legislature may issue up to
$50 million of general obligation bonds to
provide funding. The legislature may re-
quire review and approval of the issuance
of bonds, the use of the bond proceeds, or
of the rules adopted by an agency to
govern use of the bond proceeds. Bonds
authorized by the amendment constitute
a general obligation of the state.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the legislature to provide for
the issuance of $50 million of general
obligation bonds for the recovery and
further development of the state's
economy and for increasing job oppor-
tunities and other benefits for Texas
residents through state fipancing of
the start-up costs of historically un-
derutilized businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 86 proposes a
constitutional amendment authorizing
the legislature, by general law, to exempt
from ad valorem taxation all or part of
réal and personal property used; con-
structed, acquired, or installed wholly or
partly to meet or exceed rules or regula-
tions adopted by any environmental pro-
tection agency of the United States,
Texas, or a political subdivision of this
state for the prevention, monitoring, con-
trol, or reduction of air, water, or land
pollution. The amendment applies to real
and personal property used as a facility,
device, or method for the control of air,
water, or land pollution that would other-
wise be taxable for the first time on or
after January 1, 1994. The amendment
does not authorize the exemption from ad
valorem taxation of real or personal prop-
erty that was subject to a tax abatement
agreement executed before January 1,
1994.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
promote the reduction of pollution and
to encourage the preservation of jobs
by authorizing the exemption from ad
valorem taxation of real and personal
property used for the control of air,
water, or land pollution.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 3 proposes a
constitutional amendment to clear land
titles in which the State of Texas relin-
quishes and releases any claim of sover-
eign ownership or title to an undivided
one-third interest in and to the lands and
minerals within the Shelby, Frazier, and
M¢Cormick League (now located in Fort
Bend and Austin counties) arising out of
the interest in that league originally
granted under the Mexican Colonization
Law of 1823 to John McCormick on or
about July 24, 1824, and subsequently
voided by the governing body of Austin’s
Original Colony on or about December
15, 1830. Title to such interest in the
lands and minerals is confirmed to the
owners of the remaining interests in such
lands and minerals.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro-
viding for the clearing of land titles by
the release of a state claim in a frac-
tional interest, arising out of the void-
ing of an interest under a Mexican
land grant, to the owners of certain
property in Fort Bend and Austin
counties.”

SPECIAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 2, 1993

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 49 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would
prohibit a state personal income tax with-
out voter approval and would dedicate
the proceeds of any income tax, if en-
acted, to property tax relief and educa-
tion. The amendment provides that a
general law enacted by the legislature
that imposes a tax on the net incomes of
natural persons, including a person’s
share of partnership and unincorporated
association income, must provide that the
portion of the law imposing the tax not
take effect until approved by a majority
of the registered voters voting in a state-
wide referendum held on the question of
imposing the tax. The referendum must
specify the rate of the tax that will apply
to taxable income.

The amendment also provides that a
general law enacted by the legislature
that increases the rate of the tax, or
changes the tax in a manner that results
in an increase in the combined income tax
liability of all persons subject to the tax,
may not take effect until approved by a
majority of the registered voters voting
in a statewide referendum held on the
question of increasing the income tax.
The referendum must specify the manner
in which the proposed law would increase
the combined tax liability of all persons
subject to the tax. The legislature may
repeal, or amend without increasing, a
tax approved by the voters without sub-
mitting the amendment or the repeal to
the voters. If the legislature repeals a tax
approved by the voters, the legislature
may only reenact the tax without voter
approval if the effective date of the re-
enactment of the tax is within one year of
the effective date of the repeal of the tax.

The amendment also provides that, in
the first year in which an income tax is
imposed, and during the first year of any
increase in the tax, not less than two-
thirds of all net revenues from the tax
shall be used to reduce the rate of ad val-
orem maintenance and operation taxes
levied for the support of primary and sec-
ondary education. In subsequent years,
not less than two-thirds of all net reve-
nues of the tax shall be used to continue
such ad valorem tax relief. The net reve-
nues of the tax remaining after the dedi-
cation of money for reduction of ad val-
orem maintenance and operation taxes
shall be used for support of education.
The maximum rate at which a school dis-
trict may impose ad valorem maintenance
and operation taxes is reduced by an
amount equal to one cent per $100 valua-
tion for each one cent per $100 valuation
that the school district’s ad valorem main-
tenance and operation tax is reduced by
the minimum amount of money dedicated
under the amendment, provided that a
school district may subsequently increase
the maximum ad valorem maintenance
and operation tax rate if the increased
maximum rate is approved by a majority
of the voters of the school district voting
at an election called and held for that pur-
pose. The portions of the amendment re-
lating to dedicating tax revenues to re-
duce the rate of ad valorem maintenance
and operation taxes apply on or after the
first January 1 after the date on which an
income tax takes effect, except that if the
income tax begins to apply on a January
1, the amendment applies to ad valorem
maintenance and operation taxes levied
on or after that date.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro-
hibiting a personal income tax without
voter approval and, if an income tax is
enacted, dedicating the revenue to
education and limiting the rate of local
school taxes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 18 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would au-
thorize the legislature to prescribe the
qualifications of sheriffs. Currently, the
constitution authorizes the legislature to
prescribe the duties, perquisites, and
fees of office, but not the qualifications for
the office of sheriff.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to al-
low the legislature to prescribe the
qualifications of sheriffs.”

