Our local area is basically made 
up of two types of people - those 
who farm for a living and those 
who are in farm related businesses. 
The rest of us are probably reliant 
on these two groups for at least a 
portion of our livelihood. 

And now area farmers are being 
wooed and being threatened by 
two other forces - forces that we 
refer to as Mother Nature and Old 
Man Winter. 

Mother Nature has been smiling 
down on local wheat farmers thus 
far this season. Plentiful rains have 
provided enough moisture to make 
the wheat fields "look great -
nearly too good" according to 
Maynard "Sonny" Moore, man-
ager of Farmer's Grain Co-Op in 
Munday. The seasonal tempera-
tures have also helped the wheat 
during it's early growing spells. 

But Old Man Winter decided to 
send one more bone chilling spell 
to the Knox Prairie which wasn't 
a kind thing to do to the wheat 
crops. Temperatures dipped to the 
low twenties over the past week-
end, sending a hard freeze and 
wind chill factors of below zero 
to the area. 

"Just how low the temperatures 
get and especially how long they 
stay low are the deciding factors 
on crop damage," says Mr. Moore. 

Wheat that has been grazed is 
not as susceptible to freeze dam-
age as is longer wheat, "the far-
ther away from the warmth of the 
ground, the greater the chance the

Moore. 

Farmer's aren't so worried about 
slightly cooler temperatures. The 
cool, mild days will slow down 
maturity of the wheat but that 
sometimes helps to make a more 
bountiful harvest. Wheat in this 
area is just at the "joint" stage - a 
fragile time for wheat that begins 
just before the final stage of ma-
turing. 

Most wheat fields in the local 
area are not yet to the flag-leaf 
stage or "in the boot" as it is re-
ferred to. This is the final stage of 
maturity when the wheat begins to 
swell on the stem and produces it's 
final leaf. 

While most farmers are hoping 
that the cold temperatures won't be 
around for long and that a hard 
freeze won't set in - other's are pre- 
paring their fields for cotton plant-
ing. Most are busy applying weed 
killing chemicals and are begin-
ning to work the fields for cotton 
planting which generally occurs in 
mid-May.

The 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice in cooperation with the Texas 
Department of Transportation, 
through the passenger Safety Edu-
cation Project, has acquired a roll-
over convincer. The objective is to 
convince people to buckle up. 

The roll-over convincer simu-
lates what could happen to a pas-
senger if they are involved in a 
roll-over crash and not wearing 
their safety belt. 

The roll-over convincer is de-
signed to target audiences of all 
ages, but most specifically pickup 
drivers and passengers. According 
to survey results conducted in 25 
rural Texas counties, only 36 per-
cent of pickup occupants were 
wearing their safety belts, com-
pared with over 50 percent for pas-
senger-vehicle occupants. 

Some drivers and passengers 
may feel "invincible" in a pickup. 
They may believe that they have a 
better chance of survival if they are 
thrown clear. The facts are, almost 
34 percent of vehicle occupants 
killed in Texas crashes were in 
light trucks. The chance of severe 
injury or death increases 25 per-

Flooding causes 
serious problems 
for drivers 

The overwhelming majority of 
flood related deaths that occur in 
texas each year involve motor ve-
hicles. People who attempt to drive 
through flooded roadways often 
have their vehicles swept away in 
the floods. 

"The tragedy of these deaths and 
injuries," according to Tom 
Millwee, State Coordinator for the 
Texas Division of Emergency 
Management, "is that they usually 
are preventable." 

A flood watch means rainfall in 
the area is heavy enough to cause 
a flood. A flood warning means 
there will be flooding. In addition, 
flash floods pose a major threat. 
They are very deceptive and oc-
cur quickly. Often they occur at 
night when warnings may go un-
noticed and when darkness makes 
it hard to find an escape route. 

"Even worse," Millwee warned, 
"the water is usually deeper than 
it appears to be and moves at a 
swift pace." 

Floodwaters can hide many dan-
gers from washed out roadway to 
dangerous currents. Motorists 
should avoid low water crossings 
during thunderstorms and heavy 
rain event and should find alter-
nate routes to avoid flood prone 
areas, Millwee said. 

"The best rule," he said, "is do 
not walk, swim or drive through 
floodwaters." 

