Anothersuspect, Jocy Coronado
of Crowell, Texas, was appre-
hended and arrested in Homestead,
Florida, and a third suspect is still
being sought. A nineteen year old
Quanah woman, Rose Mary
Martinez, is the third suspect for
whom a warrant has been issued,
All three suspects disappeared

. from the area on January 8, one

day after the murder was commit-
ted.

Open burning
prohibited in
Knox County

Knox County Judge David N.
Perdue declared that a state of
emergency exists in Knox County
due to the extreme potential for
large and destructive wildfires.

Judge Perdue issued his second
emergency order within two
months, effective immediately,
which prohibits any open buming
inthe unincorporated arcas of Knox
County exceptthe buming of com-
bustible material in approved en-
closures, such as trash barrels and
charcoal grills which are designed
to contain all flames and embers.

Dry conditions, and the lack of
significant rainfall still exist. Lo-
cal fire department officials, the
National Wecather Service and
Texas Forest Service personnel
advise thatthere isno present fore-
cast for improving conditions.

The order signed by Judge Per-
due provides that repeated or fla-
grant violations of the order shall
constitute amisdemeanor, and that
any peace officer of the State of
Texasmay enforce the orderin the
venue of Knox County.

This will go into effect immedi-
ately and will be in effect for the
next ten days, and then will stay in
effect until significant moisture
occurs.

Alter he died, somcone loaded
Lopez' body into the bed of a
pickup, then doused his body with
some kind of accelerant and set the
body on fire underneath a bridge
onacounty road. A hunter discov-
cred the remains when he saw
smoke and firc under the bridge.

A pickup truck purchased by
Coronado's family has been seized
by authorities and tests revealed
blood and "drag marks" where it
appears thata body had been pulled
from the bed of the truck.

Lopez' 1991 Oldsmobile Cut-
lass Calais was found in City Lake
just outside of the golf course in
Munday three days after he was
killed. Due to the remoteness of
the lake it had been speculated
that someone with knowledge of
the area had placed the auto in that
location. Authorities were able to
identify the vehicle as belonging
to Lopez but all other trace evi-
dence had been wiped free of the
car.,

All three suspects in the case,
Coronado, Martinez and
Mendiola, were apparently good
friends who walked out on their
Jobs at the Crowell cap factory
aboutone week before Lopezdied,
a plant supervisor said.

Every time something
like this happens, there comes
next, a long list of complaints and
excuses. [ know that some kids are
going to drink regardless of how
close their parents try to watch
over and protect them, but when a
peace officer, realizing this, takes
one of the “experimenters” home
and the parent(s) jump all over the
officer for “allowing” this kind of
activity in our community, the
same answer applies: STUPID!
We all know that I'm not referring
to just the kids who wind up in an
accident, or taken to jail or worse.
I get more complaints about young
kids (10 and 12 years old) drink-
ing beer while out at the Rhineland
dances than I do about my Depu-
ties enforcing traffic laws. Is it our
fault, as law enforcement officers,
that this happens? Is it the fault of
those hosting the dances? Is our
Job to accept this and play parent
to these kids? If your answer is yes,
the same applies: STUPID! Some
parents have actually told me, face
to face, that they know their kids
are drinking, but it is okay because
they know where they are! STU-
PID! Others have told me that they
can’t control their child, some are
being raised in single-parent
homes or by other family members
such as grandparents, aunts, cous-
ins, etc. The bottom line is that the
child is the parent's or guardian’s
responsibility, not the Cop’s, not
the school teacher’s, not the church
official’s.

If you feel that as a parent or
guardian of a “problem” child, that
You can’t discipline your child for
fear of being “turned into CPS”,
then call the Child Protective Ser-
vices yourself. I'm not the perfect
parent, no one is, but my kids are
my responsibility. I don’t blame
anyone else for any problems I
may have. Child Protective Ser-
Vices deal with problems of abuse
and/or neglect, parents deal with
raising the child. Who has not at

sometime allowed a child to drive
a vehicle before the child is li-
censed? Something as innocent,
and sometimes necessary in our
farming communities, as that has
lead to “joy riders” -or sneaking
the car out at night for “just a spin”.
Then we get complaints that we,
the law enforcement, are the ones
letting these kids drive around with
outalicense! STUPID! This is just
my opinion. Parents better wake
up to the fact that more and more
laws are including the parent be-
ing responsible. Does it take writ-
ing the parent a citation for allow-
ing an unlicensed driver to oper-
ate a motor vehicle before a par-
ent starts to wake up? What hap-
pens when a child causes an acci-
dent and the parent gets sued? We
all know how Law-Suit-Happy our
society is becoming! Being writ-
ten a citation seems to have more
impact on a parent than the child
getting hurt does! STUPID! Law
enforcement personnel, don’t “al-
low” kids to drink, or drive with
out a license, and the reputation
hanging over the Rhineland dance
IS not caused by those hosting the
dance! Problems are caused by ir-
responsible parents who either
don’t know or don’t care what their
kids are doing or with whom they
do it with.

Knox County is known for
cattle, cotton, wheat and watermel-
ons throughout Texas. How many
people know about Knox County
sheep and goat production? Prob-
ably not many. Why is that?
Mainly because it is not as big a
commodity as the others listed.

Those who do raise sheep are
probably well aware of the Na-
tional Sheep Referendum on Feb-
ruary 6, 1996. This referendum
will be for the “Sheep and Wool
Program, Research, Education,
and Information Order”. Anyone
who raised or fed sheep during the
time period of January I, 1994
through December 31, 1994 are
eligible to vote.

Voting will take place at the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice office in each county. Voting
hours will be regular office hours
— 8 a.m. through 5 p.m. These
ballots will then be collected by the
Farm Services Agency for count-
ing.

Once again, this is for anyone
who fed or raised lambs or sheep
in 1994. This includes 4-H and
FFA show lambs.

Speaking of 4-H, the Knox
County 4-H Valentine’ s Dance is
scheduled for Saturday, February
10 beginning at 7 p~m. All 4-H
members are welcome to attend
and bring a guest. Each member
i1s asked to bring a 2 liter soft drink
or a plat of snacks as a cover
charge.
