Immunizations offered include
DTaP, Hib, Polio, Measles,
Mumps and Rubella and Hepati-
tis B for infants as well as all
school immunizations. The second
MMR is now required for kinder-
garten entry beginning the fall of
1997. The Hepatitis B immuniza-
tion will be required for kindergar-
ten entry in the fall of 1998. This
immunization series consists of
three injections taking a minimum
of six months to complete. Please
check your child's immunization
record for this series.

The varicella (chickenpox) vac-
cine has arrived at the office and
is now being given to 12-23 month
old children and 11 year olds. If
you are interested in more infor-
mation on the varicella, please call
the office.

Please bring immunization
records and social security num-
bers with you to the clinic. A par-
ent or legal guardian must accom-
pany a minor. All services pro-
vided by the Texas Department of
health are provided on a sliding fee
scale but no one is denied services
due to an ability to pay.

The first wheat of the 1997 har-
vesting season came into Farmer's
Grain in Munday on Tuesday, May
2

The crop belonged to Mark
Reed and was harvested south of
the city. The wheat weighed 60
pounds per bushel and was #l
quality. It had a 13 percent mois-
ture content.

Farmer's Grain spokesperson
Cory Moore said, "We've already
seen some really good wheat but
we've also seen some really poor
wheat - a result of the late April
freeze." At the end of last week
Farmer's Grain had taken inabout
three or four thousand bushels of
the comodity.

Even though most farmers
hadn't fully geared up for the har-
vest when the first wheat was
brought in most are expected to be

Bush signs eradication bill - state
stamping out boll weevil

The state effort to stamp out the
boll weevil appears to be back in
business.

Governor George W. Bush
signed legislation Friday to resume
the war against the biggest enemy
to the state's important cotton pro-
duction.

The Boll Weevil Eradication
Program bill, which both the
House and Senate approved unani-
mously, provides for a referendum
in the South Plains on August 1 to
activate the program.

The Texas Supreme Court struck
down the state's existing program
earlier this year, responding to a
lawsuit by 130 cotton farmers in
South Texas and West Texas who
challenged the way fees were as-
sessed for the pesticide spraying
program.

"Our top priority with this leg-
islation was to develop a statewide
program that will eliminate the
boll weevil. Texas needs to have
policy in place to fight this major
threat to our economy," said the
bill's author, Senator Robert
Duncan, R-Lubbock.

He headed a delegation of leg-
islators who attended the signing.

The suing farmers argued that
the Legislature delegated broad
governmental authority improp-
erly to a private foundation admin-
istering the program.

The new law give Texas Agri-
culture Commissioner Rick Perry

more direct control of the program,
including approval of its budget.

"We went through the bill and
made the changes that were nec-
essary to address the concerns of
the court. We also resolved the is-
sues that have been ongoing in

these eradication zones to gain the
confidence of cotton growers,"
Duncan said.

Texas is the nation's leading cot-
ton producer. The boll weevil ha$

caused an estimated $20 million'a
year in crop losses, officials said.
The boll weevil destroys cotton by
puncturing and laying its eggs in
the squares and bolls of the plant.

"We really approached this from
a grower-friendly approach,"
Duncan said. "We realize it's a
growers' program. It's for growers;
and we want to make sure that the
growers have input, and that it
works."

Duncan said the program is
valuable and that to not revive it
would have led to massive crop
losses.

He said the program will be
monitored closely to see whether
changes should be made when the
Legislature next meets in regular
session in 1999.

Proponents said the legislation
will: .

Provide for the agriculture com-
missioner to establish an interim
advisory committee in each eradi-
cation zone, including at least one
grower in each county;

Require public hearing in the
zones;

Eliminate the power to destroy
the cotton crop of farmers who fail
to pay assessments;

Require the commissioner to ap-
point a new board of directors for
the foundation;

Require elections for the con-
tinuation of the program and for
directors every four years;

Preserve the prohibition against
the assessments from one zone to
pay another zone's debt.

