Munday teachers’ Pay

As a result of late hour negotia-
tions between key legislators in the
House and Senate Joint Confer-

ence Committee on House Bill 4
and HIR 4 and members of the
Texas State Teachers Association,
teachers in Munday ISD will be
getting pay increases next year
ranging from $1,000 to possibly as
much as $2,400.

The pay raise proposals were
included in a tax relief package
that would provide a $10,000 in-
crease in homestead exemptions
for local school property taxes
should voters support the exemp-
tions in a special election August
9. This would allow voters a
$15,000 school tax homestead ex-
emption as opposed to the current
$5,000.

The total pay package for teach-
ers raises the state minimum sal-
ary schedule by 6.5 percent over
the biennium and would increase
salaries up to $1,460 the second
year, including the step credited
for experience.

TSTA President Richard Kouri
said the struggle to get due recog-
nition for teachers this year was
made more uncertain by the origi-
nal proposal to completely over-
haul the tax system and public edu-
cation funding.

"The two original tax proposals
before the House and Senate ac-
tually froze teachers' salaries for
the next two years," Kouri said.
"That was totally unacceptable
given the fact that two years ago
Senate Bill 1 promised teachers
automatic pay increases when ad-
ditional state funds were available
for education."

Under the current bill, 76,000
Texas teachers will automatically
receive pay increases over the next
two years. Teachers who are in
districts that pay above the mini-
mum salary schedule will be ask-
ing local school boards to place
some of the $1.8 billion in new
education money into salaries to
stay competitive in teacher recruit-
ment and retention.

Kouri had high praise for legis-
lators who pushed hard to find the
money for teachers, including
Representative Paul Sadler of

Hochberg of Houston, Represen—
tative Rob Junell of San Angelo,
Lieutenant Governor Bob Bullock,
Senator Ken Armbrister of
Victoria, Senator Teel Bivins of
Amarillo, and Senator Bill Ratliff
of Mount Pleasant.

Representative Mark Stiles, a

member of the Conference Com-
mittee, thanked TSTA for its per-
severance in lobbying throughout
the session. "I'm proud to have
worked with TSTA's team these
past four years to raise teacher pay
in Texas by 25 percent," Stiles
said, "but we are still below the
national average."

Texas ranks 36th in national
rankings in teacher pay. ’

In addition to salary increases,
TSTA was instrumental in improv-
ing teacher retirement benefits,
making it possible for full retire-
ment when age and service nu-
merically total 80.

Kouri concluded that in addition
to the two improvements in
teacher benefits, his organization's
greatest successes may have been
in defeating bad legislation, in-
cluding tax funds for private
schools, that would have harmed.
public schools and thwarted edu-
cational reform measures that
were put into place in Senate Bill

1 during the last session.

Texas House and Senate

The Texas Legislature ended its
regular bi-annual session with a
number of progressive accom-
plishments under its belt accord-
ing to State Representative David
Counts (D-Knox City).

"Without a doubt, the omnibus
water bill was the most crucial
piece of legislation to be passed
this session," stated the Knox City
lawmaker. "The recent drought
conditions have shown us just how
important it is to have an adequate
supply of quality water for our
communities, not to mention how
important it is to plan ahead for
those not-so-rainy days." Counts,
who chairs the House Natural Re-
sources Committee, noted that the
bill would call for local and re-
gional planning, as well as, work-
ing to find the resources and as-
sistance needed to provide for
community water supplies and in-
frastructure. The bill also empha-
sizes and encourages conservation
efforts.

"Texas is such a diverse state
that it is difficult to make such an
undertaking," stated Counts. " Yet
despite the difference that divide
our state, everyone realized that
this sweeping reform was timely
and necessary." Counts argued
strenuously in favor of strict lim-
its on interbasin transfers to pro-
tect the Colorado River Municipal
Water District, which supplies
water to Big Spring, Snyder, San
Angelo, and other communities in
the upper reaches of the Colorado
River. The "junior rights" provi-

the continuance of transfers al-
ready in place, but would make
any new transfers junior or ge.-
ondary in priority to all other .-
ter rights.

