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Deadline For Entry In 
Festival Pageant Nears 

THE WATER LEVEL AT MILLER CREEK RESERVOIR rose from 28.37 feet on April 16 to 34.54 feet on April 
23, thanks to the more than 5 inches of rainfall last week. This 6.17 feet rise calculates to over 12,340 acre feet of water 
caught during the week, or to put it into laymans terms, over 4 billion gallons, according to Dolan Moore, Municipal 
Water Authority manager. During fiscal year 1989, some 411 million gallons of water Was pumped from Miller Creek 
for Water Authority use. At the present time, Moore reports that 30 million gallons a month is being pumped and that 
figure to increase to more than 50 million per month during the summer months. Stock tanks around the area are also 
filled to capacity and pastures have greened up, which makes livestock producers happy; however on the other side of 
the coin, vegetable producers have seen some loss in their potato acreage because of fields under water and wheat 
farmers may be looking at damage to that crop if drying weather conditions don't come within the week. The continued 
rains have also caused problems for the cotton farmer. With the uniform planting date only a few weeks away, local 
growers are pressed for time in getting the needed herbicides down and the fields prepared for planting.

Except for some really dry years 

when the Texas prairie has resembled 
the Mojave Desert, rains have always 
fallen in the spring. We expect them. 
We plan on them. April showers, 
after all, bring May flowers - not to 
mention careless weeds, wild rye, 
and mosquitoes - but goci! grief! 
Enough is enough! 

"Oh, hush," somebody will say 
when anybody gripes about wading 
water up over her ankles just to get to 
work. "In August you'll be wishing 
for some rain." 

And we will, because we all tend to 
wish for whatever season we're Ea 
having. Tommy is the worst. 

"I can't take this heat," he says in 
mid-August, sitting under the ceiling 
fan with a glass of iced tea. "I'll be so 
glad when winter gets here." 

Then winter comes and there he 
sits in front of the fireplace in a pair of 
thermal undenvear anda flannel shirt. 

"I'm so tired of this cold weather I 
could die," he complains. "I wish 
summer would hurry and get here." 

It's hard to imagine right now that 
we'll ever be tired of sunshine. Con-
stant rain is not so bad when you can 
curl up with a good mystery novel 
and a cup of hot coffee. But, try 
staying cooped up in a classroom 
with 17 exuberant first and second 
graders while the rains beat down on 
the roof and the thunder rumbles. 

I have a PE class and so far this 
pring, it's been too cold or too wet to 
)lay outside, so we've had to go to the 
gym almost every day. We have a 
....overed sidewalk all the way from 
the classroom to the gym so that 
shouldn't be a problem. No problem? 
With 6 and 7 years olds? 

"Stay on the sidewalk," I always 
instruct before we leave the room. 
'Don't get out in the rain or step in 
puddles and get your feet wet." 

Four steps from the door - "Mrs. 
Greenwood, Jessica's walking in the 
rain." 

"Jessica, get back on the sidewalk." 
Four more steps. 
"Mrs. Greenwood, Chris pushed 

me in the water," and there stands 
David wet up to his knees, trying his 
best to conceal a look of sheer pleas-
ure. There was really no place he'd 
rather have been than in that puddle 
of water. 

"Chris, why did you push David 
into the water? Now, his tennis shoes 
are wet and his feet will be cold all 
day.,, 

Chris shurugs his shoulders. Why? 
Because the puddle was there and 
because David probably said, "Ill bet 
you can't push me in the water." 

Maybe downpours in our area are 
such a topic of interest because they're 
really kind of unusual. I can only 
remember' a few times when we've 
had a really earth soaking deluge, but 
I've heard my mother talk about the 
devastating flood in 1930 that caused 
gentle little Miller Creek to go on a 
rampage, washing away a home near 
its banks. A wall of water came roar-
ing down in the night and caught the 
house in its wake, drowning an entire 
family. 

In about 1979'; just as people had 
decided the Miller Creek Resevoir 
would never fill, the rains came and 
filled the lake within two days, cov-
ering spillways, flooding roadways, 
and even drowning cattle whose car-
casses were found in tree tops when 
the water went down. 

In about 1955 or '56, rains had 
poured down for days, flooding the 
countryside. The Brazos had 
overdflowed its banks and the rickety 
old bridge that spanned it out north of 
Goree was in danger of collapsing. 
Somehow, a cow had been caught in 
the high waters somewhere near 
Rhineland and was being swept 
downriver in our direction. Tommy

and I joined the dozens of people who 
had gathered on the riverbank as area 
cowboys readied their ropes in an 
effort to rescue her as shc canne down. 
Thewter over the old bridge made it 
toei dangerous for the cowboys to 
walk out onto it, so they waited on the 
bank as close to the raging water as 
they dared. 

Finally, she came into sight, bawl-
ing pitifully, her eyes wide with fear. 
The men began to throw their loops 
in her direction, and for one instant, 
one of the ropes caught on the tip of 
her horn, only to be pulled loose in 
the rampaging river. As she came to 
the bridge, she ducked her head be-
neath the surface of the water and we 
all waited helplessly to see if she 
would surface again. In a few sec-
onds, her head bobbed upon the other 
side of the bridge as she continued to 
bawl as if crying for help. Cowboys 
ran along the rough Brazos banks, 
valiantly trying to get a rope around 
her neck, but she was too far into the 
center of the river and moving too 
swiftly for any of their attempts to be 
successful. She continued down-
stream until she disappeared around 
the bend of the river. None of us ever 
knew the fate of the poor cow. We 
don't know if she managed to swim 
near enough to the bank somewhere 
to Aruggle ashore or if she finally just 
gave up and let the rolling, muddy 
waters consume her. 

