April is Child Abuse Prevention Month 
April marks many important 

events on the calendar. The 
weather is warming up and chil-
dren are beginning to once again 
explore the out of doors. April is 
also the month that is used to help 
educate the public about Child 
Abuse and is designated as Child 
Abuse Prevention Month. 

In Knox County the statistics for 
child abuse are on the rise. In 1998 
there were only 2 investigations of 
alleged child abuse in the county. 
In 1999 there were 13 investiga-
tions and in the year 2000 the num-
ber in Knox County rose to 22. 

Child Abuse comes in many 
forms. The two most common as- 

pects of abuse are physical and 
sexual abuse. But abuse can also 
occur in the forms of physical ne-
glect and neglectful supervision, 
medical neglect, emotional abuse, 
refusal to assume parental respon

Last week we defined some tax-related terms and 
explained that excess taxes collected belong to the 
taxpayer not the tax collector. We also described 
how tax rate cuts increase revenue. This week we'll 
continue the discussion of how tax issues affect both 
taxpayers and the economy. 

• High tax rates kill incentive. Recent history (the 
economy after World War II) teaches us that in the 
long-term, high tax rates tend to both drain and slow 
the economy. The only thing more harmful than high 
tax rates is high progressive tax rates. 

Follow me with this example. Take two profes-
sional baseball players. Both earn $1 million per 
year. One is paid a bonus for each homerun he hits 
over 30. He gets $10,000 extra per homerun up to 
40, $20,000 per homerun up to 50, and $50,000 for 
each homerun above 50. Which player has the most 
incentive to excel? 

A progressive tax rate works in exactly the oppo-
site way. The more you earn the more you're forced 
to give back. The harder you work the less you get 
to keep. This is "disincentive." 

In a fair tax system, people who earn more should 
pa% more. If you earn twice as much as I do, you 
should pay twice as much in income tax. If you 
earn 10 times as much as I, you should pay 10 times 
as much tax. 

However, with our current progressive system it 
doesn't work that way. If I earn $100,000, I will pay 
approximately $22,000 in income taxes if we ignore 
deductions and exemptions. If you earn $1 million, 
you'll pay nearly $368,000 or almost 17 times as 
much tax because of progressive tax rates both un-
fair and demotivating. 

• This is better than a tax cut. Is there anything 
that could be better for a healthy economy than a 
tax rate cut? Yes, and it would be good in slow eco-
nomic times, too. What is this magic elixir? Good

AUSTIN — The political season is over for a while, 
but another campaign is under way in Texas. Like 
traditional politics, it has to do with power. But in 
this case, it's electric power. At stake is the cash 
that service providers will be able to generate when 
electric deregulation starts in Texas next January. 

It is a complicated issue. 

The Texas Public Utility Commission, through 
Burson-Marsteller, one of the world's largest public 
relations firms, has begun an 
extensive public education campaign on electric 

utility deregulation. 

All this traces to the last session of the Legislature 
and its passage of Senate Bill 7. 

The law provides that beginning Jan. 1, 2002, Tex-
ans served by investor-owned utilities (as opposed 
to cooperatives or city-owned) would be able to 
choose the retail company that will provide their elec-
trical service. These companies are generically re-
ferred to by the PUC as Retail Electric Providers 
(REPs.) So far, 20 have received permits from the 
PUC to operate in Texas, but only four are up and 

running. 
The REPs will buy power from power producers 

and sell it to the consumer at retail prices. The theory 
is that the competitive market will mean lower util-
ity rates for Texans. Some 86 percent of the state 
currently is served by private utilities, so most Tex-
ans will have the option of picking their provider. 

While big money is being spent to help Texas con-
sumers understand this complicated new law, sur-
veys have shown that most Texans know about de-
regulation is what they have heard about the debacle 
in California. Last summer, that state experienced 
rolling blackouts and consumers were hit with elec- 

stewardship. 
I've had the opportunity to observe the business 

practices of a good number of Federal, State and 
local government agencies. The inefficiencies and 
waste are discouraging. While there are some ex-
ceptions, for the most part incompetence is rewarded 
and mediocrity is encouraged. 

Instead of seeking efficiencies, the push is to make 
sure you use all your funds this year so you will get 
at least as much next year. Most ask for more. 

While I'm proud to be an American, and willing 
to pay my fair share of the taxes, I'd be just as proud 
to pay a lot less. And, in my opinion, we could eas-
ily cut government spending if the system were de-
signed to reward superior performance and reduce 

• waste. 
I believe we can apply good business practice to 

government operations. It could work like this. 
An office has a $1 million annual budget. There 

are 10 employees and their wages and benefits make 
up one half of the budget. 

They are given this incentive: "For every dollar 
you can cut out of your budget, we'll give you 50 
cents back in your paycheck." They get real cre-
ative and budget conscious. They watch their travel, 
eliminate some frills and focus on results. Without 
reducing the level of service they manage to cut 10 
percent out of their budget. Half of the 10 percent 
($50,000) goes back to the taxpayer and half 
($50,000) goes to the agency employees. Each em-
ployee receives a $5,000 per year raise. 

