April Fools' Day

"April 1 is the day upon which we are reminded
what we are on the other 364."--Mark Twain

How did April Fools' Day originate? The obser-
vance of April Fools' Day started in France after
the adoption of a reformed calendar by Charles IX
in 1564. Until that time, the New Year's celebra-
tion began March 21 and ended April 1.

Even though New Year's Day was changed to
January 1, some people continued to celebrate it
on April 1. They became know as--you guessed it
--April Fools.

The custom of fooling friends and relatives on
that particular day became popular, first in France,
then in other countries. By 1600, the custom was
also widespread in England, and it eventually
spread to this country too.

What's the funniest joke that I ever had played
on me? It happened about 20 years ago. Upon
returning to my office I found a message on my
desk informing me that a certain Mr. Lyon had
called and wanted me to call him. I dialed the num-
ber and the phone rang.

A young woman answered the phone, "Good
morning, San Antonio Zoo." I still hadn't caught
on. ‘I asked for Mr. Lyon, after which she began
laughing in an uncontrollable manner. (Then, I
began to catch on.)

As a matter of fact, after she regained her com-
posure, she asked me if I also wanted to speak to
Mr. Zebra, Mr. Tiger, or Mr. Elephant. She was
still laughing as she hung up the phone.

What's so important about having a sense of hu-
mor? Dr. Denis Waitley says, "What the mind har-
bors, the body manifests." Many psychologists
believe that we can literally "laugh ourselves
healthy."

Dr. Norman Cousins, in his book, "The Anatomy
of an Illness," describes how, in 1964, he was hos-
pitalized with an extremely rare, crippling disease.
When conventional medicine failed to improve his
condition and he was diagnosed as "incurable,"
Cousins checked out of the hospital.

Being aware of the devastating effects of emo-
tions on our bodies, Cousins reasoned that the re-
verse must also be true. Consequently, he prescribed
for himself old Marx Brothers' movies and "Candid
Camera" reruns. He discovered that 10 minutes of
genuine belly laughter would give him at least two
hours of pain-free sleep.

Dr. Cousins recovered, and his account appeared
in the "New England Journal of Medicine." He re-
ceived over 3,000 letter from appreciative physi-
cians from around the world. Thirty-four medical
schools have included pertinent articles in their in-
structional material. In 1978, Cousins joined the
faculty at the University of California at Los Ange-
les Medical School.

Where can we find humor? Everywhere! And
that's especially important in times like these. If
we make ourselves consciously aware of what's
going on around us, we will witness humorous hap-
penings almost every day--at work, in traffic, at
home, by observing our kids, or simply watching
government entities in action. Real life is funny, if
only we will let it be.

Capitol Highlights
Lawmakers eye rainy day
fund for state budget

AUSTIN — Austin gets its share of precipita-
tion each spring, but lately the daily forecast has
included the likelihood of a heat wave of discus-
sion over what to do with the state’s rainy day fund
— use it to help ease Texas’ budget crisis or let it
grow for an even wetter day.

Though the state’s top three leaders have all said
they want to handle the $9.9 billion budget deficit
by cutting expenditures and not raising taxes, 23
of the Senate’s 31 members appeared to be leaning
toward coming up with a funding package of non-
tax revenues rather than resorting to draconian
spending slashes.

Prominent on the radar is the notion of tapping
into the so-called rainy day fund, an emergency
account created by a 1988 constitutional amend-
ment.

“It's my belief that in order to pass an appropria-
tions bill that we can get the votes for in the floor
of the Senate, we will need to use the non-tax rev-
enues that we have been discussing,” said Sen. Teel
Bivins, R-Amarillo, chairman of the Senate Finance
Committee.

If no new revenue sources are developed, it would
take a 12.5 percent cut in services to balance the
budget. State officials have said that would be a
bone-deep cut.

Ways to raise revenue without raising taxes un-
der consideration include borrowing against the
state’s tobacco lawsuit settlement endowment, put-
ting off payment of selected public education ex-
penses and using some of the state’s $1 billion rainy
day fund (a proposal that clouds up Comptroller
Carol Keeton Strayhorn’s disposition.)

Strayhorn’s office administers the fund, but she
can’t prevent it from being used. That’s up to the
Legislature, though it takes a three-fifths vote to
do it.

