Texas History
Is Published

Indianapolis, Ind., ‘Warfare in
Texas nearly 100 years, Americans
pitted against Mexicans, battle,
murder and sudden death in the |
Lone Star State are featured tin a
new book published here today by
the Bobbs<Merrill Company and is
hailed as one of the biographical |
“finds” of 1941. l

The book is a colorful biography |
of Zachary Taylor, twelfth Presi- |
dent of the United States, who
spent eleven months fighting and |
camping in Texas, prior to cross-
ing the. Rio Grande for a cam-
paign  that culminated the
bloody clopes of Monterey.

In honor of General Taylor's vic-
tories in Texas, and his intimate
association with the early history
of the state, the publishers have
announced a special limited Texas
edition of ZACHARY TAYLOR:
Soldier of the Republic. The edi-
tion is limited to two hundred and
fifty copies, each copy numbered
and signed by the author. The limi-
tation page for the Texas Edi-
tion is ornamented by a special
design showing the head of General
Taylor, derived from an old medal,
surrounded by the names of the
Texas battles where he won fame.
The Texas Edition will be avail-
able through Texas book dealers.

General Taylor landed at Corpus
Christi from New Orleans, Louisi-
ana, in July, 1845, There he was
joined by some of the men who
later became outstanding heroes in
the Civil War. Robert E. Lee,
Ulysses S. Grant, Jefferson Davis,
and Abraham Lincoln, were at var-
ious times under his command. His
dramatic march from Corpus Chri-
sti to Brownsville, the battles of
Palo Alto and Resaca de la Palma
on Texas soil, and the occupation
of Matomoros and Monterrey are
vividly described.

Connally Urges
Passage of Lease
L.end Measure

Senator Tom Connally in his
speech in the Senate last week in
favor of the Lease-lend bill, call-
ed upon Congress to present a unit-
ed front to those who would de-
stroy democracy and free govern-
ment, and a united front to those
who are rallying and defending
and fighting for their lives and for
free governments,

Speaking as a majority repres-

| entative of the powerful Foreign

Relations Committee, Senator Con-
nally said, “Powerful and militant
forces now arrogantly decree the
extinction of freedom and democ-
racy wherever their armies of con-
quest and plunder can march,
wherever their navies can float,
and wherever their swarming fleets
of the skies can fly.

-“The dictators, Hitler and Mus-
solini, and their totalitarian gov-
ernments, after conquering peace-
ful and neutral nations in Europe
and enslaving their people, whose
only crime was that they had pos-
sessions and they had freedom,
have proclaimed their determina-
tion to establish a “new world or-
der.”

“The dictators speak of democ-
racy and free government with
scorn and arrogant contempt. That
attitude reflects what they will do
when and if they feel their arms
are strong enough to reach into
the western world.

“Great Britain, with superb gal-
lantry, is pouring out the blood not
alone of her own soldiery but of
her civilian population in stem-
ming the tide of world dominion
and establishing a new world order,

“The pending bill proposes to
furnish supplies and munitions but
not men, to Great Britain, and the
other free governments which are
resisting the aggressors.”

Senator Connally in analyzing
the bill disproved the contention
that the bill establishes a dictator.
He pointed out that the bill (1)

does not deprive any citizen of his |

American liberties, (2) it limits
the actions of the President to de-
fend the national defense of the
United States, (3) it sets the term-

| ination date of the bill on June 30,

1943, or sooner if Congress so de-
sires.
