A  wise man said, “ Tell me what you eat and I 
will tell you what you are.”  He might also have 
-aid, “ Tell me what you do with your cigarette 
stubs and I will tell you what kind of a citizen you 
are.”

When driving your car, do you throw your stub 
out of the window ? I f  you do, you aren’t a good 
citizen. Your stub may land in some leaves or rub­
bish by the roadside and start a fire. The place for
such stubs is in the ash tray provided in your car.

When you are smoking in the house and you 
leave your stub in an ashtray, do you make sure it 
is actually out before you leave it? Women are 
said to be the worst offenders in this reaped. Cig­
arette stubs smolder on the edge of an ashtray, and 
sometimes urop off. That is how many house fires 
begin.

When you drop your stub in any public place, 
do you step on it, hard? You should. It might set 
fire to the clothing o f some passer-by. The best 
plan is never to drop yout stub on any floor at any 
time, but use the receptacles provided for smokers.

Good citizenship is simply intelligent considera­
tion for your fellow men. According to the Nation­
al Board of Eire Underwriters, now celebrating its 
75th anniversary, one test of a good citizen is wheth­
er he puts cigarette stubs only ni a safe receptacle, 
and, even then, makes sure they are completely ex­
tinguished.

M EDICAL SC IENCE KINDS NEW WORLDS
Science, in its endless search for weapons with 

which to fight disease, is forever discovering new 
worlds. Such an achievement was recently described 
before the American Chemical Society by two doctors 
connected with great private reseach laboratories.

Ever since scientists discovered that the human 
body can build up immunity against disease, they 
have been working to find precisely how the pro­
cess works. The new discovery involves a further 
use of the electron microscope which employs elec­
trons in place of visible light and gives a hundred 
times more detail than the best optical instrument. 
With this instrument, the doctors were ablee not only 
to see the large molecules in the body, but could ; 
even watch reactions between molecules o f various 
types. It is these reactions which produce immunity 
to disease.

•As a basis for their studies, the doctor* pro­
duced in rabbits an artificial immunity to tobacco 
mosaic virus. They then succeeded in photograph­
ing the virus which had been attacked by antibodies 
(the disease-fighting organisms in the blood) from 
the rabbits' blood stream. So clear were the photo­
graphs that the actual manner and extent of the at­
tack could be determined.

So science takes another step forward a step , 
fraught with possibilities for improved health and 
greater freedom from disease. Here in America 
private medicine is leading the world in the fig it 
against the greatest of killers bacteria.

Scriptures in more than 200 different languages 
are needed by the Society's w rkcr> who, today, arc 
found distributing the Word in 40 foreign countries.

Remembering the word o f the 1‘salmist, "H e 
sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them 
from their destructions," the American Bible Society 
has bestirred itself anew to wrestle with the world­
wide urgency of greatly increased distriliution o f the 
Holy Senpturcs, that more multitudes might learn 
therefrom that “ perfect love casteth out fear.”

Ita distribution since 181t> has approximated 
806,555,700 Bibles, Testaments and Portions a laig- 
figure, but very «mall in proportion to the number f 
human hearts who should have been and still need to 
be reached with God's Word. The Hible Society is 
growing steadily and vigorously, its very responsi­
bilities preventing it from resting on its years or da 
laurels. It is facing up to the grave situations cre­
ated by the war emergencies, in other countries, and 
in the words of the Society's president, John T. 
Martson, “ We have only made a start.”

STRIKE— W H ILE THE IRON IS COLD?
We have had a lot o f talk about whether or not 

-trikes were causing much havoc in the defense pro­
gram, but until recently we haven't had very much 
in the way of calm and authoritative figures. Now 
the National Association of Manufacturers has is­
sued some statistics on defense and other strikes 
that should sweep a number of unsupported declara­
tions into the discard.

The N. A. M. study shows that total number of 
man-days lost from strikes in the first three months 
of this year were more than three times as great ns 
for the same period in 1940. In all, 3,022,918 man- 
days were lost in January, Februay and March >f 
this year; and of this total, 1,578.000 man-days were 
directly in defense industries.

The time lost in those industries would have 
been enough to equip about 1,402.480 American sol­
diers with the latest Garand rifles, or to provide 
more than five billion rounds of ammunition for 
those rifles. Seen in those terms or in any others 
the hurni done can hardly be minimised.

The great danger lies in the attitude o f some 
who continue to claim, in the face of the evidence, 
that the number or result of strikes in defense is 
really not very important. The figures knock tha' 
complacency galley-west.

Defense is either vital or it isn’t. The Ameri­
can people think that it is. and will be paying bil- 
loins in taxes to support their belief. In the light 
o f that stand, there is an all-important need to work 
out soolutions for any problems that arise without 
recourse to strikes that cripple our all-out effort for 
national defense.

