An order raising the minimum 

charge for water in the City of 
Munday* was passed last Tuesday 
by members of the City Council.

This move is necessary, the coun­
cil explained, in order to pay for 
repairs to the city well and the 
purchase o f new pumping equip­
ment, etc. This come* as a result 
of the recent floods which dam­
aged the well and made the pur­
chase of n«-w equipment necessary.

The minimum rate, which was 
$1.50 per month, will be raised to 
$2.00 per month, effective with the 
August 1st billing, the council said. 

No More Free Water
Rates above the minimum will 

remain the same. The first 6,000 
gallons, which is the minimum 
charge, will lie billed at $2.00. The 
next 5,000 gallons is at the rate 
of 10 cents per 1,000 gallons, and 
all over this amount at 6 rents per 
1,000.

The council pointed out that no 
more free water can be furnished 
on water above the minimum.

ELEVEN MEN WHO KNOW 
They’ve been over in battle-torn Europe, these 

American w a r  correspondents, an d  seen modern 
tanks crash through defenses manned by free men 
who were brave e n o u g h ,  but simply didn’t have 
enough modern equipment of their own to halt the 
aggressors. Now they have returned to this coun­
try, and there is no one with a clearer realisation 
that airplanes and tanks and guns are needed to 
make a nation safe in today's chaotic world.

Over there in the midst of war, the machines 
were either there or they weren’t. All too often 
they weren’t. Now the reporters are here in the 
United States, they have time to pause and ask a 
few important questions: “ 'Where do the machines 
come from ? Are we making sure that America will 
have enough of them to make its defenses unassail­
able ?"

The answer to the first question is. of course, 
that industry must make the equipment, and so, 
through an arrangement made by the National As­
sociation o f Manufacturers, the eleven noted corres­
pondents are making a tour by air of the leading 
defense plants o f the nation. There they find the 
strong affirmative answer to their second query.

The articles these men are writing for their 
own newspapers and services are giving the public 
the facta, which show how determinedly industry 
has attacked the biggest production job in all his­
tory. The stories are big news because the people 
who sre writing them know the mesning of defense 
in its very broadest terms. They are just as big 
news in that they will give the people of America 
the best possible chance to see the central fact — 
that only industry can do the work of defense pro­
duction, and that in reality industry represent, the 
main line of national defense.

It is that fact above all other, which surety- 
needs driving home until it becomes part and parcel 
o f all public thinking on the key subject of Amer­
ica's security. Viewed thu., in perspective, it is hsrd 
to overestimate the value of hearing these eleven 
men report on the plants o f America, whence come 
the guns ami tank, and planes for defense.

There afe others who believe the government 
can follow its old policy of forcing Federal secur­
ities on the banks. But this, long enough continued, 
breeds still another kind of inflation credit infla­
tion— which in the long run can be disastrous to a 
country.

W’hat it all comes down to is that that part if 
the defense program which cannot be financed by 
taking it out of current government revenue must 
be financed by borrowing directly from the people. 
That is why the Treasury is issuing special defense 
bonds now and why the nnation’s banks, without

Southern Baptists to Raise
$300,000 For Soldiers’ Work

The Southern Baptist Clflivtn- | 
tion, composed of more than 25,000 ( 
Baptist churches and a combined | 
membership of more than 5,000.000 
people, has instructed the Homo 
Mission Board, located at Atlanta, 
Georgia, to promote the religious 
work in connection with the army 
ramps, navy bases, marine stations, 
air corps and CCC camps. Al­
though Texas Baptists have been 
promoting religious work in all of 
the army camps in Texas, they will 
cooperate with Southern Baptists 
in the promotion of the religious 
work among the soldiers through­
out the nation.

Dr. W. W. Melton, general secre­
tary of the Baptist General Con­
vention of Texas, with headquar­
ters in Dallas, made the following 
statement in a meeting in Dallas 
this week:

“ The world at its worst needs 
Christianity at its best. While 
the United States is making prep­
arations to defend itself, the young 
men who are in government service 
need to fortify themselves by trust­
ing Jesus as Savior and L*»rd.” 
Dr. Melton also said, “ While our 
young men are receiving training 
to be soldiers of our government, 
they should receive the love of 
Christ in their hearts and thus be­
come soldiers o f the Cross and en­
list in the Christian army with 
King Jesus as their Commander.”

The time set by Southern Bap­
tists to raise the $300,000.00 is 
July 27th. All pastors of all Bap­
tist churrhes in the South will be 
invited to participate in this move­

ment. It has been suggested that 
on July 20th all pastors use as 
their subject, "Our Responsibility 
to Our Government-Unlisted Men."

