SCRAPE OFF THOSE BARNACL ES !

DEPRESSION OK PLE N TY?

"W hat lies ahead after we have solved present 
day problems? A land of milk and honey or another 
black pit o f depression? Where do we go from 
here?”

In those words NAM President Walter D. Fuller 
recently stated one of the great issues that America 
faces today. True, we are in the midst of an enor­
mous defense program, and defense is still our main 
job. But after defense what? The transition from 
armament to peace-time manufacture presents a 
huge and difficult problem. How well we can solve 
it will depend to a considerable extent on how well 
we prepare ourselves now to solve it.

According to Mr. Fuller, already “ the govern­
ment planners are establishing a shelf for public 
works projects after the war. But that is not a 
solution, any more than it was the way out of the 
depression in the 1930s.

“ What is needed even more than a pantry shelf 
of pills and panaceas is a clearing o f the air as to 
what business and industry can expect in the future. 
Will the war-time controls be revoked* Will the 
power to kil utf any business or industry through 
invoking priorities and prices controls be relinquish­
ed? Will free enterprise be made freer, with more 
encouragement instead of more discouragement? Or 
will there be a tendency to spread the TV A idea 
which the TNBC called ‘ a Communistic germ’ ?

AGRICULTURE IN THE DEFENSE PROGRAM

I f  agriculture is as important m our defense 
program as Secretary Wickard and others tell the 
farmers; if  it is necessary to produce abundantly m 
order that our soldiers and citizens, and the soldiers 
and citizens of Britain can be well fed, why are man­
ufacturers of labor-saving machinery used in food 
production placed so far down the materials priority 
list?

The scarcity of farm labor is not a myth; it is 
an actual reality. Not only have the young men 
been taken into the army, but hundreds of thousands 
o f men who formerly worked on farms have gone 
into industries engaged in war materials production. 
Farm lalor is scarce and high priced. In many are 
it  is not obtainable at any price. This vill result 
in delaye<i preparation for next years crops and in 
the loas of many of the crops already produced.

Manufacturers of labor-saving machines and 
implements report a demand exceeding the supply 
Unless the priority list is revised, they say that pro­
duction will be radically handicapped, which mean* 
a further handicap imposed on farmers who are ask­
ed by the Goverumont to increase thetr yields of all

PLOW l NPEK THE PORK BARREL
The record breaking tax bill that Americans will 

have to pay this year emphasizes once again the im­
mediate need for economy in government expendi­
tures.

Many Americans fail to realize that non-defensi 
spending has doubled within the past ten years. 
Every year since 1031 Washington has spent more 
money than it has collected. Today's rate of tax 
collection is double that o f the peak of the World 
War period. Untold billions of defense spending 
are being piled on a tremendous level of civil spend­
ing. These non-military expenditures have only been 
reduced by a comparatively few millions since the 
emergency began and this in spite o f the fact that 
millions of people recently unemployed as now work­
ing. The government debt has reached gigantic 
proportions and is steadily going up.

This debt has a tremendous effect upon the 
standard of living o f every one o f us. Today the 
average person j>ays about ¿5 per cent of his in­
come in direct and indirect taxes. Every wasted 
dollar- every unnecessary expenditure means that 
he has to pay more money to the government. It 
means that he has that much less to spend for the 
necessities and luxuries that every American family 
needs and w-ants.

Today, when the rest o f us are pulling in our 
belts to help pay for the defense program that we 
must have, it’s time to insist that Washington pull 
in its belt, too. In the past it has had considerable 
experience in plowing under pork. Why not plow

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Austin. Sportsmen looking back 
over the brief white-wing dove 
aeason in South Texas are much 
concerned over the future of this 
bird de.sjiite the fact that the kill 
o f white-wiitg.s this year was rela­
tively good.

Frankly, the Kxecutive Secre­
tary o f the (lame Department had 
not expected such a good kill, and 
weeks before the season opened 
on September 16th it was feared 
the Kaderal govemmnt, which reg­
ulates shooting o f migratory birds, 
would permit no open season at all 
in Texas.

But the Game Warden Captain 
o f the Southeast regions reported 
to the Kxecutive Secretary today 
that 7,545 white-wing hunters, 
driving into the Valley in 2,658 
automobiles, had legally killed and 
retrieved 72,816 white-wings, or 
an average o f 9.65 birds per hunt­
er, during the recent open season.

Notice that word “ retrieved.”

It ’s important to the future of the 
white-wings. For the Game War­
den Captain also reported that at 
least half us many birds as had 
been killed and retrieved, were 
only wounded and left to die in the 
dense brush country that is the 
favored habitat o f the white-wing.

In other words, if 72,815 white- 
wings were retrieved, then another 
38,407 birds were killed but not 
retrieved, or merely wounded and 
left to die. That would mean a 
total kill o f about 109,222 white- 
wings this season.

All o f the above figures are nec­
essarily estimates, for it was a 
physical impossibility for Game 
Wardens to cheek accurately on the 
the number of hunters in the Val­
ley, and other data.

