When big emergency joba need to be done, c«U 

-on private enterprise.
A notable example o f this is found in the cam­

paign to sell billions of dollars worth o f Defense 
Savings Bonds and Stamps.

The burden o f that campaign has been accept­
ed by this country's banks. They are advertising 
bonds, displaying bonds, and talking bonds to their 
customers. They are doing it without a penny of 
profit all the money realized goes to the Treasury. 
They are paying sales promotion and expenses out 
o f their own pockets. And they are selling securities 
in gigantic quantities.

Other industries, such as merchandising, have 
joined in and they too, without profit, are raising 
millions daily for America's arms program.

Private enterprise makes this country tick in 
normal times. And private enterprise builds its de­
fenses in times of danger. Private enterprise in man­
ufacturing, private enterprise in finance, private en­
terprise in distribution and transportation every­
where in America private enterprise is working 
toward the common goal o f national security. That 
means all of us.

EREE PRESS AND FREE ENTERPRISE
The free press, said Grove Patterson, editor of 

the Toledo Blade, recently, “ is the major defense 
that can keep one man or one group of men from 
stealing a government and operationg it in the inter­
est o f a privileged few. The newspaper, not only 
because of its information service, not only because 
of its analysis of national policies, but because of its 
advertising service, is vital to the economic health 
and well-being o f this country.

“ Business deserves to to immeasurably free 
from bureaucratic regulation than it is. No medium 
ia in such good position, so well «quipped, as the 
newspapers to preach and teach the value of free 
enterprise.'’

A free press exists only where free enterprise 
exists. In the total state, the newspaper is o f neces­
sity the voice of the clique in power. It dances to 
the dictator's song. It spreads lies and advances 
corruption in high places. It is used for the selfish 
ends o f the few not for the service of the many.

Here in the United States the free press has 
done a magnificent job of building and perpetuating 
the democratic, free enterprise system. It was the 
newspapers o f America, small no less than large, 
which encouraged private industry. Our electric 
power development, oil production, coal, and metal 
mining, and a thousand and one varieties o f enter­
prise have had the aid of a free pre**. to the great 
benefit o f the public. And this same free press has 
been the first to ferret out and publicize graft when­
ever it appeared in industry or in government.

Socialism would mean the destruction of the free 
press precisely as it would mean the destruction of 
free enterprise in all fields, because it necessitates a 
dictated press and a dictated industry. A* I “resident 
has said, a free press "must be maintained against 
all costs." And the only way it can be maintained is 
to preserve and protect the free enterprise system 
which gives it life.

If Amertoa is to come 
through this emergency without serious economic 
dislocations if the money we earn, the savings we 
have, are to keep their full value those fir«* must 
be controlled.

In Germany after the last war inflation brought 
the value of paper money down so low that the aver­
age man carried his wages home in a suitcase Prices 
were so high that he could often get more for hts pay 
by trading it to the junkman as waatepaper than he 
could by spending it for the things he needesl We 
must make sure that nothing like this happens in 
America.

At the present time Washington ut formulating 
price control legislation. Wages and farm price* 
both influence industrial prices, and if price control 
ia to put the brmJWi on inflation, ail these factors 
must be considered.

A recent poll o f public opinion shows that fib per 
cent of the people believe that wage increases should 
be limited during the emergency. The American 
people know that something must be done, and they 
are willing to give Congress a green light to go 
ahead and do it.

Suppose we haven’t got time to play —even on Sat- 
day afternoons. Suppose we never get another vaca­
tion until this war is over. Suppose we can’t get a 
new car for a few years; or we have to put off build- j 
ing a house; or have to go back to brooms instead | 
of vacuum cleaners."

Suppose we do? Mr. Knudsen says he thinks 
j our way o f living is still worth defending. So does 
i every other American who knows the value o f free­
dom.

I N EM PLOY MF.NT PURVEY

Although many men and women have found 
work because of the current defense production 
boom, thousands o f others have lost their jobs and 
many thousands more may do so in the near future. 
All over the country many non-defense plants may 
have to close because they can’ t do defense jobs and 
can't get raw materials to continue normal civilian 
operations.

Effective action to help avert such a situation 
; can be taken only when all the facts are known. The 

National Association of Manufacturers recently took 
the initiative in uncovering facts when it launched a 
survey o f non-defense manufacturing centers to de­
termine the effects of this “ priorities unemploy­
ment." Results of the survey will doubtless throw 
considerable light on the problems involved and fur­
nish material to aid m solving them.

workers using this method caught 
more than 600 quail, mostly blue 
quail of Southwest Texas, and as 
a result many depleted quail rang­
es were restocked.

Now it has been proven that the 
so-called “ new”  trap, which has 
been in use south of the border 
for perhaps hundreds o f years, 
can snare 200 quail per day!

