“What a Man Does For Himself Dies W ith Him— 
What He Does For His Community Lives On and On”—

THE BILL OF RIGHTS AND  TH E  BIBLE

It i* hoped that all personal prejudices and 
party affiliation will be forgotten on Monday night, 
December 16 and that every American citizen who is 
free to do so will listen to the President as he 
speaks to the nation on the Bill of Rights. This 
year marks the 150th anniversary o f the adoption 
of these first ten amendments to our Constitution 
which are our American counterpart to the Mosaic- 
Ten Commandments.

To us it seems a peculiarly happy coincidence 
that Sunday, liecember 14, the day before the Pres­
ident speaks, should be the date of the annual ob­
servance of Universial Bible Sunday, when in thou­
sand of churches and in hundreds of broadcasts, 
including special messages on three of the great 
networks, the people of the nation will be reminded 
of the part the Bible played in the founding uf our 
nation and the immeasurable influence the Bible 
wields in the world today where it is loved and 
honored in practically e\ery nation and more and 
more as the darkness deepens is being sought us the 
only hope of peace and understanding.

There would have been no Bill o f Rights had 
there been no Bible. Once during the Constitutional 
Convention someone complained that the I>eclara- 
tion o f Independence contained nothing original. 
Thomas Jefferson, who wrote it, replied that he did 
not consider that he was to invent any new ideas. 
He was simply to put into appropriate phrases the 
convictions that had led to the Revolution. How 
everlastingly right he was! He belonged to the lat­
est of several generations of people whose thoughts 
in all serious matters had been channeled by the 
great pronouncements of Holy Writ. These con­
victions about men being created equal and endowed 
by God with certain inalienable rights had been 
dMeussed time and time again in the Continental 
Congress and the Colonial Assemblies and the town 
meetings and on and on back to the days when, in 
the sixteenth centry, Englishmen first began to 
read the Bible in their own tongue.

Here we trace the roots of the four freedoms 
that are guaranteed in the Bill o f Rights. They are 
given to the world by Him who said, " I f  ye con­
tinue in my word . . .  ye shall know the truth and 
the truth shall make you free.”

We heartily endorse the suggestions made by , 
the American Bible Society which for >oars has 
sponsored the observance o f Universial Bible Sun­
day occurring this year on December 14, that, first 
we attend the church of our choice on Sunday where 
the Bible will be expounded, second that during the 
day we read a considerable portion o f the Bible, at i 
least one whole book, and third, that we take steps 
to see that the boys fiom our church, our »tree:, 
our office, our community, who have gone into any 
one of our nations' services in recent months oe 
supplied with a Bible or a Testament.

DEFENSE STRIKES ARE SABOTAGE

TIM E FOR ACTION

American defense is being attacked by more 
than Naxi submarines today. We are threatened by 
aggression at home as well as abroad. The "strikes 
as usual" policy of a few stubborn labor leaders, 
who seem to place personal victory above the na­
tional interest, continues to rob us o f materials vi­
tally needed for our protection.

A recent Labor Department report showed an 
almost unbroken rise in strikes since we began to 
produce on a major scale for aid to Britain and 
national defense in mid-1940. During the month of 
July of that year strikes cost us 585,651 man-days of 
lost work. For the four-week period ending last 
November 21 that figure had risen to 1,252,468 man- 
days. The first strike in the "captive coal mines” 
cost a daily loss of potential coal to make steel for 
upwards o f 16,000 freight cans or 32,000 M-3 tanks. 
During the second such strike we lost enough steel 
to build 30 destroyers.

The fact that many of these strikes have been 
called to force a closed shop suggests that the unions 
are using national defense to create a labor monop­
oly with themselves in control of all American em­
ployees. Many people fail to understand the threat 
to our traditional freedom that such a situation im­
plies. They fail to realize that in a closed shop every' 
employee must be a number of the union and pay 
dues to it, whether he wants to or not. They fail to 
real.zc that his employer must fire him and the 
union can blacklist him if for any reason his actions 
offend the union. Once blacklisted, he can't work 
again in any union plant. I f  all the shops in the 
country were dosed shops, he couldn’t work at all.

What has the government done about this cur­
rent wave o f strikes'* For one thing, it's discour­
aged all attempts to amend the Wagner Act or 
othewise to impose any legal responsibility on un­
ions. It has denied defense contracts to the lowest

Faces Senate Test

was the strongest of four anti- 
bill» from which the House to 
chouse. I ’roponent* of the bill say 
it is a straigM-forward. reasoliatile 
provision to deal with strikes in 
defense industries. Opponents of 
the bill have attacked it as radical 
and unreasonable.

The Smith bill provides for a 
.36-day notic* of intention to strike, 
a secret ballot of employes before 
a strike can be called, freezes the 
clos**d and open -hops for the dur­
ation o f the emergency, prohibits 
violence or intimidation of work­
ers on defense contracts, outlaws 
jurisdictional »trikes, provides for 
full financial statements of union 
affairs, prohibits Communists or 
Fascist* from holding office in la­
bor unions, and contains other pro­
visions designed to avoid further 
-low-downs or stoppages of de­
fense production.

In ipport of this (nil. Congress­
man Ed Gossett said on the House 
floor;

"For 18 months we have been 
carrying on a serious economic 
war. a battle of production. Upon 
the sue.-ess of this economic war, 
this battle of production, will de­
pend our chances to escape a »hoot­
ing war. Certainly it is better for 
all our citizens to sacrifice profits 
and unfair economic advantage 
than for some of our citizens to 
sacrifice thejr lives.

"Had the Smith bill been law 
one month ago, the mine strike 
• ailed by John L- !*ewis would not 
have occurred. I f  the Smith bill 
now becomes law, such unnecessary 
and reasonable strikes will not be 
railed in the future, or, at least, 
during the continuance o f this 
emergency. Is*t us not pass a 
m.Ik toast bill.
