The usual drive for the collec-
tion of delinquent taxes for the
Munday Public Schools continues
as in years past during the fall
with delinquent notices and ap-
peals personally from the Assess-
or-Collector R. B. Harrell the next
few weeks.

Looking over the rolls for the
past several weeks it will be no-
ticed that more taxes have been
collected than have been assessed
with delinquent taxes being cut
from around thirteen thousand dol-
fars to about eight thousand dol-
lars the past few years. This is
due to the attitude of most people
and their interest in the school;
also the desire of the board of ed-
ucation and the collector to keep
the colections up to date.

School finances the past several
years have schown the schools here
to be in good condition, both for
local maintenance and for bond
purposes.
