Shelterbelts

Munday, Texas.—How fast do
trees grow” The answer to such
a question depends upon a number
of things, such as the kind of tree,
the care it is given, the kind of soil
it is growing on, the amount of
moisture available, ete.

The rate of growth varies quite
widely. Some species grow more
rapidly than others under the same
condition.

As an example of what can be
expected of some of the trees plant-
ed in shelterbelts under average
conditions and with proper culti-
vation at the end of five years they
attain an average height of: Syca-
more, 12 ft.; desert willow, 10 ft,;
Apricot, 6 ft.; ailanthus, 15 ft.;
soapberry, b ft; Eastern red cedar,
8 ft.; hackberry, 8 ft., and green
ash, 8 ft,

While it does not always hold
true, it should be remembered that
the slower growing trees usually
live longer than the faster growing
species. This is just one of the
reasons that so many different
kinds of trees are planted in the
shelterbelt. That is, the fast grow-
ing tree for quick protection and
slower growing for permanent pro-
tection.
