Sugar Stamp 
No. 8 Is Good 

For 5 Pounds
The Office of Price Adminis­

tration announced last week that 
sugar ration stamp No. 8 will be 
good fur five pounds of sugar in 
th«1 10-week peritai beginning 
August 23 and ending October 31.

While not changing the basic 
ration o f one-half pound per per­
son |x r week, this new ruling will 
enable consumers to make pur­
chase« in larger units and facili­
tate the disposal of five, 10 and 
25-pound packages.

Packages of these sizes were 
put lip before rationing was 
started, and processors have had 
«iifficulty in marketing any sub­
stantia! part o f them because ra­
tion stamps to date have been 
good for one or two-pound pur­
chases. Unless this sugar is sold, 
the OPA .«aid, it would have to 
he repack«^, causing an "unde­
sirable waste of labor and mater­
ials.”

Ktamp**No«. 6 and 7, each good 
for two pounds of sugar, may be 
used until midnight, August 22. 
Stamp No. 7 gave the consumer a 
two-pound bonus.

Undaunted by a hard shower of 
rain, men crawl«?d cautiously but
determined on their bellie^ last 
Thursday night in an effort to 
"destroy” the dam at Munday's 
city lake, east of town.

Recommendation* 
to pharmucists concerning the part 
they can play in National iH-fense 
have been released from the United 
State* Office of Civilian Defense, 
according to Doctor Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, who is serv-

and Emergency Medical Service.

The Office o f Civilian Defense 
urges every pharmacist to regis­
ter with the Chief o f the Emer­
gency Medical Service in his com­
munity, indicating what supplies 
he has available; register with the 
Transport Office of the local l>e- 
fenso Corps any delivery trucks 
avialable for emergency transport; 
register his pharmacy with his air 
raid warden, indicating the tele­
phone and refuge facilities he has 
av ailahle.

Every pharmacist should place 
his services at the disposal of the 
local Defense Council for distrib­
uting literature and information on 
Civilian Defense; inform himself of 
the location and charucer of pro­

COTTON LOAN PROGRAM 
ANNOUNCED

COLLEGE STATION. T.-va- 
cutton farmers will receive loan- 
at 85 percent of parity on th..- 
year’s crop.

Rates on 15-Hi inch middling 
cotton, net weight, vary from 
Hi.til cents in the El Paso valley 
to 16.82 in East Texa- and back 
to 16.77 in the central Texas 
area. P. C. Colgin, state AAA 
commodity loan specialist, has 
announced.

I.nan rates throughout the state 
will vary, he explained, because 
of location and freight rates.

As in previous yi-ars. premiums 
and discounts for grad« and sta­
ple in the 1942 program will la- 
calculated in relation to the loa«« 
rate on 15-16 inch middling cot­
ton.

The average loan rate on 7-8 
inch middling cotton, gros* 
weight is 16.02 cents per pound 
while the net weight ioan ran­
ts 70 points higher to compensat* 
for the lesser number of pounds 
on which the loan i< extended. 
Loan rate for middling 15-16 cot­
ton is 20 points above hte basic 
loan rate for 7-8 inch middling 
cotton, the average price being 
16.92 cents, net weight.

Notes will l>ear interest at the 
late of 3 percent per annum and 
will mature July 31. 1943 but will 
be callable on demand. Loans will 
b«- available until May 31, 1943.

Full loan rates will b«- avail­
able to AAA cooperators while 
noncooperators may receiv* loans 
ut 60 percent of the full rate «n 
that part of their cotton subj«-ct 
to penalty, Colgin said.

“ This addition to the trading 
rules is a much more satisfactory 
plan than was the net-weight trad­
ing law proposed through legisla­
tion,” Mr. Comer explained. “ With 
the allowance established in the 
trading rules, a farmer who takes 
to market a bale of cotton wrapped 
in cotton bagging will have seven 
pounds added to the gross weight 
of his bale, whereby under a net 
weight law the buyer would be re­
quired to deduct 22 lbs. from the 
gross weight of a jute covered 
bale and l.r> pounds from a cotton 
covered bale.”

In addition to Chairman Comer,

War Glider Points To AirPassenger 
And Freight Trains of the Future

NEW YORK The glider has been 
developed h; American industry to 
the point where it is equal in per­
formance to those being trtiilt in 
Germany which has long special­
ized in tile art. When the shipping 
shortage became more acute, the 
Army announced its determination 
to take part of the load in air 
planes. It ordered and program­
med thousands o f cargo gliders, 
and a big glider program is under 
way for the training of pilots.

While cargo is now the ¡»sue. 
combat troop* can use the earns 
type of glider. Big jobs may be 
made (gliders use nearly all noii- 
strategic ma’ eriaU: mild steel, 
wood) capable of carrying the load 
of a large two-engined commercial 
plane. Such craft would have room 
for several squads of triops and all 
the trapping* o f war.

Development of the glider for 
aerial transport of troops and e- 
quipment may pave the way f* r ;» 
far-reachirg revolution ih commer­
cial air trarz*poi". The glider may 
make po -ihle ar aerial freight* and 
passenger train o f the future, per- 
noting slashing reductions in cost 
of carrying air-bourne commerce. 
A given aircraf* engine horsepow- 
er will haul far more load in tow­
ed gliders than it will haul in one 
powered plane. Reliable engineers 
claim a rati o f four-Vi-one is not 
extravagant.

Expert* say glider trains cannot 
yet cross oceans; they are .-low, 
and must follow fuel trails. But 
they car. range the United State*, 
the Uaribean. South America, and 
might reach Russia via Alaska.

The glider It not ju«t an air­
plane without a motor; it is the 
closest approach to a bird tha* 
aeronautical engineers have been 
able to devise, it ran r >me down 
wherever there are 50 feet of flut 
ground. It lands on skid* instead 
of wheel*, thu« »topping quickly.
