Patron* o f all post 
offices are being advised of the 
importance of using V-Mail for 
messages to persons in the mili­
tary service outside continental 
United States anil are urged to 
use the lightest possible station­
ery for other overseas correspond­

ence.

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Steady Increase in Strikes Since 
Pearl Harbor Shown By WLB Figures

Of serious concern to the jiub- 
li? are »trike* in industry which, 
according to War Labor Hoard 
ligures, have shown a steady in- 
crease since IVarl Harbor. The fol­
lowing »trike« during the fir«t nix 
month* of 1042 or since the Haw­
aiian Island« were Imnibed by the
motílese:
The number of »trike* in war 

industries ha* increased from 27 
in January to l!*2 in June, an in­
crease fo 611 per cent. The men
involved in these strikes number­
ed 11,606 in January and 84,775 
in June. The number of man hours 
lost in war production industrie», 
because of »trike*, ha* increased 
from 369,576 in January to 2,037,- 
2-1 in June, an increase of 4.51 
per cent. During the first *ix 
month* of 1!>42, 7,176,.‘Ml man­
hours have been lost in war in­
dustries because of strikes. This 
figure does not include the time 
lost by other workers because of 
the interruption of productive pro­
cesses in plants dependent upon 
»trike-bound suppliers. W h i 1 •- 
strikes are less frequent and in­
volve less loss of time than in 
1041, there has liven an alarming 
increase in strikes since January. 
Many of the strike* in 1042 have 
been jurisdictional dispute- and 
unauthorized strike*.

Strikes on Trivial Issues
Many of the «trikes are due to 

trivial issues, often having noth­
ing whatever to do with hours or 
wages. Nevertheless, these strike- 
over petty issue* are holding up 
important production in many 
places.

Hmphasis is no longci on pro- 
iacted, n a t i onally publicized 
»trikes involving thousands of 
men which characterized the year 
'»41.
Rather, today, hte ‘‘hit-and- 
run type of strike, the slow­
down, and the trivial local issues 
feature «trike news. Even these 
are obscured in many instance* as 
no official recognition is given to 
strikes of shorter duration than 
24 hour».

It has been found that organ­
ized labor, and not the unuffiliat- 
ed worker, is responsible for 
•trikes as is evident in the rec­
ord: 99 percent of the strikes have 
occurred in unionized plant*, and 
only 20 percent of American labor 
is unionized.

“ Work Stoppage» ( annul IV 
Permitted”

On July 21st Wayne U Morse, 
member of the War Iaibor Hoard, 
issued the following warning:

‘ ‘As we go further and furth­
er into this war it become* clear­
er and clearer that we cannot per­
mit any stoppages of work. I don’t 
care whether they are over juris­
dictional disputes or what they are 
over; they simply have to stop.

‘ ‘And if our pleas to Mr. (ireen 
and Mr. Murray tire not suffici­
ent to get them to settle the dis­
putes, I haven't nny doubt that 
hte public will not only look to 
htis board to settle them but will 
back us up in whatever settle­
ments we decree.

“ If we ever do get into n sit­
uation where either one of the 
great labor organization , or both 
of them, fail to abide by the set­
tlement of a jurisdictional dis­
pute decreed by this Imard, you 
are going to find that drasti« ac­
tion will be taken aguin-t any one 
in any labor organisation that tries 
to bring about a stoppage of 
work ove iurisdic i mal disputes, 
even to the application of the lows 
of treason, if necessary.”

At a press conference following 
an automobile tour through Hen­
ry Ford’s expansive new bomber 
plant at Willow Run, the report­
ers leraned that Mr. Ford is do­
ing well by his first women em­
ployees. Mr. Ford never hired wo­
men before, except a few employed 
to wire electric breaker switches 
for automobiles. Ten percent of 
the production workers at Willow 
Run today are women. When 
bombers begin to roll o ff the pro­
duction line, probably in the next 
few week*, the percentage is ex­
pected to go up.

One new field for women in war 
plants i* plant protection, the 
newpu per women found, at tho 
Hudson Naval Arsenal in De­
troit. Twenty-four girls, some of 
the tallest in Detroit, have been 
sworn in as civil auxiliaries to the 
military police at the ordance 
plant. The girls’ job will be to 
escort persons entering tho 
arsenal on business. They w'll 
thu* relieve male guards for 
tougher assignmenst.

In Chicago, the women report­
