In giving the demonstration, two 
white leghorn hens are used as an 
example of two Knox county flock- 
One o f the leghorn hens represents 
a flock when1 laying mash was 
fed and the other hen represents 
a flock where no mash was fed 
The interesting figures of the feed 
costs in producing a dozen eggs 
in the Mash fed flock was 12«’ pet 
dozen, while cost of producing one 
dozen eggs in the grain fed flock 
was 16c per dozen The net profit 
for the flock receiving the ma-h 
was $16.12 for the month of July, 
while the net proift in the grain 
fed flock was only $5-40 for the 
same month.

According to a high army official who comiemtu l 

“ loose talk” and the complaceny of some leaders, 
at a recent Masaing-of-the-Colors ceremony 
financial support given to the government by the 
masses and their ready acceptance o f the few cur­
tailments of their pleasures and comforts, should 
inspire hesitant leaders to take full action to insure 
early and ultimate success in our war efforts. I f  
we fail it will not be through any lack o f spirit 
and willingness on the part of the great mass of our 
people.”

Our present national leadership, under the pres- 
aure o f war demands is forcing the controls over 
our national economy into fewer and fewer hands. 
The tremendous authority vested in the virtual dic­
tatorships over our time, our money, our occupa­
tions, and our lives, carries with it a responsibility, 
the gravity o f which is both awesome and dangerous

With the life o f the nation at stake, a democracy 
bows to the dictates of the war. but with the acquie­
scence of the masses so well expressed by the Army 
spokesman, it is for those who now run our war 
machine to steer a straight and narrow course and 
to us, at wars end, the free economy for which our 
forefathers fought and for which our sons are fight­
ing today.

Out* o f O. Henry’» simplest, but 
amunf; his moat interesting, stories 
is the one about the New Yorker 
who wax intrigued by the phrase, 
“ typical man alxiut town." He de­
cided he wanted to see what a 
“ typical man about town”  looked 
like. He asked the policeman on 
the corner, he asked the bartend­
er, he asked the doorman at a 
swanky hotel but none could tell. 
He was walking across the street

and, next thing he knew, he 
woke up in a hospital, 24 hours 
later- The nurse handed him a copy 
o f the newspaper so he could read 
about his accident ami there he 
saw:

“ An unidentified young man was 
struck by a truck as he was cross­
ing the street . . .  He was a typi­
cal man about town.”

Similarly, I had always wonder­
ed what a writer for the Saturday 
Evening Post was like- Despairing 
of ever meeting one, I wrote nil 
article for the Post myself — and 
found that such a writer was just 
an average kind of fellow, even as 
you and 1-

“ How did you crash the Satur­
day Evening Post?”  is a question 
that has lieen asked many times. 
Well, it was an almost unimagin­
able way the editor of the famous 
magazine wrote and invited me to 
write an article- Established writ­
ers frequently receive such requests

but for an unknown, a newspa­
per reporter way down in Texas, 
it w-as a semi-miracle.

But really not so odd as it 
sounds. Wesley Winans Stout, the 
editor, thought an article or two 
on big. old-time oil booms might 
be interesting. He wrote to the 
newspaper in Mexia, the scene of 
one o f the great rushes, and Barnea 
Broiles, then the editor there (now 
he’s at (¡lade water) wrote back 
that a chap named Boyce House 
had made »■ me study o f the Mexia 
boom- So Stout looked around some 
more, found a copy o f a book of 
mine, “ Were You in Ranger?” and 
then wrote the author, “ I ’m sorry 
you didn’t submit this to us before 
publication as a book ”  That made 
two o f us that were sorry.

The letter invited me to write 
an article on another boom and 
send it along.

Another question that is often 
asked *is, “ Which is the biggest 
thrill— the letter o f acceptance 
from the Post, the check or the 
copy of the magazine which actu­
ally contains your article?”  The

biggest thrill of the three (at 
least to me) was the letter of ac­
ceptance, because once an article 
la accepted, the check and publica­
tion follow In dui course

Your columnist was in Austin 
when the hotel clerk handl'd me 
the letter. 1 turned from the desk 
and tore the envelope open, saw st 
a glance that the letter was a full 
page and figured it was a rejection 
as Stout could have said, “ Yes” in 
a line or two. But as I read on, 
there came the sentence, “ And so 
we are accepting your article and 
will pay you $500 if that is accept­
able.”  Men in the chairs around 
the lobby looked uround startled 
at the exclamation, “ I ’ll be (lurri­
ed.”

Here are some facts recently released 
by the Baruch Rubber Oommittee:
We find the existing situation to be so 
dangerous that unless corrective meas­
ures are taken immediately this country 
will face both a military and civilian 
collapse. The named facts present a 
warning that dare not be ignored. We 
present herewith the significant figures:

Unless Adequate new supplies (natur­
al or artificial) can be obtained in time, 
the total military and export require­
ments alone will exhaust our crude 
stocks before the end of next summer.

Complete Collapse Possible
Tires on civilian cars are wearing 

down at a rate eight times greater than 
they are being replaced. If this rate con­
tinues, by far the larger number of cars 
will be o ff the road next year and in 1944 
there will be an all but complete collapse 
o f the 27,000,000 passenger cars in Amer­
ica.

