The farmers elected at these 
meetings will be responsible for in­
suring maximum benefits to farm­
ers of tneir communities for the 
many piograms and activities of 
the Agricultural Adjustment ug- 
ency. l'ne work of local committee- 
men includes explaining AA A  prac­
tices, certifying applications for 
payment, assisting with storage and 
loan programs and working on the 
disposition ot surplus war property.

More important than anything 
else, Emmett Partridge, county 
A A A  chairman points out, the org- 
ouised efforts made possible by the 
elected farmer committeemen puts 
American agriculture in a position 
to act quickly and unitedly in the 
reconversion to peace, just as it 
made agriculture the first in effec­
tively adjusting to the needs of war.

A ll farm operators men or wo­
men who will take part in the pro­
gram in 1945 arc eligible to vote 
in community elections. In addition 
to electing community committee­
men, the meetings also will name 
delegates to a county convention to 
be held later to elect county com­
mitteemen.

l ’lans are being made for a full 
duscussion of the vital problems 
facing agriculture during the com­
ing year.

In emphasizing the importance of 
full attendance at the election meet­
ings, Mr. Partridge quotes N. E. 
Dodd, national A A A  chief:

“These elections, much the same 
as local school elections and like . 
the town meetings of other days, 
constitute leal democracy in action. 
With the approach of peace, A A A  
elections take on a new significance. 
It is more important than ever to 
have the best men available on A A A  
committees. The solving of farm 
problems at this stage of the war, 
ami those that face the nation from 
here on out will require the best 
possible leadership and the full par­
ticipation of farmers.”

Of these, 81 dis­
tricts with 77,170,000 acres are now- 
receiving assistance from Soil 
Conservation Service technicians.
