EFECTIVE chimneys, stoves,

ranges, furnaces and stovepipe
connections in farm buildings are
responsible for a large percentage
of the disastrous fires on farms
each year. A small crack wilmro-
vide a passage for sparks ch
may set a building on fire. It's
important that loose mortar and
cracks in chim be repaired,
that rusty stovepipes be removed
and that all stovepipe connections
be tlsht. Flues and smoke pipes
should be cleaned at least once a
year.

WRONG

In setting the stove pipe into the
chimney, care should be taken to
assure a tight fit, and the pipe
should not project into the flue
lining. The pipe itself should enter

RIGHT

the chimney horizontally and the
connection should be made with fire
clay set tightly in masonry. The
space around the pipe should be
sealed air-tight by a closely fitting

terra cotta collar and boiler putty
or fireproof cement.

No wood should be within 12
inches of the connection or any
part of the smoke pipe. If a smoke
pipe must be cargied through a
wood partition, the woodwork should
