Washington, D. C., April 19,
The president this week signed the
so-called Petrillo Bill. This law was
lqng overdue. To some extent it
clips the wings of James Caesar
!'etrillo head and czar of the Amer-
lcan Musicians Union, It will pre-
vent Petrillo from exacting royalty
on each phonograph record used
in broadeasting. It will keep him

During the last several years
we have spent $6.5 Billions in food
subsidies.

$260 Milion for flour; $715 Million
for meat, for example, will be paid
to packers and processers to hold
down prices, These subsides simply
require the next generation to pay
for today's grocery bill. They are
added on to a national debt of al-
most $300 Billion during a time
when it is said we have too much
money in the country.

Another view of OPA operations
which honest men and good citi-
zens must face is the black mar-
ket. When most of a commodity
moves in the black market, the leg-
itimate operator the one who ob-
serves regulations, is penalized and
injured,

Again, none of us can expect the
farmer, the manufacturer, the
worker, or anyone else to produce
at a loss. We must have voluminous
production if we are to prosper,
We can more easily share in an
economy of abundance than of
scarcity.

In today's mail [ received an
article from the Southern States
Inudustrial Council. Among other
things it states, “We need states-
men in this country with courage
enough to tell the people the truth.
We need statesmen in our govern-
ment who will stand up for what
is best for the next generation
rather than what is expedient for
the next election.” Most of us will
agree wholeheartedly with that
statement.

More Oatmeal
And Less Bread
Conserves Wheat

Use a little more oatmeal and a
little less bread is an easy way
for us to help save wheat for
foreign shipment, says Edith Law-
rence, specialist in food prepara-
tion of hie A. and M. College Ex-
tension Service. If every man, wo-
man and school child in this coun-
try will replace two slices of bread
with a serving of oatmeal each
week, it will mean 135,000 tons
of wheat for the hungry in four
months titme,

Oatmeal runs above whole wheat
in some respects as a highly
nourishing grain food, says Miss
Lawrence. It contains calcium and
iron and also the B vitamin, thia-
mine. A one-half cup serving gives
you protein for tissue building and
repair and about 60 calories for
bodily energy.

If oatmeal is eaten with milk,
in cookies and containing egg, or
in a meat loaf, the protein in the
oatmeal supplements the protein
of the milk, egg, or meat, Even
a little protein from an animal
source teamed with the oatmeal
grein forms a highly nourishing
combination says the specialist.

Still another delicious use of oat-
meal is in rolled oats muffins,
Miss Lawrence says.

Better Concrete Patches

OU can do a permanent job of

patching a concrete floor if you
follow a few simple rules, It isn’t
simply a matter of cleaning out the
old material and filling the hole
with new concrete. It is necessary
to insure a bond between the new
and the old.

Remove enough of the old con-
crete so the bottom of the hole is
as wide as the top and uniformly
deep, This will hold the patch in

place. Dam the old concrete to

Mix one part cement and three
parts sand. Portland cement ready
mixed with sand is available.

There is some shrinkage in dry-
ing.

Answers Given To
Veterans Problems

Q. How does the Veterans Ad-
ministration determine the amount
of pensions to be paid a disabled
veteran ?

A, The Veterans Administration
has rating boards that review the
veteran's medical records These
boards decide how much he is
disabled and award him a pen-
sion based on the percentage of
this disability. The awards range
from $11.50 to $115.00 per month.
Q. When a veteran applies for a
{loan to buy a home does he have

|to pay the appraisal fee on the
property?
|  A. Yes. However, the veteran

may arrange with the lender for
payment of this fee out of the loan.

Q. Can a veteran go to a col-
lege or school as lonz as he wants
to?

A. Veterans are entitled to one
year of schooling, plus one month
of schooling for each month of
active service in the armed ser-
vices up to a maximum of 4 years.

Q. If a veteran becomes dis-
abled while taking on-the-job-
training, is this considered the
same as a service-connected dis-
ability ?

A. Yes.