The amend-
ment deletes current language in article
VIII, section 13 that allows the legis-
lature to provide for the sale of property
without trial to pay for delinquent taxes.

Ject only to redemption as set out in this
amendment or impeachment for fraud.
Language is added limiting application of
the current two-year redemption period
to former owners of residence home-
steads and land designated for agricul-
tural usé sold for unpaid taxes. When
property is sold 2s the result of a suit to
enforce collectio. of unpaid taxes, the
amendment would allow the legislature to
imit redemption to property used as a
residence homestead or designated for
agricultural use at the time the suit was
filed. The amendment creates a second
type of redemption for former owners of
real property when property is neither 4
residence homestead, nor designated for
agricultural use. These owners would
have a six-month period in which to
redeem their property by paying the
amount of money paid for the property,
including the Tax Deed Recording Fee,
all taxes, penalties, interest, and costs
paid plus an amount not exceeding 25
percent of the aggregate total. The
amendment applies to redemption 0l
properties sold at a tax sale for which the
purchaser’s deed is filed on or after Janu-
ary 1, 1994. For redemption of properties
sold at a tax sale for which the pur-
chaser’s deed was filed before January 1,
1994, the former law is applicable and re-
mains in effect.

Lands in
the Land Fund that are offered for sale to
veterans and that are not sold may be
sold or resold to the purchasers in quan-
tities, terms, prices, and rates of interest
determined by the Board.
New section 49-b-2 creates the Vet-
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II (the
“Housing Fund II"”), and $500 million of
the general obligation bond: =athorized
by the section shall be used for the Hous-
ing Fund II. The Housing Fund II is a
separate and distinet fund from the Vet-
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund (the
*Housing Fund”) established under sec-
tion 49-b-1 of article III. Money in the
Housing Fund II shall be administered
by the Board and shall be used to make
home mortgage loans to veterans for
housing within this state in quantities, on
terms, and at fixed, variable, floating, or
other rates of interest determined by the
Board. The principal of, and interest on,
the general obligation bonds authorized
by this section for the benefit of the
Housing Fund II shall be paid out of the
money of the Housing Fund II. The prin-
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli-
gation bonds authorized by section 49-b-1
of article III for the benefit of the Hous-
ing Fund shall be paid out of money in the
Housing Fund. If there is not enough
money in the Land Fund, the Housing
Fund, or the Housing Fund II, as the
case may be, available to pay the prin-
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli-
gation bonds authorized by this section or
by sections 49-b or 49-b-1 of arwwele 111,
there is appropriated out of the first
money coming into the Lreasury in each
fiscal year an amount that is sufficient to
pay the principal of, and interest on, the

- general obligation bonds that mature or

become due during that fiscal year.

If the Board determines that assets
from the Land Fund, the Housing Fund,
or the Housing Fund II are not required
for purposes of the fund, the Board may
transfer the assets to another of those
funds or use the assets to secure revenue
bonds issued by the Board. The revenue
bonds shall be special obligations of the
Board and payable only from and secured
by receipts of the funds, assets trans-
ferred from the funds, and other reve-
nues as determined by the Board and
shall not constitute indebtedness of the
State of Texas or the Board. The Board
may issue revenue bonds from time to
time, which bonds may not exceed an ag-

gregate principal amount that the Board °

determines can be fully retired from the
receipts of the funds. The revenue bonds
shall be sold in forms, denominations, and
In installments, and bear a rate or rates
of interest as the Board determines.