He noted several points to re-
member: Keep alert for signs of 
heavy rain and watch for rising 
water levels; only six inches of 
fast-moving water can knock a 
person off their feet; two feet of 
water will carry away most ve-
hicles; Although one vehicle suc-
cessfully passes through a flooded 
crossing, there is no guarantee that 
the next one will be able to do the 
same; it is against the law to drive 
around a road barricade. It's also 
rich business; be especially cau-
tious at night. It is harder to rec-
ognize the dangers then; if a ve-
hicle stalls, abandon it immedi-
ately and seek higher ground.

fund they may expect to receive 
this year will be subject to be with-
held for their deliquent debt. The 
notice was designed to give them 
an opportunity to repay the debt 
through other means. 

Social Security overpayments 
occur when beneciaries fail to re-
port a change in their cirtances that 
affect their entitlement to benefits. 
Examples are a mother or father 
whose young child is no longer in 
his or her care; or a disabled 
Worker who returns to work. In 
both cases they may continue to 
receive benefits to which they are 

no longer entitled, and may accrue 
an overpayment. 

If you receive a letter from So-
cial Security about money you 
owe, you can review your records 
with a Social Security representa-
tive. You have 60 days to object 
to the collection of the overpay-
ment or to repay the debt. If you 
don't owe the money, your record 
will be corrected. But, if you do 
owe money, you can repay the 
amount in full or in installment 
payments - whichever is most con-
venient for you. In some instances, 
the collection of the debt may be 
waived completely if you can 

show severe hardship and that the 
overpayment was not your fault. 

To avoid problems with future 
tax refunds, contac Social Security 
if you have an outstanding over-
payment. You can contact your 
local office or call 	Social 
Security's toll-free number 1-800-
772-1213. Because the lines are 
busiest early in the month, call 
later in the week and later in the 
month.

The new law permits incentive 
payments from SSI program funds 
to correctional or certain mental 
health institutions for providing 
information to SSA that results in 
the suspension of SSI benefits to 
people whose confinement begins 
March 1997 or later. State and lo-
cal institutions that want to partici-
pate in the incentive payment pro-
vision must sign an agreement 
with the Commissioner of Social 
Security to provide monthly the 
following information about all 
inmates whose period of confine-
ment or incarceration begins 
March 1997 and later: Social Se-
curity number, name, date of birth, 
date of confinement, incarceration, 
other identifying information 
about the confinement as required 
by the Commissioner. 

Incentive payments of $400 will 
be paid for information received 
within 30 days of the confinement 
date or $200 for information after 
30 days but within 90 days after 
confinement. 

"We hope this will encourage 
state and local officials to pay 
closer attention to this problem 
now that their institutions will 
share in the savings that accrue 
from erroneously paid benefits," 
Mrs. Brandt said. "The funds 
saved should more than equal any 
incentive payments that may be 
payable."

We're Losing the War on Drugs 

M exico is one of America's two closest neighbors and Texas' largest 
trading partner. 
This country has enjoyed a long-term partnership with Mexico 

that has grown closer and more cooperative over time. The North American 
Free Trade Agreement cemented and strengthened our relationship — and 
our interdependence. 

But lam still concerned that we are not making as much progress as we'd 
likedin stemming narcotics trafficking. 

. 	Partnership is a two-way exchange. In recent years we have drifted into 
tolerance of unacceptable conditions in the arena of drug trafficking and the 
endemic corruption it causes in communities on both sides of the border. 

On February 28 President Clinton certified (as required by law to do each 
year) that Mexico is fully cooperating in the fight against drugs. This, at a time 
when, according to the State Department, Mexico is the source of 30 percent 
of the heroin, up to 70 percent of foreign-grown marijuana and the transit 
point for more than 50 percent of the cocaine shipped into the United States. 

The terrorization of Texas border ranchers by drug dealers is a prime 
example of what must stop. The revelation two days before the certification 
that Mexico's drug czar was bought and paid for by the very drug cartels he 
was supposed to be policing dealt a death blow to the credibility of Mexico's 
drug enforcement agency. 

However, because a flat refusal to certify Mexico would cause enormous 
harm to U.S. exports and other vital interests, I believe the only appropriate 
action for the U.S. government to take in this situation is to register our 
concerns and lay out what must be accomplished in the next year. Our national 
interest requires it. 