If you pause
to look beyond the numerous
"trees" of local small-businesses,
you will find a vast "forest" of
business owners that stands tall as
a world-class economic power.

Virtually all business is small
business - nearly 90 percent of all
U.S. businesses have fewer than
20 employees, and more than 99
percent have fewer than 500,

The 12-hour course requirement
does not include courses in physi-
cal education, developmental
courses in English and math, fresh-
man seminar or marching band.

You need to change the name on
your Social Security records if you
are going to change your name at
work.

Social Security reports that one
of the most common mistakes in
maintaining Social Security wage
records occurs when brides forget
to change their name. The result
is that their earnings may be re-
ported under their new name and
Social Security computers may
then be unable to process the earn-
ings because the name and num-
ber are not consistent with Social
Security records, according to
Patty Brandt, Resident Represen-

tative from the Vernon Social Se-
curity office. Social Security re-
tirement, survivors, and disability
benefits are based on the earnings
credited to a worker's Social Se-
curity record.

"Some people put it off because
they think a lot of paperwork is
involved. Actually, you can do
most of it with a toll-free phone
call," Mrs. Brandt said. "We send
you the application in the mail and
you complete it and send it back
with proof of your old name and
your new name. Or you can stop
by a Social Security office. It takes

only few minutes."

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Who will teach the children?

. We who have children in the
Munday Independent School Dis-
trict are fortunate indeed.

Did you know that a recent
study found that twelve percent of
the teaching positions in Texas are
filled by persons who lack the
proper credentials for the courses
they have been assigned to teach?
Thankfully this is not the case in
our small but very professional
school district.

Did you know that in the Hous-
ton ISD and other ISD's in the state
Hundreds of teaching positions are
vacant each year, leaving hundreds
of classrooms without any kind of
a teacher in them? And also a re-
cent publication by the Texas As-
sociation of School Boards be-
moaned the fact that school dis-
tricts are finding it tougher and
tougher to staff their classrooms
with qualified teachers.

Former education commissioner
Lionel Meno reports that 500,000
Texans below retirement age are
currently holding valid teaching
certificates, about twice the num-
ber needed to fill our classroom
needs. With so many qualified
teachers, why are we facing this
critical teacher shortage in our
state classrooms and how are we
going to encourage top-quality
professionals to be the future
teachers of our young children and
grandchildren?

First of all we have to improve
the conditions that our teachers are
faced with. In Munday we are for-
tunate to have small numbers in
each class which allows our teach-

ers to become more personally in-
volved in each students learning
abilities. The environment in our
schools enables our teachers to get
to know their students personally
but more parent involvement is
definitely needed. When our

teachers request a need from the
parents it should be met with en-

thusiasm - whether that need is
help with a project in the class-
room, help with the few parties
that the students are allowed to
enjoy, or homework assignments
or parent conferences. The state
can do much to improve the con-
ditions of the classroom but paren-
tal involvement can also do the
same.

We must also teach our children
respect for authority. No teacher
can be expected to be able to con-
trol the conduct of children if the
parents do not back them up.
When teachers tell a student that
they are going to have a confer-
ence with their parents over a par-

ticular situation it is a sad reflec-
tion on the home when the student
answers with, "My mom and dad
don't care how I behave at school
and they don't care if I obey you
or not." These words, or a similar
rendition of them, are often heard
even in our own classrooms. Chil-
dren need to be taught to obey au-
thorities and laws - these are put
in place for the good of the entire
population - not just for the good
of those who choose to obey. Par-
ents need to quit bashing teachers
and start treating them with respect
so that their children will do the
same. Teachers should be allowed

Until the job of teaching be-
comes attractive enough in Texas
to fill every classroom with a
qualified, competent professjonal
teacher, we may be putting our
children and grandchildren in
other school districts in a precari-
ous position.

E t from the By-Laws of B-K Electric
L gl 4 DIRECTORS

Coopcrative, Inc.