The District 70 legislator ¢op-
mended the work of lawmakers in
developing another state budget
without any new taxes. "This bud-
get makes public school fundipge
a top priority and puts a lot morz’
money into public education, as
well as, dedicating all of the |ot-
tery profits directly to public edy-
cation."” In addition, the approyed
budget for the 1998-99 biennjum
will increase funding for commuy-
nity and technical colleges.

Counts noted several accom-
plishments to promote economic
development in rural Texas.
Counts passed an amendment to
create the Rural Affairs and De-
velopment Office. The amend-
ment sets aside existing staff and
infrastructure of the department to
aid economic development and
small business in rural areas. "This
will be very worthwhile to ourarea
of Texas and will be a strong in-
stigator for referring prospects to
our areas, as well as, helping mar-
ket rural Texas to businesses."

Counts also authored legislation
which allows rural electrical co-
operatives to use unclaimed funds
for scholarships and rural eco-
nomic development. "Currently,
these funds are being sent to Aus-
tin. I feel these funds could be bet-
ter invested at the local level by
using the money for scholarships
and economic development
projects.”

According to Counts, the legis-
lation to cut property taxes by rais-
ing the Homestead exemption
from $5,000 to $15,000 and add-

ing over one billion dollars in ad-

ditional funding for public cdiERe

tion was one of the session
highpoints. "So often, the legisla-
ture finds itself simply reacting to
crisis situations. This was a chance
for us to do something proactive,”
stated Counts. "I am disappointed
that we could not get the needed
Senate approval for a broader plan
which would have eliminated the
Robin Hood plan, but this legisla-
tion will provide some relief."

Counts noted that the property
tax relief plan would also include
additional monies for teacher sala-
ries. The plan would first require
voter approval during a constitu=
tional amendment election to be
held on August 9. If approved by
voters, the plan would continue tax
freezes for seniors, as well as, pro-
viding provisions which would
allow them to transfer their freeze
to another property, should they
move.

Counts has also been active in
passing legislation which would
allow the National Guard to aid in
efforts at cracking down on ille:
gal drugs. "This legislation will
provide the Governor, at his dig
cretion, with the tolls to do what
other states are already doing, and
will help us further our efforts (0
crack down on drugs being trans
ported across the border," stated
Counts. "There is no substitute for
educating our kids against the dane
gers of drugs with programs [ike
DARE, however this legislation
stands to make a big dent in the
supply of drugs coming infg
Texas."

5 “«'S'ome people with disabilities
Fimi‘ Ainspiration from mountain
climbing," said Lex Frieden, pro-
fessor of physical medicine and
 rehabilitation at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston. "Others may
njoy playing board games with
family and friends."

Recreation does not have to
mean exercise. It is getting away
from work and finding things to
do that can inspire people both

mentally and physically. Building'

recreation into the lives of people
with'disabilities often begins dur-
ing rehabilitation.

"Most rehabilitation facilities
and programs incorporate recre-
ational therapists who are skilled
at teaching people proper tech-
niques and approaches to recre-
‘ation," said Frieden.

They may start by pitching a ball
to a therapist and move on to
shooting baskets. Other patients,
‘including those with spinal-cord
‘and traumatic head injuries, might

begin their rehabilitation with
pool-based activities. The water
has a calming effect and the buoy-
ancy can help people with disabili-
ties stand upright and increase
mobility.

“‘There is a whole range of rec-
reational therapy, including
sports,” said Frieden. "We try to
match individuals with activities

Jthey enjoyed before they were in-

jured."

Recreational activities are im-
portant, said Frieden, since they
help self-esteem and provide a
sense of accomplishment. [
‘"A disability doesn't have fo
mean the end of an active life," he
said. "With proper guidance and
modifications, many people can
participate in virtually any activ-
ity."