The rains have ceased at this writ-
ing and never has the sun felt so good 
on our faces. If it begins again, how-
ever, we could remember the lyrics to 
the old song, "Let a smile be your 
umbrella on a rainy, rainy day . . . " 
That's a nice thought, but a smile 
does not do a whole lot to prevent 
your nylons from being splashed with 
muddy water or your hair being plas-
tered to your head as you make a dash 
for your work place. A smile doesn't 
help much when you're considering 
sowing rice on your cotton ground 
and all the fish that used to be in your 
stock tank are swimming around in 
your wheat field. 

Of course, there's not a lot any of us 
can do about it, so a smile is probably 
better than crying. Besides, with a lot 
of sunshine and gentle winds, our old 
earth will soon be back to normal. 
Farmers will get back into the fields 
and homemakers can open all the 
doors and windows to "air out" the 
stuffiness of winter. Little kids can 
run and play in the sunshine once 
again and barbecue grills can be 
cleaned for a new season. Lawn 
mowers can be serviced or repaired 
to tackle wild rye and dandelions that 
are suddenly a foot high. Winter 
blankets can be washed and stored -
sweaters can be pushed to the back of 
the closet. Sheets can be hung out to 
flap on lines and sun tea jars set out on 
patios.

FISHING TIP 
Q:. Do the spray-on fishing oils 

work? 
A: Yes and no. Some fish arc "sight-

biters" while others are "smell-bit-
ers." This means that fish likecrappic 
and bass bite (primarily) at what they 
see. If it looks like food they'll hit it. 
Bass also seem to hit what irritates 
them or to protect a nest. Other fish 
bite by scent. These include catfish, 
most **Smith fob 	 drinct, 
the oils work best_ 

There is another consideration to 
the use of fish oils, though. If it gives 
you more confidence then that helps, 
too. 

Many will argue with my analysis 
of bass and crappie, however. 
Through their experience they have 
found that the oils help. This can be 
explained by the fact that bass and 
crappie can be repelled by bad smells. 
High levels of human scent, motor oil 
and gasoline can keep fish from bit-
ing. (Many unfortunate fishermen 
who have worked on a stalled boat 
motor have found this out the hard 
way.) Perhaps the oils can cover these 
offensive smells and aid in catching 
crappie and bass.

On the curative side, water can 
often help relieve headaches and 
decrease premenstrual bloating.

MESA NAMED TOP FORAGE 
WHEAT VARIETY IN 
DEMONSTRATION 

Over the past four years, a wheat 
variety demonstration has been con-

ducted to determine what variety 
provides the most forage, grain or 
combination of grain and wheat. 

This demonstration is again being 
conducted with B.M. Brown serving 

as the result demonstration coopera-
tor since the beginnng of the test. 

This year's plot was planted on 

September 17, 1989 at a seeding rate 

of 85 pounds per acre using a Great 
Plain dri II. Theactual nutrients added 

to the soil preplan' were 40 units 

nitrogen and 25 units of phosphorus. 
Forage clippings one-thousodth 

of an acre were harvested on March 

to simulate a pull-off date and again 
on April 11 to simulate a graze-out 
situation. Grain yields will be taken 
on the plot used for the pull-off date 
as well as one plot that will be har-
vested for grain only. 

The Mesa variety had the highest 

total yield of forage per acre at 7513 
pounds on an as-fed basis. Table 1 
shows the results of the 1989-90 
demonstration as well as the nutritive 
values for each variety.

SPRAY PECAN TREES 
WITH ZINC NOW 

As spring is approaching, home-
riers with pecan trees and pecan 

orchards should begin the spray pro-
gram to 3,.ist in making a high qual-
ity harvest this fall. 

Pecan trees should be supplied with 
some type of zinc each year. As a 

matter of fact, zinc is the limiting 
factor in production of pecans. There 
arc many types available. These in-
clude zinc sulfate, Zn Special and 

chelated zinc. These are all foliar 
sprays that should be applied using a 

high pressure sprayer. Two to three 
applications at two-week intervals

This type of zinc source is themost

Another type of zinc that may he 
used is a zinc implant. 

These work well with homeown-

ers as they are applied one time Per 
year by drilling a hole into the tree 

and placing the implant where the 
cambium layer can take the zinc and 
spread into the rest of the tree. Oscar 

Mangis of Knox City conducted a 
zinc demonstration last year and the 
implant showed to have the highest 
concentration of zinc in leaf analysis. 

Though this method may be the 
easiest for homeowners to use, it is 
fairly costly as implants costapprox 
mately one dollar each. 

This zinc source is not economi-
cally feasible for commercial or-
chards. 

Anotherzinc source for homeown-

ers is a soilapplied zinc source.Ruffin 
Chemical Company has released a 

chelated zinc which can be applied 
around the drip line and tilled or 

watered into the soil. The rates vary 
based upon the need for zinc.

The Farmers Home Administra-
tion is extending its guaranteed loans 
to community -rogram projects, 
thereby expanding its lending abil-
ity, according to Neal Sox Johnson, 
FmHA State Director.