I'm sure there are some doubting Thomas's even 
among you readers. But I'd bet my taxes this year it 
would work if our Congress had the guts to try it.

tric bills two or three times larger than they had 
been. The state is continuing to struggle with the 
problem. 

PUC Chairman Pat Wood III has said repeatedly 
that for several reasons, the most important two be-
ing a better power supply and a better deregulation 
law, the blackouts and exorbitant bills won't hap-
pen in Texas. 

Because of the California mess, and other factors, 
legislation has been introduced to keep most of the 
Panhandle out of the program for a while. 

Two other pieces of legislation deal with provid-
ing a fall back for Texas in the event problems de-
velop. With 5 percent of eligible Texas customers 
being able to start switching providers as of June 1, 
the marketing already has begun. The most intense 
selling will be in the big markets, Houston, Dallas, 
and the Rio Grande Valley. Folks in rural areas 
won't see much offered early on, though programs 
will expand depending on the market. 

Here's the bottom line: 

Texans who want to go to the trouble of shopping 
around will pay less for their electricity. In Hous-
ton, for example, the average customer uses about 
1000 kilowatts a month. That currently costs a little 
less than $100. New providers will be offering prices 
that will cut that bill 10 percent. That is $120 in 
savings annually for an average customer who wants 
to look for the best deal. Industrial and commercial 
customers, with higher rates to start with, will enjoy 
bigger savings. 

Even though users can get lower rates, for a time, 
higher natural gas costs may make deregulation a 
wash.

In 1996, 
Combs joined the staff of U.S. Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison and 
worked as the senator's state director. 

Commissioner Combs currently serves on the boards of the Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers Association, Texas Wildlife Associa-
tion, Texas Natural Resources Foundation and on the National Advi-
sory Board for Texas Wild. She also has served on the board of direc-
tors of the Texas Beef Council and the Texas Production Credit Asso-
ciation. She is currently a member of the Texas Farm Bureau and the 
Independent Cattlemen's Association of Texas. 

In November 2000, Susan received the Texas Tech University Gerald 
Thomas Outstanding Agriculturalist Award, which honors those who 
have made significant contributions to agriculture. She received the 
award for her work in the Public Service category.

KVRP marks twenty years on the air 
At first, it was just an idea that 

few thought could work. Put a 
100,000 watt FM radio station in 
Haskell? Combine country music 
with local and regional sports and 
first-rate weather coverage? Carry 
farm news and commodity reports 
during the week, and Christian 
music on Sunday mornings? No, 
said the experts, this isn't how you 
do radio. 
. Twenty years' worth of broad-
Casting have proven the "experts" 
wrong, and KVRP is still going 
strong. Station owners, Ken and 
Nelda Lane, and their staff invite 
their friends and listeners to an 
"Open House" at the station go- 
ing on all day, Thursday, April 5, 
with free hot dogs and drinks 
served from 11 until 1. The stu-
dios are at 1401 North First Street 
in Haskell. 

KVR.P!s first teit signal aired on 
April 3, 1981, and commercial 
broadcasting began on April 8. 
Much has changed for the station 
in the two decades since. In 1986,  

Lane bought AM station KDWT 
in Stamford, renaming it KVRP- 
AM. In August, 2000, the station 
changed its frequency from its 
original 95.5 to 97.1, because of 
an expansion of frequencies in the 
Dallas-Fort Worth area. 
' The last 20 years have also seen 
many technological changes at the 
station. The turntables where an-
nouncers once played records are 
long gone, replaced by CD ma-
chines that can hold a hundred 
disks each. Commercials are re-
corded digitally now and fed di-
rectly into a computer, instead of 
being put on tape. Automation 
systems allow totally "hands-free" 
operations during overnight hours. 

Lane says that while much has 
changed since the Station first 
signed on, his basic philosophy 
has not changed. "We're in the 
communication business," he 
says. "That means we have to 
identify a need that is not being 
served, then fill that need. Good 
radio is about serving the needs  

of a community, or in our case, 
several communities." 

KVRP's programming features 
country music. The station carries 
Texas Rangers baseball and Dal-
las Cowboys football games, as 
well as Texas Tech football, and 
men's and women's Tech basket-
ball. The station also broadcasts 
area high school football, basket-
ball and baseball games. 

Lane says he is particularly 
proud of the job the station does 
providing weather coverage for 
this areal To supplement weather 
data and forecasts from the Na-
tional Weather Service, KVRP has 
its own in-house color weather 
radar - the only one of its kind 
between Abilene and Wichita 
Falls. 

One of the newest services of-
fered by KVRP is "streaming" 
audio, allowing Internet users to 
listen from anywhere in the world. 
The address is www.kvrp.com.

Underground Water 
District continues 
to register wells 

The Haskell-Knox Under-
ground Water Conservation Dis-
trict is continuing to register the 
existing wells in Haskell, Knox 
and Baylor counties. Existing 
wells are exempt from spacing re-
quirements under a "grandfather" 
clause. 