House Appropriations Committee chair
Talmadge Heflin, R-Houston, has proposed using
the fund, but writing into the budget bill a payback
provision.

Something borrowed....

Best quote of the week was something borrowed,
but still memorable. Gov. Rick Perry, in a speech to
the Texas Daily Newspaper Association, cautioned
against using one-shot revenue sources (read: the
rainy day fund) or bookkeeping tricks to make up
for the projected budget shorttall.

Solving the money shortage by changing account-
ing methods, the governor said, reminded him of
Wimpy in the Popeye cartoon series.

“It’s the same as saying, ‘1 will gladly pay you
Tuesday for a hamburger today,”” Perry quoted ham-
burger addict Wimpy.

If the answer to the state’s financial woes lies in
Popeye, what the Texas economy really needs is a
rush order of spinach.

Northeast Texas search continues...

Though most of the media scrutiny has been di-
verted to the war in Iraq, another concerted cam-
paign continues in Northeast Texas — the search
by state and federal personnel for space shuttle de-
bris.

Two months after the loss of the Columbia, more
than 5,000 people are still looking for pieces of the
lost spacecraft.

Nearly a quarter million acres in 41 counties have
been searched, an effort that has resulted in the re-
covery of 27,537 pieces of debris. And that consti-
tutes only 55 percent of the area needing to be cov-
ered.

In addition to ground personnel, 36 helicopters
and 10 fixed-wing aircraft have been involved. Eight
dive teams, including the Department of Public
Safety’s team, have done 1,083 dives in Toledo Bend
Reservoir and Lake Nacogdoches.

States agencies still involved include the DPS,
Texas Forest Service, Texas Department of Health,
the Attorney General’s office and Iwo State univer-
sities, Stephen E. Austin and the University of Texas.

The city of Edinburgh, Scotland is located on the South Bank of
the Firth of Forth. That is not just a tongue twister but arises from the
combination of two distinctly Scottish words

The Forth is a river system which runs to the North Sea and divides
the Eastern Lowlands from the Eastern Highlands. On the Western
side of the country, the River Clyde is the geographical divide.

A Firth is the Scottish word for a river mouth or estuary. Conse-
quently the place where the River Forth runs into the North Sea is
called the Firth of Forth. Across this great river, two bridges stand.
Connecting Edinburgh on the South Bank to the Kingdom of Fife on
the North Bank. These bridges are much photographed and valuable
additions to the commerce and economy of Scotland.

One was built during the Victorian era and is one of the surviving
engineering marvels of that time. It carries train traffic across the
Firth of Forth. Thus is called the Forth Rail Bridge. Massive steel
girders support the tracks and their traffic of many trains each day.
The bridge is well over one hundred years old and continues to stand
firm against gales, heavy traffic, and the effects of time. Painted and
weathered to a dark orange color the supports and arches form an
unforgettable silhouette when viewed from either side of the river.

Along side and just upstream from the rail bridge stands the road
bridge. Builtin the mid-1960's it's form is entirely different to that of
the rail bridge. Two tall Steel towers support a sweeping arch of
concrete and steel which simply defines "modern"” engineering tech-
niques.

Beautiful in their own right, these bridges are enhanced by their
proximity. Each is a shining example of the times in which they
were built. Their integrity and safety are proved by the history of
many years and countless numbers of passengers and freight loads.
While each bridge is a passive object, they seem to have a life and
spirit of successful conquest about them.

I am struck by that idea applied to human beings. I'm sure this very
newspaper has from time to time run photos featuring several gen-
erations of family members gathered for a historic photo. The lined
faces and grey hair of the elders in those photos mirrored by the smooth
faces and sparse or non-existent hair of the infants. Each individual
exhibits the genius of the original plan and maker. There is endur-
ance in the story of those aged individuals and potential vitality in
the very existence of the young.

I've seen a kind of "bumper sticker” theology which proclaims,
"I'm special because God don't (sic) make junk". How true that sen-
timent is. Each of us is special, formed by a loving Creator and filled
with the potential for love, genius, courage, beauty, strength, and en-
durance. Praise God for the gifts he gives.

Lessons from the
Bear Market

You might think there's nothing positive in a stock market that has
slumped for a long time. After all, the value of your holdings is down,
and you're having a hard time seeing where to invest.