AM ERICAN CITIZENSHIP

College Station— United States 
farmers produce more wheat than 
the home market is able to use. 
Charlie L. Thomas, state- A A A 
committee in an ami wheal farmer 
from Pampa, .says in pointing out 
that large supplies of wheat are 
expected to make marketing quo­
tas necessary for handling the lb- 
41 crop.

During the i>ast 18 y -ars. the 
committeeman declared, farmers 
have produced an average of 109,- 
000,000 bushel.' of wheat mure than 
was consumed in this country. Ex­
ports have furnished an outlet for 
much of the wheat produced abox< 

domestic needs, hut since the out­
break of the present war, wheat 
exports have been almost entirely 
cut off.

As a result of the wur, wheat has 
piled up in th;s country until tht 
total supply for the 1941-42 mar­
keting year is expected to be nearly 
one and a quarter million bushels, 
Thomas said. This is almost enough 
wheat to meet this country's needs 
for two years.

For Commissions

All licensed physicians and sur­
geons who are Selective Service 
registrant* were urged today by 
General J. Watt P»g*‘ . State Se­
lective Service Director, to »Pt“ > 
for commission in the Medical Re­
serve Corps.

“ There is a shortage of physi­
cians and surgeons in the Medical 
Corps.”  Gen. Page said, “ and such 
registrants can serve their coun­
try better as medical officers than 
as’ inductees for military training.

The W a r  Department recently 
announced several thouaund vacan­
cies in the (Medical Corps Reserve 
and that physicians and surgeons 
commi*sioned would 1m1 given the 
grade of First Lieutenant.

General Page suid that Texas 
local hoards have liecti instructed 
to see that while no practicing 
dcotor whose services are neces- 
sary to his community in inducted 
for military training, the require­
ments of the armed forces for phy­
sicians ami surgeons must also be 
filled.

“ Cooperation with the War IV- 
partme.it in its procurement pro­
gram," he said, “ makes it partic­
ularly desirable right now that we 
avoid inducting m e n who h a v e 
made application for a commission 
and who qualify as medical o ff i­
cers, and thereby serve both the 
Army and themselves to better ad­
vantage.

General Page pointed out that 
where such registrants do nut take 
advantage of this opportunity to 
be commissioned, and i f  they are 
placed in Class 1-A, they will be 
inducted for military training un­
der the Selective Service Act.

It is believed that the ef­
forts now being made to accustom 
the children to early und regular 
dental care will prevent the «level- 
opment o f conditions similar to 
those now influencing the rejection 
o f draftees. I f  it do«-* this, it will 
also result in the improved health 
o f our adult population whether or 
not a national emergency is faced. 
“ And good teeth in healthy bodies 
are a* essential in normal as in 
«•mergency periods.”

The high prevalence of faulty 
dental conditions among draftees 
when they report for physical ex­
aminations is ciU'd by Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, stati* health officer, as 
emphasizing the need for early and 
regular dental care for children — 
both at home and under profession­
al supervision.

Doctor Cox stated that dental 
disease has resultisi in the rejection 
of as high as ten per cent of the 
draftees for regular military ser­
vice. He attributed these dental de­
fect* to failure o f the draftees to 
avail themselves of dental can- 
even when properly advised «lur­
ing childhood. Another probable 
factor was the period of economic 
depression, during which a great 
deal of needed preventive dental 
service was allow«'d to go unat-1 
tended.

“ When the majority of the pres-1 
ent draftees were o f elementary I 
school age, there was little or no 
development o f  th e  present-day I 
dental school health program. Th > 
programs, still not a* nearly uni­
versal as they should he, aim at ] 
the double goal o f educating the 
child in the importance of good 
teeth and securing needed dental

American Bible Society Publishes
The Scriptures In 65 Languages

Four volume* o f Scriptures ev­
ery minute, day and night, for the 
last 12b years is the record of dis­
tribution made by the American 
Bible Society which celebrated its 
125th anniversary recently.

The Bible Society began its work 
in 1816 in the upper room of the 
office of a printer on Nassau St. 
Today, from a six-story building 
on one of New York’s busiest cor­
ners, the Society has grown to a 
national and international organi­
zation. conducts its activities thru 
14 offices in the United States, 
and 32 foreign offices and distri­
bution centers serving more than 
40 countries.

Through all the busy years of
expansion, the American Bible So­
ciety has held faithfully to its or­
iginal purpixse, to promote a wider 
circulation o f the Holy Scriptures, 
without note or comment. This in­
volves three processes, translation, 
publication and distribution o f the 
Scriptures.

Into Many Tongu»w
During this 125 years the Bible 

Society has been the sole publisher 
of the Scriptures in .65 language* 
in Asia. Africa, the Americas ami 
the Pacific Islands. In addition to 
this, the Society has joined with 
other Bible Societies or published 
some text or format not otherwise 
obtainable, in 79 different lan­
guages and dialects. There are 93 
more languages in which the So­
ciety has distributed Scripture- 
purchased from other publishers, 
making a total of 237 languages 
and dialects in which the Society 
has distributed God’s Word. The 
ncord continues to grow, for there 
were in process o f translation, at 
the end o f 1910, New Testaments 
for the Queehua Indians o f the 
Andes, Scriptures for other Indian 
tribes of Guatemala, for the more 
remote peoples o f the Philippines, 
aim f"r  the Aymara Indian.* of Bo- 
llv ia.