Texas Baptists have been asked 
by the Home Mission Board to 
raise $35,000.00 on July 27th, thus 
being the proportion that Texas 
should raise. Dr. Melton said, 
“ Texas Baptists, 750,000 strong, are 
expected to march down the aisles 
of the 3,2.40 Texas Baptist churches 
and lay their offerings upon the 
altar to take care of our Baptist 
religious work among the soldiers. 
We believe that Texas Baptists 
will raise the $35,000.00 on this 
one day."

Dr. A. C. Miller is the super­
visor of soldiers’ work for Texas 
Baptists. He and Dr. Melton will 
take the lead in the campaign in 
Texas, while Dr. J. F. Lawrence, 
secretary o f the Home Mission 
Board at Atlanta, Georgia, will 
lead the Baptists of the South to 
raise the $300,000.00 on Sunday, 
July 27th.

County Agents.)

I believe in the triple-A program 
for the farmers; have at all time* 
conferred with our agent before 
planning my farm work. At last 
I’ve reached a place where 1 know 
not what to do. Can you give me 
any information on the following?

Is there a penalty attached to 
having too many frogs, on either 
soil-depleting or soil building 
acres ?

Can you tell me how many frogs 
are allowed per acre ? Or if acres 
o f them, can they lie classified as 
either general crop or government
land?

1 am so anxious to know. Per­
haps I can splash out a few of 
them if it’s necessary, in order to 
comply this time with the program.

Something else; is there any re­
striction on the mode of trans­
portation around the fields? If 
not, I will leave my tractor in a dry- 
spot and go back and forth in a 
boat around the turnrow. Will also 
have a boat in readiness to send 
our local committeemen around in 
while measuring my land.

I am especially anxious to get 
our land measured this time. 1 
know we won’t have any trouble 
about my- wheat acreage; perhaps 
none about anything else. Will 
sure need that government check, 
since I probably won’t have any­
thing else.

If it’s possible, let’s get this 
measuring done soon, or all my 
lines will be gone. My row feed 
has come up where the cotton orig­
inally was, so I’m afraid my land 
won’t look as it docs on our aerial 
map.

About those tanking outfits, too. 
Do you suppose one could have 
those draglines fill in holes instead 
of digging them this time? Can 
use several o f them in the field.

One other thing; The crayfish 
are damaging what’s left o f my 
terraces. Can you tell me how to 
exterminate them, or at least how 
to counteract their action?

Can we eat eithed the frogs or

the craw-dads without ixmalixing 
ourselves when they are on gov­
ernment land ?

Will sure appreciate any infor­
mation you can give me on the.su 
questions, and at an early date.

Granite Quarries by C. R. Stolz, the 
proprietor. The huge blocks of 
granite are cut with saws, which 
can handle a chunk 16 feet long, 
eight feet wide and seven feet 
high. The actual cutting is done 
with shot, the saws forcing the shot 
down. The shot are of chilled 
steel and look like the kind in 
shotgun shells. As many as 15 
blades can be used at once but the 
fewer the blades, the faster the 
cutting. For instance, with 10 
blades, the granite is cut at the 
rate of six inches an hour.

At the time of the visit the plant 
was employing 60 men. The com­
pany's three quarries have a vir­
tually unlimited supply o f gran­
ite. The colors are varied: pink, 
light gray and blue or dark gray. 
Among the jobs o f which Stoic is 
proud are the granite for the beau­
tiful Austin Tribune building, the 
semi-circular rostrum in El Paso, 
(presenting a problem because of 
the unusual shape) and the Wash­
ington municipal center group, 
for which 40 car* of granite were 
shipped, one b l o c k  weighing ¿6 
tons. This was so big that it ex­
tended beyond a railroad flat car 
by a foot and a half on each side.

The plant also does sculpturing 
from models, which looked like a 
difficult task to me, but I was told 
that it wasn’t. Impressive work 
along this line includes the New 
London School Memorial and the 
Fannin Memorial at Goliad.

TTie best approach ls for the 
family to ait down together and 
take an inventory of the cotton 
goods on hand, then list needs for 
cotton clothing and for household 
cotton* Mr* lKira R. Barnes, the 
clothing specialist and Mrs. Ber­
nice Claytor, specialist in home im­
provement, both of the A and M. 
College Extension Service, say 
that when the inventory and the 
list are made, the stamp allotment 
should then he proportioned wisely 
between clothing a n d  household 
needs.

Whether families are buying 
I clothing or articles for the home,
I the specialists say these pointers 
I will help spend the cotton stamps 

wisely:
Be sure to take your list when 

you go shopping
If you don't know the price* of 

things you need, get them. Don't 
hesitate to ask questions.

T HE labor unions have made their demands 
upon the railways of the United States— and 
through the railways upon the PUBLIC . These 

demands are vastly larger in proportion than any 
they have ever made. The economical and efficient 
operation of the railways is vital to the nation's 
defense effort.