But even a kill of something like 
109,222 white-wings on five ufter- 
noons this season does not impress 
Department officials, or older res­
idents of the Valley. They can re­
member the day when great con­
centrations o f hundreds of thou­
sands o f white-wings virtually ob­
scured the sun as they rose in beau­
tiful flights along the Kio Grande.

Valley residents, it was reported, 
are almost in complete sympathy 
with the law enacted by the recent 
regular session o f the Ix-gislaturc 
which set aside a large area of 
brush country near the Kio Grande 
as a white-wing and chachalaca 
sanctuary. No hunting of these 
birds is allowed in the sanctuary. 
The Valley residents, it was re­
ported, are glad that something is

being done to keep the white-wing 
off the list o f vanishing species.

Hunters too were cooperative, in 
general obeyed all the laws gov­
erning the taking of white-wings, 
and with the exception o f allowing 
too many birds to perish in the 
brush were practically ideal sports­
men. The Kxecutive Secretary re­
peated that every bird killed should 
be retrieved. He said this plea 
would be renewed next year and 
given wide publicity, just as It was 
this year. Many sportsmen re- 
nponded to the plea this year, and 
it is hoped that a movement will 
spread among the Valley folk to 
emphusize this retrieving business 
as one o f the best wuys of helping 
the white-wing back to a semblance 
of its former numbers.

C at Prefers Squirrel Diet
The stray housecat that kills so 

many birds when its gets into the 
wild, and which has been a big 
hair in the conservationist's bis­
cuit, now has another indictment 
returned against him. The Game 
Warden stationed at Angleton re­
ports that Mr. W. K. Pruitt of that 
city has an old tomcat that feeds 
on squirrels. He spots the squir­
rels when they come to a nearby 
cornfield to do some feeding of 
their own. Old Tom creeps through 
the weeds until he is ready to leap, 
and to date he’s been having plenty 
o f luck.

At the right of the picture, tail 
sections are a.1 enabled, complete 
with monocoque, stabilizers, rud­
ders, elevators and control cables, 
and move around on tracks to the 
center. Meanv. lile, at the left, 
skeleton fuscla.es travel through 
assembly stage > on a long U- 
shaped conveyor rail, winding up 
close to their starting point, com­
plete with instruments, controls, 
canopies, wiriny. etc. A  short rail 
section then moves them across to 
the finishing line where they join 
the completed tail sections.

The center wing section comes 
in at the right center of the pic­
ture from the fabricating and as-

sembly departments. Meanwhile, 
at the upper left of the picture, 
on a balcony, another assembly 
line is joining motor with engine 
mount and attaching controls, pip­
ing and other “plumbing.” A 
chain-driven overhead conveyor 
carries the complete engine as­
semblies high overhead to the 
center of the picture where they 
drop from a hoist to the planes 
below. Farther down, outer wings 
come through the paint shop to 
be attached to the ships. Beyond 
that point controls are adjusted, 
final inspection made, and Vultee 
planes roll out of the shop and 
“ into the blue."

Wheat Allotments 
To Be Considered 

. In Planning Acres
Since wheat farmers will vote in 

a national referendum next spring 
to decide on jnarketing quotas, 
Knox county wheat farmers should 
consider their acreage allotments 
when seeding their 1942 crop, Mar­
vin Allen, secretary o f the Knox 
county A A A  committee, said this 
week.

If  quotas are approved by a two- 
thirds vote, farmers planting with­
in 1942 wheat alloments will be 
able to sell the entire crop without 
penalty, hut farmers exceeding al­
lotments will be r«*quired to pay a 
lieiialty o f 50 per cent of the na­
tional loan rate on ull wheat de­
fined as “ excess” wheat under mar­
keting quotas, Mr. Allen explained.

More Pension Money 
For Aged Texans

W ASHINGTON, I). C. Senator 
Tom Connally U day introduced in 
the Senate a mil which would 
double the federal contribution to­
ward Texas old age pension pay­
ments. This bill is in line with 
President Roosevelt’s recent pro­
posal to vary federal pension 
grants according to the per cap­
ita income <»f the States rather 
than on a fifty  fifty basis. This 
will enable the p orer states to re­
ceive proportionately a larger 
share o f federV funds than that 
received by the richer states.

Under tne present act the Fed­
eral government matches the Tex­
as contribution dollar for dollar, 
hut under thi proposed Connally 
hill the Federal government would

dollars for every dollar contribu­
ted by the Texas Legislature. In 
other words, a $45 Texas pension 
payment would lie possible by the 
State contributing about $15 and 
the Federal government contribu­
ting the remainder. Heretofore 
the combined contributions o f the 
Federal and Texas governments 
have totaled a little less than $14. 
but with the same State contribu­
tion the total, would 1m» $22.50 
under the Connally bill. Under re­
cent enactments o f the Texas Leg­
islature, if  funds are available, the 
monthly payments from federal 
and state funds would amount to 
$18.50, but under the Connally 
bill with the same state contribu­
tion, the monthly payments would 
amount to $27.75«