Briefly, here’s how it works in 
its modern form: A V-shaped “ cor­
ral”  about 24 inches high is set up. 
The fence is made of ordinary poul­
try wire. At the little end of the 
V there is a small opening lead- 

I ing into a rather long but not very 
I high pen. This is also made of 
I wire. Bobwhite quail are eased 
j into the “ eorra!”  and finally into 
, the trap itself by automobile, never 
on foot, to avoid flushing the birds, 
but blue quail are easily forced 
into the trap on foot.

In the old days the Indians and 
| later the Mexicans did not us« 
wire in the construction o f the 

I trap. They piled vegetation or 
used plaited straw or other ma­
terial for the two sides of the V, 
and likewise used plaited materials 
for the pen into which the birds 
were forced. In some parts o f Mex- 

[ ico this old method is still in use.
The Game IVpartment’s Region­

al Gam» Manager for Southeast 
; Texas, and his assistants, are still 
experimenting with the more pro- 

j ductive quail trap, and hope to pt-n 
up over 1,000 quail this trapping 
season, which will start some time 
in November of December. The 
trapped quail can be released on 
areas being carefully managed by 
Game Managers and Kidd Biolo­
gists. in cooperation with land- 
owners. Most of the quail trap- , 
pmg will t>e done in South Texas. !

A huge ttag which Is the first ex
act duplicate of the original “ Star 
Spangled Banuer’’—was presented 
to the city of Baltimore recently 
with impressive ceremonies and it 
Is now preserved In the War 
Memorial Building there.

The original Dag was flying above 
Fort McHenry during the attack on 
the city in September, 1814. and It 
Inspired Francis Scott Key to write 
bis Immortal poem.

In the presence of represents 
lives of historical and patriotic so 
cieties. and of the I'nited States 
treasury, war and navy depart 
ments. and thousands of other per­
sons, the duplicate was presented 
to the Hon. Howard W Jackson, 
Mayor of Baltimore, In ceremonies 
at the War Memorial Plaza.

The presentation was made by 
George B. Sippel of Cincinnati, 
president of the Master Brewers 
Association of America on the oc 
casion of its 3Mb Anuual Conven 
tlon. The ceremonies included an 
address by Arthur IV Sewell, cilia 
tor of the "Flag House" on the 
history of the “Star Spanrled Ban

I ner," the unfurling of the duplicate 
and singing of the anthem by an 
audience of thousands. Colonel Ed 

: win Butcher, chief of staff of th* 
1’hlrd Corps Area, represented the 
I'nited States Army. At ihe conclu 

; slon of the program, the flag was 
carried through the crowd to the 
War Memorial by 12 young women, 
representing the Daughters of the 
Defenders. They were dressed in 
costumes of 1814.

The original flag was made by 
Mrs. Mary Young I’ickersgtll on 
the malting floor of a Baltimore 
brewery and. because of Incorrect 
traditions regarding its site, no ex 
art duplicate of it has been made 

| until this year. Th* original spent! 
cations found in historical archives 
showed that the flag was 30 feet by 
12 feet 2 inches and constated of 
15 stripes and 15 stars The tat 
tered remnants of the original flag 
are In the National Museum in 
Washington. It wn- riddled by shot 
and shell during Ihe bailie, and 
was preserved In the family of 
Major Armlslend. 'in- Fort's Com

Astin, Texa- Now that school 
is under way and the daily routine 
is well established. the question of 
school lunch* - that will be ade­
quate and attractive and will help 1 
to keep the gr wing boy or girl up 
to the mark mentally and physical­
ly, is o f epecial importance. But 
the child’s growth and develop­
ment arc helped or hindered by 
various other things in a child's

daily program.
Here are some o f them as out­

lined by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

"The average school child needs 
from 10-12 hours o f sleep each 
night. A tired child nervous, ir­
ritable child who finds it hard to 
concentrate. Does your child have 
a bedtime that ia early enough to 
insure an adequate amount of 
sleep ?

"Teachers complain that many 
o f the children find it necessary 
to eat part o f their lunch in the 
middle o f the morning. A hungry 
child does not make a good stu­
dent. Does your child have an eda- 
quate breakfast before he leaves 
for school?

“ A hot food in the middle of the 
day prevents fatigue and stimu 
ets the appetite. I f  there are no 
provisions for hot food at school, 
the teacher should place a jar of 
food brought by the child in a pan 
o f water to be heated and served at 
lunch time. Does your child have 
an adequate lunch, one which in­
cludes a hot dish?

“ A well nourished body must 
have certain necessary foods every 
day, such as milk, fruits, vege-j 
table*, whole grains, meat and 
eggs, and cod liver oil. Does your I 
child have an evening meal which 
supplements the other meals of the 
day and provide sthe balance o f 
the food needed during the day ?”