The Baruch Committee has also made an estimate o f Tire 
Re-l'-apping for the year of 1943 Here’s what it report*:

“Twenty-four million tires will l»e re-capped in 1943 At 
present then- are only enough recappcrs in the United State«
to take care of 70 per cent af that demand."

Heretofore, we have only Been alloted 600 pound* of “ I'-amel- 
tiack" for recapping tire* enough for about 5 day* of opera­
tion. When this stock was exhausted, we had to »end in cer­
tificates for another supply.

The Bauch Committee has made i* possible for us to re­
reive an additional 1,000 pound.* o f “ Camelback” for our stock. 
We have already contacted our County Tire Rationing Board 
and made application for this new allotment.

Repair Service
We now have on hand 300 pound* of cord fabric, 90 pounds 

of cushion gum, 40 pound* o f tread gum and 54 gallons o f 
cement. Shipped to us the first of this week were an additional 
200 pounds of cord fabric, 1 (X* pounds o f cushion gum, 70 pounds 
of tread gum and another 55-gallon drum of cement.

This will «-liable us to give the service that our customers 
need (work that will -land up) for approximately one full 
year.

We were assured by telephone from Ik-nver, Colo., last 
Friday that we'll be able to make our own repair* next ye-ar 
a* heretofore. Tin* assurance come* after erroneous report» 
were made that repairs next year would be made at the tire 
factories, and now we can assure you our »hop will lie operated 

on the same basis next year.

GRANDMA'S THANKSGIVING PUDDING
Do you remember the old Thanksgiving song about “ oarer the river 

and through the woods to grandmother’s house we go"? And then that 
line toward the end — “ Hurrah for the fun! Ia the pudding done?” 
Well, here is just such a spiev fruity pudding as that grandmother 
probably had steaming fragrantly in her old-fashioned kitchen.

It ’s particularly appropriate now because the pudding itself is 
made without even a spoonful of sugar. Fruit and igolaase* supply the 
sweetening for iL Thus, if you choose, you can serve it with whipped 
cream, or since the pudding doesn't use any sugar at all, irou may feel 
that you ran spare the cup and a half necessary for a hard sauce. Here 
is the pudding recipe:—

GRANDMA’S BUDDING
31/) cups sifted all purpose flour 

I tap. soda
1 tsp. salt
2 tsp. cinnamon
I cup seeded raisins

I rup rut-up datco or figs or 
both

I cup ground suet 
I cup sour or uweet milk 
1 cup molasses

Sift together dry Ingredients. Mix in fruit. Blend in the suet, 
milk, and molasses mixed together. Steam three houra in an 8-inch 
tuts- center mold or a 2 quart can or 19 individual molds.

To Steam Buddings
Pour batter into well-greased mold (Muted tube-cenb r mold, or 

round can). For individual molds, use jelly glasses or cu-tard cups. 
Kill the mold full. Tie waxed paper loosely over top (if using 
improvised steamer); place in a steamer (with perfora: d bottom) 
which fits tightly over a kettle. Have enough boiling wat- r in ktAtle 
to last through steaming, but not high enough to seep into mold. But 
on the tight cover of steamer. Do not lift until steaming lime is up. 
Then turn pudding from mold. I f  serving ia delayed, keep hot in oven.

HINTS FOR HUNTERS

COLLEGE STATIO N  Hunting 
this year will have more problem» 
than usual, along with its pleas­
ure*. R. E- Callender, game man- j 
agenn-nt apecialist' for the A. and 
M. College Extension Service, see* 
one in the gasoline rationing and 1 
another in the scarcity o f aminuni- 
tion. Combined, they represent a 
break for wild I fie. With lea* gaso­
line, «port»men are- likely to eon- 
fine hunting to short periods, and 
shortage o f ammunition means 
fewer shat* and a more plentiful 
supply o f seed stick for next year’s 
production. He predicts a good crop 
o f deer and quail, and wild turkey 
about as good as last season.

Assuming that hunters will con­
sider the food value of their bags 
more seriously than in previous 
year*, Callender points out that 
with some definite exceptions, 
there is no limit to the time game 
birds and animals may 1»- kept in 
storage, provided storag«» «lecurs 
within thive «lays after the end of 
the .-eason- The exceptions are mi­
gratory bird* and waterfowl which 
may !*e ; ««ess»-*! for only 30 days 
after the close o f the season. Deer 
must la- removed from storage be­
fore June 5, except that deer *au- 
sagv, jerk »>r deer meat which is 
cut and wrapped, or such meat 
stor«-d in any privately owned or 
lea.»*-d locker in a cold storage 
plant, may lx- k*-pt there indefinite­
ly-

To prevent *p- ilnge of «i»*er meat 
by care!i.*s handling. Callender1 
suggests placing the bled and 
dressed carcass in a l»*ng sack mad;- ! 
o f heavy- canvas <>r unbleached 
-heeting and tying it securely to 
prevent c- i tact by insects. K»-ep 
the carcass dry and not skinned 
until frozen in storage

Callender says that if  the wea­
ther is coo! the deer can lx- kept 
in cr.mp I f  not it .«hould go to 
storage without delay I f  storage 
i* not readily accessible, the car­
cass can l>e hung out each night 
and wrapped in blankets and 
placed in the shade during the day.