The amendment adds the Texas
State Technical College System to those
institutions eligible to receive such fund-
ing, but limits its allocation of the annual
appropriation to 2.2 percent of the total
appropriation each fiscal year. The
amendment also provides that each gov-
erning board authorized to participate in
the distribution of money under article
[I1, section 17, may also issue bonds and
notes for the purposes of refunding bonds
or notes issued under that section or
prior law for the purposes of acquiring
capital equipment, library books and li-
brary materials, paying for acquiring,
constructing, or equipping or for major
repair or rehabilitation of buildings, facil-
ities, other permanent improvements, or
capital equipment used jointly for educa-
tional and general activities and for auxil-
iary enterprises to the extent of their use
for educational and general activities.
The amendment deletes language in ar-
ticle I11, section 17, which authorizes the
legislature to designate a single agency to
issue such bonds or notes in lieu of the
governing bodies, and to transfer to that
agency the authority to collect and pledge
money to the payment of such bonds and
notes as directed by the governing body
of each eligible institution. Funds appro-
priated under article III, section 17, may
not be used for the purpose of construct-
ing, equipping, repairing, or rehabilitat-
ing buildings or other permanent im-

provements that are to be used only for
student housing, intercollegiate athletics,
or auxiliary enterprises.

"On A Wizer Note"

It's getting close to cotton har-
vesttime herein the Rolling Plains
of Texas. This harvest will be a bit
more challenging due to EPA's
cancellation or arsenic acid's har-
vest-aid registration.

Currently there are no "one-for-
one" replacements forarsenic acid.
However, there are some tank
mixes which have been found to
work very well. These mixes have
been studied by researchers in
Texas, Arkansas, Georgia, and
Mississippi.

Some of these mixes include:
Quick Pick and Dropp; Quick Pick
and Paraquat; Quick Pick and Def/
Folex; Quick Pick and Prep; Drop
and Prep; Harvade and Prep;
Harvade and Def (this mixture
works really well for heavy weed
infested ficlds).

The main point which Texas
A&M researchers stress is that all
plant parts which may casily be
removed during harvest - burrs,
leaves, stems, clc... need 10 be
below 12% moisture.

A second concemis whetherthe
chemical will suppress regrowth.
Rate of regrowth has a lot to do
with available moisture and nitro-
gen. A relatively mild desiccant
may dry out the leaves but will not
control regrowth. Often, the de-
struction of leaf tissue and accel-
erated boll openings stimulates
new growth development if water
and nitrogen are adequate.

Here is a four point program.
suggested by Texas A&M re-
searchers, for planning 1993 crop
termination.

1. Budget for two harvest-aid
applications. Use a defoliant or a
combination of defoliants to shed

leaves and suppress regrowth.

2. Delay the initial treatment
until 70-80% of the bolls arc open.

3. Treat only cnough acreage o
assure steady harvesting.

4. Stripper modifications may
be helpful due to greener foliage.
Space the stripper rolls as widely
as practical, usc narrow bats, climi-
nate all of some of the bats, or
using different types of brushes
may be worthy of consideration.
Some tips from Mississippi in-
clude: /

- Avoid buying harvest aid
chemicals in April or May,

- Sclect the right product for the
individual situation,

- Explore with tank mixes,

- Control weeds,

- Timing ol application is criti-
cal forhigh yiclds and top quality,

- Watch the weather, and

- Look beyond the familiar --
consider new uscs for familiar
products.

Watch Where You Step,
Rattlesnakes Are Out

Snakes have always had a bad
rcputation. Even though the vast
majority of snakes are not poison-
ous, the ones which are poisonous
arc limited 1o pit vipers,

The pit viper includes rattle-
snakes, copperheads, and cotton-
mouth moccasins, the rattlesnake
being by far the most common in
this arca. The diamond back
reaches a length of 8 (1. and a
weight of 30 Ibs. All of the pil
vipers arc characterized by a pit
heneath the eyes on each side of
the nostril. Their long, creclile
fangs arc usced 10 puncture the
victim's skKin.

Several Knox County residents
have scen rattlesnakes in their
yards, on the highway and at their
farms. With dove scason upon us,
il is important Lo watch for these
creepy crawlers.

Il'youorsomcone you're with is
bitten by a poisonous snake, here
are some steps Lo remember:

*Get the victim away from the
snake! There is no reason to think
the snake won't strike again.

*Apply a wide constricting
band approximaltely 4 (o 5 inches

above the bite, but not 100 tight.
You should be able o pass your
index [ingerbetween the constrict-
mg band and the skin. Do not
relcase the band once it has been
applicd. -

*If possible, quickly put a