What Mexico needs, in my opinion, is a wake-up call and some "tough 
love." We simply must insist that the Mexican government work with U.S. 
agents to take good-faith steps to stop this narco-corruption that infects and 
demoralizes both our countries. The goals include: taking effective action to 
destroy the major drug cartels and imprison their kingpins, implementation 
of laws to curtail money laundering, compliance with U.S. extradition 
requests, increased interdiction efforts and better cooperation with U.S. law 
enforCement agents, including allowing them to be armed when in Mexico. 

The challenges of establishing a corruption-free law enforcement rela-
tionship with Mexico are formidable — but not insurmountable. The Mexi-
can government must ensure the integrity of those involved in its efforts. It 

mist give law enforcement agencies the resources and authority they need to 

iget the job done. It must make sure that those who are caught and arrested 
4-eceive meaningful punishment. On our side, we must curb the demand for 
11rugs that drives this corruption. 

Organized crime was contained in the .United States, but only after 
'4;lecades of effort—and only after Americans came to understand the danger 
',1. it poses to our way of life. That containment did not happen overnight. 
4.01exico cannot be expected to remedy its current shortcomings tomorrow. 
:hut business as usual is not good enough — on either side of the border.

There's been a lot written lately 
about Ebonics. Some are upset 
with a California school board be-
Cause it has recognized Ebonies as 
a language and wants to teach it to 
their teachers. 

I don't have any deep objection 
to calling Ebonies a language, just 
as long as they are willing to ac-
cept TRP as a separate language. 

TRP, of course, refers to the lan-
guage, sometimes called a regional 
dialect, spoken in the Texas Roll-
ing Plains. 

Gan you speak TRP? If you can, 
maybe you can get a job teaching 
TRP to Californians. See if you 
can understand the following se-
lection written in TRP.

You know innyone roun' here? 
You don'? Jussez wail. Ah'm kinuh 
mos' uv urn ain' hardly worth 
knowin' nohow. 

Whu djew say? Whuz tha'? You 
meanuh say you hadden never 
seen uh bob war fi-uhnce i fore 
naa-uh? 

Less skip thuh fi-uhnces. Ah 
thawt you warmed to tawk 'bout 
TRP, so less tawk 'bout it. Ahmuh 
taillin' you, if you wanna hear TRP 
spoke you have sure 'nuf come to  

the place for't. 
There ain' hardly no where, no 

time, no place, no how, 'n' not no-
body gonna fine more TRP spoke 
than ryeroun ryecheer. 

You don't thank you needa hear 
inny more? You gotta go? Wail, 
stoo bad, 'cause I'ze jus' startin' 
uhsplain things. S'long." 

Since Trp is only a spoken lan-
guage it has no alphabet. This pre-
sents a problem when trying to 
translate spoken TRP since one 
must attempt to write TRP sounds 
using the alphabet of another lan-

The English "now" has only one 
syllable while the similar TRP 
word has two syllables, with the 
second syllable being almost a 
"wuh" sound, although the "w" in 
the second syllable is incompletely 
articulated in TRP. 

"Naa-owe-uh" comes close to

the classic TRP pronounciation of 
"now" and it is occasionally used 
emphatically, but it is not an exact 
depiction of the way native speak-
ers of the Texas Rolling Plains lan-
guage would say the word when 
conversing with other native 
speakers of TRP, if no "outland-
ers" were around. 

The English word "down" is 
similar in the sound break down, 
but not exactly. There is not space 
to analyze it here. 

While Ebonies students consider 
use of several negatives in one sen-
tence a distinctive characteristic of 
Ebonics, students of TRP say TRP 
can lay any language in the world  

in the shade when it comes to 
stacking up negatives. 

They say doubters as to the truth 
of this should discuss this with 
anyone who has ever tried to teach 
standard English grammar any-
where in the Texas Rolling Plains. 

In concluding this TRP language 
report the author's only comment 
is: Dijawl unnerstan'? (Dijawl 
rhymes with DeGaulle.) 

(If you have difficulty under-
standing TRP when reading si-
lently, try reading the TRP selec-
tion aloud. If it makes sense when 
you read it aloud then you prob-
ably learned TRP as your first lan-
guage, Whudja thank uh tha'?)