SECTION 4.01. NUMBER AND GENERAL POWERS. Thc business and affairs of the
Cooperative shall be managed by a Board of seven (7) direclors. The Board shall excrcise all of the powers of the
Cooperative except such as arc by law or by the Cooperative's Articles of Incorporation or Bylaws conferred upon
or reserved 1o the members.

SECTION 4.02. QUALIFICATIONS. No member shall be cligible lo become a dircclor or Lo hold any
position of trust in the Cooperative who is not a member recciving service from the Cooperative al his primary
residential abode in the area served by the Cooperalive, or is in any way employed by or financially interested in a
competing enterprise or a business selling electric cnergy or supplies to the Cooperalive, or a business primarily
engaged in selling electrical or plumbing appliances, fixtures or supplies to the members of the Cooperative; and
no person shall take or hold office as a dircctor who is the incumbent of or candidalte for an elective public office in
connection with which a salary is paid. When a membership is held jointly by a husband and wife. either one, but
not both may be elected as director, provided however, that ncither one shall be cligible to become or remain a
director or to hold a position of trust in the Cooperative unless both shall meet the qualifications hercin above set
forth. Any director who shall miss three (3) Board of Direclors' meelings in a row, withoul an excuse duly
accepled and noted by the Board, shall lack cligibility to further serve and it shall be the duty of the Board of
Direclors to remove him from the Board. No former employce whosc cmployment has been terminated by the
Cooperalive may be eligible to serve as dircclor. Any ecmployce who resigns or rctires from cmployment by the
Cooperative shall not be cligiblc to scrve as a director for a period of ten (10) years following such resignation or
retirement. Nothing contained in this Section shall, or shall be construcd to. affect in any manner whatsocver the
validity of any aclion taken at any mceling of the Board of Dircclors, unless such action is taken with respect 1o a
malter which is affected by the provisions of this Section and in which one or more of the dircctors have an interest
adversc Lo thal of the Cooperative.

In the event an incumbent dircclor, having served on the Board of Dircclors a minimum of six years, ccases
to meet the requirement of receiving service from the Cooperative at his primary residential abode. such incumbent
director shall nevertheless be qualified to continue to serve as director so long as he remains a member of the
Cooperalive and his primary residential abode is located within the arca served by the Cooperative, or in close
proximity thereto. ‘

SECTION 4.03. ELECTION. At cach annual mecting of the members. dircclors shall be clected by scerel
wrilten ballol by the members and from among those members who are natural persons; provided however. that
when the number of nominces docs not exceed the number of directors 1o be clected. and if there is no objection.
secrel wrillen balloling may be dispensed with and voling may be conducted in any other proper manner. Dircctors
shall be elected by a plurality of the voles cast unless the members in advance of any balloting resolve that a
majority of the voles cast shall be required to elect, and this Bylaw provision shall be drawn to the attention of the
members and explained (o them prior to any balloting. Drawing by lot shall resolve, where nceessary. any tic volc.

SECTION 4.04. TENURE. The business and affairs of the Cooperative shall be managed by a Board of
seven (7) directors which shall exercise all of the powers of the Coopcralive excepl such that are by law, or by the
Articles of Incorporation of the Cooperative, or by these Bylaws conferred upon or reserved (o the members.
Beginning with the Annual Mecling of the members of the Coopcrative held on August 21, 1954, two (2) members
of the Board of Directors shall serve for a period of one year, two (2) members shall scrve for two years, and (hree
(3) members shall serve for three years, and thal lots be cast as to the length of time cach director shall serve: and
beginning with the Annual Meeling of the members held in 1954, those dircclors whose lcrms cxpire, such
vacancy shall be filled for a period of three years.