The best way to make sure that 
a well falls under this classifica-
tion is to regiSter it. The District 
is attempting to make this process 
as painless as possible. Registra-
tion forms are available at the Dis-
trict office at 135 North Munday 
Avenue, Munday, Texas, at the 
county extension offices in 
Haskell, Knox and Baylor coun-
ties and at the county tax appraisal 
district offices of Haskell, Knox 
and Baylor counties. Wells located 
in the city limits can be registered 

by using the form printed else-
where in the paper. There is no fee 

of any kind to register any exist-
ing well. 

It is important that house or yard 
wells be registered because of 
changes that may be made at the 
state level in spacing and comple-

tion requirements under the Texas 
Water Well Driller's Rules. These 
rules are subject to change in many 
ways. Documentation from the 
registering of these wells will pre-
serve the "grandfathered" status of 
a well from new spacing and 
completion requirements. 

Existing wells may lack the 
documentation that preserves their 
status. - 

It is important that all wells in 
the District be registered, if the 
well is producing or not. Even if a 
well is dry at the present time, with 
the lowered water table, it is im-
portant that the well location be 
known. Any pathway to the aqui-
fer is a potential source of pollu-
tion. Knowing the location of a 
well can be invaluable in tracing 
he path and extent of any discov-
ered contaminant in the future.

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Red Steagall, Don Edwards, &Dan Roberts to 
perform at Scholarship Fund-Raising Dinner 

sibility and abandonment. 

Children who are victims of 

physical abuse may exhibit un- 

usual behavior. Signs to look for 

include reporting injuries by par-

ents, frequent disobedience, fre- 
quently causing trouble or inter- 
fering with other, frequently 
breaking or damaging things, or 
unusual shyness, avoiding other 

people including children, over-

anxious to please, and failing to 

protest mistreatment by others. 

Other signs might include sud-
denly refusing to ptit on gym 

clothes, wearing long sleeves, 

knee socks, or other unseasonal 

clothing which might hide inju-

ries, or showing little or no dis-

tress at being separated from par-

ents. 
Signs of sexual abuse might in-

clude torn, stained or bloody un-

derclothing, unexplained pain or 

itching in the genital rectal areas, 

or evidence of venereal disease. 
Children who are victims of ne-

glect may exhibit the following 

signs: appeared tired, listless, and 

often dirty for days at a time; go 
to school without breakfast and 

often without lunch or lunch 
money; wear dirty or inappropri-

ate clothes; or appear to be alone 

for long periods. 
Children who are victims of ne-

glect may have unusual behavior. 

Signs to look for are: frequently  

absent or late to school; begging 

or stealing food; or causing trouble 

in school by not doing homework, 

using alcohol or drugs, or engag-
ing in vandalism or sexual mis-

conduct. 
In many cases, abuse or neglect 

might have been prevented had 
high-risk families been identified 
early. Certain characteristics are 

often present in high-risk families 

and may be particularly noticeable 

before the birth of a child. 
The characteristics of a poten-

tially abusive parent described 

here are warning signals only. 

Their presence does not mean that 

abuse or neglect will occur, but 

that the potential for its occurrence 

is high. A single or even a few 

characteristics displayed for a 

short time may be the result of the 

normal anxiety a new mother or 

father experiences; however, if 

many of the characteristics are 

present and continue, the parent(s) 

should look for help. 

A potentially abusive parent 
may show several of these char- 

acteristics: the mother denies the 
pregnancy, refuses to talk about it, 

has made no plans whatsoever; the 
mother is very depressed over the 

pregnancy; the mother is not will- 

ing to gain weight during the preg-
nancy; the mother is alone and es-

pecially frightened about the pros-

pect of the delivery; the mother  

lacks support from husband or 

family; a parent is overly con-

cerned with what the sex of the 

baby will be; a parent is overly 

concerned with how the baby will 
perform; a parent feels that the 
child will be one too many chil-
dren; a parent wants an abortion 
but did not go through with it or 

waited until it was too late. 

Signs of potential abuse after 

delivery are: a parent shows no 
active interest in the child, doesn't 

want to touch or hold the baby, 

seems hostile, or is disappointed 

over the baby's sex; after the baby 

comes home, a parent is very both-

ered about the baby's crying, sees 

the baby as too demanding, fre-

quently ignores the baby's needs, 

does not comfort the child when 

he cries, finds changing diapers 

distasteful; doesn't have fun with 

the baby, doesn't talk to the baby, 

says mostly negative things about 
him; and one parent resents the 

time the other spends with the 

baby and is jealous of any affec-

or neglect to be reported. In sub-

chapter B of the code it is stated 
that "if a professional has cause 
to believe that a child has been 
abused or neglected or may be 
abused or neglected or that a child 
is a victim of an offense the pro-

fessional shall make a report not 

later than the 48th hour after the 
hour the professional first suspects 

that the child has been or may be 

abused or neglected or is a victim 

of an offense under Section 21.11, 
Penal Code. The term "profes-

sional" includes teachers, nurses, 

doctors, day-care employees, em-
ployees of a clinic or health care 

facility that provides rerwoductive 

services, juvenile probation offic-

ers, and juvenile detention or cor-

rectional officers.