Printing Ihe Scriptures
In order to provide Scriptures 

at a price that he can afford t » 
pay and in the language he speaks, 
the Bible Society, from the Imgin- 
ning, has closely supervised toe 
pr »cesses o f production. The pro­
gram i f  1940 was a very at u\> 
one. Several o f the volume* were 
; reduced l»ecai.*e o f the » v  emi r- 
v ncv. Specal edition* o f New Tes­
taments s i ' "  ordered for t'e Army- 
Navy and A ir Force. For .i»c in 
tht Dutch East Indie*, and for 
war prisoners in Europe -nd Can­
ada, Gospels in the appropriate 
language* were printed.

Whenever there is a war, the 
Society’s records show that there 
is an increased demand for the 
Holy Scriptures, and thi* held true 
«luring 1940. The numlier o f New 
Testaments issued from the Bible 
House, in New York, was the lar­
gest since 1921.

With the close of 1940 the Thul- 
and Agency o f the Society round* 

out 50 years. It wa* a notable year 
because, in spite of war condition- 
arid war prices, a reprinting o f the 
entire Bible wa- completed. The 
Thai type ha* hitherto taken a* 
much space for one line as the ro­
man does for three, hut the re­
vised type, occupying far less space 
make* pos*ible a much smaller 
•ook. With the publication o f th« 

Bible, a “ pocket”  size New Testa­
ment and single Scripture portions, 
the 50th year printing program in 
Thailand exceeded 12,000,000 page* 

Distributing the Hook
1910 marked the completion of 

10 year* of the establishment o f 
the Society’s agency for w o r k  
among the Negroes o f the United 
States, It was, also, one o f the 
hugest in distribution of .Scriptures 
to the Blind, a work the Society 
has been rendering since 1835. In 
addition to supplying emtiossed vol­
ume* in various systems, the So­
ciety distributes Scripture Talk­

ing Book records, for those unable 
to read any embossed system.

In the establishment o f friendly 
neighbor relations to tri south, the 
Rinle car. play a large part. The 
uemand for more Scriptures from 
Latin America has echoed from 
«very corner. The growth o f the 
evangelical churches t.nd their mis- 
.lonary activities, together with 
awakening spiritual d-«i"es, ar • 
factors in this situation.

In the faee of widespread ami 
mountainous obstacles, China’s cir­
culation for 1940 excee :ed th.it of 
the year before. Th«- hunger for 
Scripture* in Ch: .a increases con­
tinually. To met this situation the 
Bible Society took extrem* mea­
sures. Matrices ,or prir.tlog plates 
were sent by a'r to \\e*t China. 
Trucks were purchased to carry 
large loads from *h« coast to the 
f .r interior. Bom; »nipments we.it

p the famous Burma ItouJ. Othi r* 
trickled into distant prrovin e* by 
the steady aim adio't o|elation of 
,lu Chinese 1‘o it Oi’fi.-e. Moulting 
c«-t* for printin '  materials and 
f i r  transportation wir* oi:ly ex­
ceeded by tht ’ !.>'• •’ ) determina­
tion that the S - p ti.iei n . it  get 
through.

T h e  Great Bible Societies i n 
! Britain and on the Continent have 
1 In-fore thus carried on three-fourths 

•>f the missionary Scripture dis­
tribution throughout the world. 
Much o f this work is at present 
eut o ff and the British Society is 
encountering increasing obstacles 
to a continuance o f its usual ser­
vice. Th«- American Bible Society, 
in its historic 125th year, must ex­
pand its services beyond anything 
it ha* done in former years, to fill 
these yawning gaps.

Closing Date 
Of Cotton Stamp 

Plan is Mav 15
June 15 is the closing date for 

• signing applications for cotton 
stamps, stated County Agent Wal­
ter Rice. Every cotton farmer in 
Knox county is eligible for $25 in 
cotton stamps if his cotton acre­
age is voluntarily reduced to earn 
this payment.

The payment is computed at the 
rate o f 10 cents per pounds fur ad­
justed yield per acre. On a farm 
with a yield o f 150 pounds per 
acre, the farmer could earn a stamp 
payment of $15 per acre up to the 
$25 limit per farm family. Th.i 
land taken out o f cotton to qualify 
for the stamps may be planted to 
feed crops and sold or used on the 
farm.

Most retail dry goods stores will 
qualify to handle the cotton stamps 
when made available to the farmer.

The surplus marketing adminis­
tration is in charge of the cotton 
stamp program. The program was 
started in an effort to reduce the