The labor unions representing engineers, fire­
men, conductors, brakemen and switchmen are 
demanding a 30 per cent increase in wages, 
am ounting to 190 m illion dollars a year — 
although their present rotes of pay are the 
highest in history.

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Aunt in, Texan. -Catching a 26- 
pound paddle cat, commonly, but 
erroneously called a shovelbill cat­
fish, by H. K. Sim», an interior 
decorator o f Klectra, Texas, in Di­
version Lake near Wichita Falls, 
not only created much comment in 
that part o f the state, but caused 
considerable data to be unearthed 
concerning thi« st range-looking 
fish.

The paddle, or snout, of the 
paddlefish is shape dexactly like a 
duck’s bill. The snout on the fish 
caught by Mr. Sims was fourteen 
inches long. The mouth wan about 
six inchest in diameter and the 
hooded gills made the head appear 
almost a foot wide.

i’addlefish formerly were com­
mon, but due to the fact that their 
eggs are used as domestic caviar 
and that their flesh brings the 
highest premium on the eastern 
markets the species is becoming 
more rare each year, the executive 
secretary o f the Texas Game, Fish 
and Oyster Commission points out. 
The flesh of the paddlefish, when 
smoked, t a s t e s  much like stur­
geon. Too, the fish have no bones 
in their bodies, cartilage replacing 
(tones.

Paddlefish, along with gar, stur- 
geon and grindle, have survived all 
stages o f evolution. Each is still 
shaped exactly as it was during j 
prehistoric days when mastodons ! 
and saber-toothed tigers roamed 
the world.

The unusual-appearing fish have 
been recorded us weighing as much 
as 162 pounds. One that size was 
caught in Indiana. It was six feet, 
two inches long and had a cir­
cumference of 4 feet.

Unusual Newt Site
A pair o f ruby-throated hum­

mingbirds picked an unusual place 
in which to nest, according to The 
Dallas Morning News. The nest is 
suspended upon a loop o f wire 
three floors above a concrete patio 
between The News office and an 
adjoining building. Workers in the 
>urrounding offices are gravely 
concerned over the birds.

Apparently oblivious to their sur­
roundings, the birds are going 
about their business of hatching 
babies in a nest the size of a golf 
ball. No mistakes must be made 
by the tiny birds when they try 
t h e i r  first flights. Under them 
is a drop o f three stories to hard 
concrete.

Hummingbirds, especially brave 
during the nesting season, will rob 
spider webs and will attack birds 
much larger than themselves, in­
cluding hawks and crows and are 
practically always victorious î ue to 
their speed.

Mountain Sheep Get Break
Saving the dwindling bighorn 

mountain sheep of west Texas is 
one of the problems of the Game 
Department. Those surefooted 
residents o f the mountain peaks 
got a b r e a k  recently when the 
Yates ranch, within which are lo­
cated the Beach Mountains, one 
of the best ranges of the big­
horns, was leased by an El Paso 
development company, which does 
not intend to run domestic sheep 
or goats on the ranch. Domestic 
sheep and goats are constantly en­
croaching upon more of the big­
horn’s range high in the moun­
tains.

As a result of the development 
company’s policy of not running 
sheep and goats on the ranch, big­
horn sheep will have two and pos­
sibly fhree years in which they will 
be free o f competition for food 
by domestic sheep and goats and 
of their diseases.

The bighorns, of which there 
are, according to a recent survey 
by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice, fewer than 14,000 in the en­
tire country, are far from safe. 
Most o f the Texas bighorns fre­
quently move from the Beach 
Mountains to the Diablo Mountains. 
There ia now only one sheep-proof 
fence between the two oranges and 
the bighorns can skirt it. However, 
more sheep raisers ure moving into

section each year, and it is feared 
by Game Department officials that 
sheep-proof fences will stretch 
across the entire section. Then it 
will remain to be seen whether 
bighorn ewes and large lambs can 
jump it. It is very doubtful if a 
bighorn ram can jump a four-foot 
fence. A former mountain sheep 
inspector for the Department found 
a large ram dying after attempting 
to jump a four-foot fence. It 
got hung on the top wires.

Bighorn sheep are now found 
only in twelve eastern states. En­
croachment of domestic stock and 
over-hunting have depleted their 
ranks until few authorities are 
optimistic enough to believe that 
excellent game animal can ever 
lie brought hack in sufficient num­
bers to ever again allow hunting 
of them.

2 thsp. hutter
After you’ve fitted the dough into the pan for the lower crust 

brush it with melted butter and chill thoroughly.
Sprinkle a little of the sugar, flour and tapioca mixture on the 

bottom of the pastry in the pan. Cover with cherries prinkle a little
more sugar-flour-tapioca mixture over the cherries. Add remaining cher­
ries—and sprinkle the remaining sugnr, flour and tapcca mixture over 
the top. Then sprinkle with cinnamon (if desired) and dot with butter.