SECTION 4.05. NOMINATIONS. It shall be the duty of the Board of Dircctors to appoint, not less
than sixty (60) nor more than nincty (90) days prior to the date of a meeting of the members at which
dircctors arc to be clected, a Committee on Nominations, consisting of not less than five (5) nor more than
cleven (11) members of the Cooperative who arc not existing Cooperative cmployces, agents, officers,
§ directors or known candidates for director, who are not close relatives (as hercinafter defined) or members
oi: the same houschold of such cxisting employees, agents, officers, dircctors or known candidates for
dircctor, and who arc so sclected so as to give cquitable representation on the committee to the geographical
arcas scrved or to bc. served by the Cooperative. The Committee shall prepare and post at the principal
office of the Cooperative at least thirty (30) days prior to the mceting a list of nominations for dircctors to be
clcct.cd.‘ Any ﬁftc'c'n (15) or more members of the Cooperative, acting together, may make additional
nominations in writing over their signatures, listing their nominee(s) in like manner, not less than twenty
(20) da?rs p_rior to the meeting, and the Sceretary shall post such nominations at the same place where the list
of nominations made by the Committee is posted. The Sccretary shall mail to the members with the notice of
the mecting, or scparately, but at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the mecting, a stutement of ‘the
names and addresses of all nomince(s) showing clearly those nominated by the Committce and thosc
nominated by petition, if any.

Waivering on Welfare Reform

ften in the course of a poker game itbecomes necessary to call another
O player’s bluff. It seems that Congress has reached the stage in the
welfare reform debate where a little bluff-calling is in order.

For 11 months the Clinton administration has refused to grant the Texas
a welfare waiver, holding the cards close to its vest and revealing very little
information. One can only surmise that the administration thought Texas
would fold. But this president doesn’t know how we Texans play poker.

Rather than fold, we have upped the ante. On May 22 Senator Phil
Gramm and I introducedlegislation to give states the right to make the process
of determining social services eligibility more efficient.

In October of 1996 Congress enacted and the President signed into law
landmark legislation billed as a plan to “end welfare as we know it.”
Congress’ intent, which the President endorsed throughout the entire debate;
was to allow states to set up more effective, accessible welfare systems.

Congress asked the states to do a job, and Texas was quick off the mark
to comply. State officials requested a waiver from the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services (HHS) that would permit us to establish public/
private partnerships to run one- stop eligibility centers for welfare, food
stamp and Medicaid claims. (What the state formally requested was permis-
sion to take bids on such services.) This sat on the President’s desk for five
months.

The plan, which goes by the acronym TIES, for Texas Integrated
Enrollment Services, would consolidate 20 separate application processes for
public assistance. State officials estimate TIES will save Texas taxpayers at
least $120 million a year in administrative overhead. With those savings, the
state intended to provide health care coverage to an additional 150,000 needy
Texas children.

The current conflict over welfare reform between Texas and the federal
government is simple: Congress gave states the authority to experiment, to
run their systems more efficiently. Texas did just that — and federal big
government said, “No.” ‘

Welfare as we know it remains the same wasteful mess that it was the day
the welfare reform bill was signed — thanks to the administration’s refusal
to let Texas play the hand Congress dealt it. ;

I have arrived at the reluctant conclusion that the only way to rectify this
situation is to pass a law that will allow Texans to run Texas’ welfare system.
Congress’ clear intent in the 1996 welfare reform bill was to give states thé:
flexibility to design welfare systems best suited to their own needs.

Congress will have to call the executive branch’s bluff. The administra-
tion can honor the law and allow plans such as the TIES proposal to go
forward unimpeded. Butif the administration is going to thwart the law of the
land, Congress must act. No other outcome is in the cards, -

METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY

The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to lhe State Penal Code ma]__iing meter
tampering a third degree felony. A third degree felony comes with a punishment of confinement in
the Texas Department of Corrections for a term of not more than 10 or less than 2 years. In
addition fo imprisonment, an individual adjudged guilty of a third degree felony may be punished
not to exceed $5,000. .
the amendment of the new law, it was a class A misdemeanor for meter tampering unless