If You Want A Sugared Crust
Place the top crust over this cherry filling. Press the two edges of

Chapels Soon 
To Be Erected 
At Army Camps

Fort Sam Houston, Texas -F if­
ty-seven regimental chapel« are to 
be erected soon at Army posts 
and camps in Texas, Oklahoma and 
Arizona to serve the religious need 
of the soldiers stationed there, ac­
cording to Colonel Edwin V. Dun- 
stan. Constructing Quartermaster, 
Eighth Construction 7s>ne The 57 
chapels to lie erected in the Eighth 
Construction Zone arc slightly 
more than ten per cent of the f >5 
that will be built in the United 
States at an estimated cost of $13,- 
000,000. The bulk of the construc­
tion will be handltd under lump­
sum contracts by the Construction 
Division o f the Office of the Quar­
termaster under the supervision of 
the Zone Construction quartermas­
ters.

Each chapei will tie !)5 feet, 7 
inches long and 37 feet wide, and

the construction will conform with 
other camp buildings. Built with 
a slanting roof, the peaks of the 
chapels will be 2!' feet, (i inches 
high, with a 52 foot spire.

Designed to sen  . all faiths, each 
chapel will have a movable altar 
so constructed as to be adaptable 
for use by the several religious 
groups. A series of doors and pan­
els in the altars will provide the 
essential requirements for each 
kind of service. Both pulpit and 
lectern are di -igned to serve par­
ticular needs, and, like the altar, 
both are movable. There are two 
chaplain's rooms, one on each side 
o f the altar.

Entrance i- from the front of 
the building through a vestibule 
with a consultation room on one 
side and a cloakroom on the other. 
From this vestibule, a flight of 
stairs leads to a balcony, where 
the electric organ, with which every 
chapel is to be provided, i- installed 
and where there are seats for 57 
persons.

The main floor will seat 300 
persons. The seats will be of the 
long bench type with a center aisle 
between the two rows.

O’Daniel Flays 
Legislature In 

Talk Tuesday
“(ioinjr to Washiiiifton 

To Continue Fitfht 
For Old Folks”

Shaking before a crowd of sev­
eral hundred citizens who gathered 
on the city hall lawn and blocked 
the street west o f the city hall. 
Gov. W. Ix*e O’Daniel last Tuesday 
made his “ report”  of what is tak­
ing place at Austin.

The governor reviewed many of 
the happening« at Austin, told how 
the people sent ” 104 new fa<-es" to 
the legislature last year and o f how 
through his “ fight for the common 
citizens" they finally settled the 
old age pension question for Texas.

O’ Daniel lambasted the legisla­
ture for not adjourning, stating 
some of them couldn't make $5 a 
day at home and wanted to stay in 
Austin. He display««! a newspaper 
clipping which, he said, stated the 
house of representatives was in 
session If» seconds Monday. “ Five 
dollars u day for 15 seconds work"! 
he exclaimed.

O'Daniel dealt more with hap­
penings in the legislature than he 
»lid on his senatorial campaign. 
In hi« closing remarks, he said he 
was going to Washington to con­
tinue his fight for the old folks, 
pointing out that the old people of 
Texas are entitled to just as much 
money from Washington as were 
the old folks from other states.

“ I guess you folks know I'm go­
ing to be elected!" he said. "All of 
my opponents know it too! They

are not running to be elected now 
. . . they’ re just running for the 
exercise.”

During hia talk, his daughter, 
Molly stepped to the microphone 
and the governor introduced her 
as "my baby." He said Molly 
had her little barrel, and invited 
the citizens to contribute what they 
felt like towurds "this campaign." 
“ We don’t have lots of big money 
contributed toward our campaign," 
he said, "but we have lots of 
friends who contribute what they 
feel like they can."

Twice the governor was inter­
rupted and told it was time to go. 
He commented that he surely hat­
ed to leave this fine place, it was 
nice and shady and he’d like to 
stay ami oat fried chicken, espec­
ially the kind that Mrs. W. A. 
Jung man makes.

O’Daniel didn’t call names in 
his talk, but "reported on" the leg­
islature as a lto»ly. ‘ ‘ Some of them 
wante»l to settle the old age ques­
tion all the time," he said. “ Some 
of them want, to quit and go home 
now . . . but there's not enough of 
them."

Stickers and copies of the W. Lee 
O’Daniel News were distributed 
during the talk, and l ’at O’Daniel 
and his "Hillbilly Boys" enter­
tained with music for about thirty 
minute« before O'Daniel arrived.
