Cotton Insurance
Offered Farmers

Federal crop insurance on the 
1947 cotton crop is now being of­
fered for sale to every cotton far­
mer in Texas, State Director B. F. 
Vance of the Production and Mar­
keting Administration has an­
nounced. Insurance contracts will 
be signed in county AC A offices.

Under the 1947 insurance plan, 
farmers are being offered a wider 
choice on the amount of insurance 
they can buy. Coverage may be 
nude for as low as 40 percent of 
the average yield and as high us 
75 percent Vance says.

All-risk insurance, which pro­
tects the crop against any unavoid­
able hazards, goes into effect when ‘ 
Cotton is planted and continues un­
til it is ginned. The amount of in- | 
aurance increases us the crupj 
grows, because more costs have 
been incurred and the crop is worth 
more to farmers, Vance explains.

“ Demand for all agricultural 
products promises to continue at 
high levels and no farmer can af-

( ford a crop failure when protec­
tion can be bought cheap. Crop 
insurance will help bridge the f i­
nancial gap if losses occur,"  the 
PM A official states.

This clinic is being 
sponsored by the Texas Extension 
Service in cooperation with tue 
Agricultuial Engineering Depart­
ment of Texas A. and M., and the 
Stanolind 0:1 and Gas company, 
according to J. M. Carpenter, local 
county agent- The Stanolind Oil 
and Gas Company through the na­
tional committee on boys and girls 
club work will pay the expenses of 
the 4-H club leader.

3 to send leaders to this course. 
The aim of this course, for leaders, 
is not only drill them on the sule 
ject matter, which should be rel­
atively easy for tractor operator-, 
hut to teach them to teach 4-H 
club boys.

Thinking that Jones was having 
car trouble, Knight approached 
but before he reached the auto­
mobile, he heard u gun fire. Rush­
ing to the spot, he found Jones 
slumped behind the veh.cle, the gun 
by his side.

Jones had reported borrowed the 
gun to go duck hunting.

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Drivers Told
i To Ease’Er Up 

In Freeze-Up
Sixty-five per cent of all traffic 

accidents in four typical snow belt 
1 state« last winter occurred on
I snowy and icy road surfacec, the
i National Safety Council reports.
I In many of the snow belt states,
I more than 26 per cent of year-
• around traffic accidents happened 
i on such surfaces.
« The Council in launch ng ts an- 
1 nual campaign for safe winter
1 driving, anted the fact tha.it winter
4 haiards annually cause an in-
, crease in death rates varying from
* 24 to 53 per cent higher than the 

summer rates in the northern half
, of the nation.

Engineering studies made by the 
committee on winter driving haz­
ards show that principa! causes of 
high winter accident rates are in­
adequate traction and poor visi­
bility. Both of these factors can 
be controlled to some extent, the 
Council pointed out-

The committee made the follow­
ing suggestions to drivers in its 
campaign to cut the 
dent toll:

l. When starting <
“ feel" of the road by 
brakes while driving 
when no other vehicles

clear of snow and ice outside, and 
fog and fro«t inside.

5. Use tire chains on ice and 
' snow. They may reduce braking
distances as much as 40 or 50 per 
cent and provide needed “ g<> 
traction. They are no "cure-all’1 
but they are indispensable under 
severe snow and ice conditions.

6. Although synthetic rubber 
tires are now about equal to 
natural rubber in wear and brak­
ing abilities on dry concrete, they 
do not provide as good stop-and- 
go traction on snow and ice Use 
greuter precaution with them.

AUSTIN. Rheumatic heart dia­
ls now the first cause of death 

among children aged 10 to 14, and 
ia second only to tuberculosis at 
ogee 15 to 25. Despite the import­
ance of this disease its eepidemiol- 
egy is not completely established. 
No vaccine such as those that pre­
rent typhoid, diphtheria, smallpox, 
and whooping cough has yet been 
developed for its prevention or 
control. We do know, however of 
the danger signals and with the 
physician's accurate d ia g n o s i s  
some of the damaging results of 
the disease may be prevented.

Exposure to frequent chilling, 
damp or overcrowded living quart­
ers, a poor diet, an attack of scar­
let fever, a bad cold or other in­
fection caused by certain strepto­
coccus germs are likely to be pre- 
disposinug factors in the appear­
ance of rheumatic fever.

Dr Geo. W. Cox, State Health

Officer, points out that in general 
the danger signals of rheumatic 
fever are pain and swelling in the 
joints of the knees, ankles, elbow.-, 
or wrists. The pam usually is felt 
in one of these centers and spreads 
it to the others. Oftentimes a child 
will get irritable and cross with­
out any visible signs of a goou 
reason for this attitude; he may 
cry easily or develop habits of 
nervousness. A physician vhoulu 
be consulted at once in such u 
situation, for these symptoms may 
be the beginning of rheumatic fev­
er.

According to Dr. Cox the best 
safeguard against this disease are 
to have each child exumined a t ' 
least once a year by a physician, 
to have the right kind of food and 
plenty of rest. When the disease 
is suspected of being present, a 
doctor should be consulted at once, 
and if he prescribes complete bed 
rest, his advice should be implicitly 
lollowed

Polio Called\ 
Jekyll-Hyde 

Foe of Man

Noted Woman Journalist.
In times to come infantile paral­

ysis doubtless will be known a* the 
disease with the double nature, the 
Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde of the 
medical world.

Flrat described In 1840, It man­
aged for nearly a century to show 
the generation* of hardworking doc­
tors and research men who studied 
it, only one side of its personality. 
It posed—and posed successfully— 
as a disease which worked on the 
spinal cord and on that alone.

As such, it was invulnerable. It 
could not be attacked. No real treat­
ment was possible.

And none would be possible today 
had not th* keen eye* of Sister 
Elizabeth Kenny, Intrepid Austra­
lian nurse, surprised this killer and 
crippler in another guise.

Found M Work
She discovered it at work—not In 

the spinal cord, where it was inac­
cessible—but in th* muscles, where 
It could be fought and routed.

This in essence Is th* whole dif­
ference between the old. orthodox 
idea of polio and tho newer, hope­
ful concept of Sister Elizabeth 
Kenny. „ — .

Medical scientists studying th* 
disease in the usual way. by micro­
scopic examination of dead tissue, 
saw disintegrated motor nerve cells 
and diagnosed paralysis.

Sister Kenny, the woman and the 
nurse who worked with living, suf­
fering pstients, quit* naturally saw 
something else. She saw tender, 
painful, knotted muscles and diag­
nosed muscle spasm.

Both, of course, were right, for 
Infantile paralysis ia the disease 
with a doubla Identity.

The only trouble was that most 
doctors, knowing so well what took 
place in th* spine, believed that 
everything took place there. Not 
knowing that the muscles were sick 
In and of themselves, they failed to 
treat them In the acute stage and 
hence got a great deal more 
paralysis among their petienta than 
there was any need for.

Prove Theory
It has since been confirmed by 

many inquiries attested by the Na­
tional Foundation for Infantil* 
Paralysis that true paralysis occurs 
at the maximum in only about 20 
per cent of th* badly affected cases. 
AU the rest—pseudo-paralysis, de­
formity. muscle weakness—la dua 
to muscle spasm.

Doctors were amazed at this Idea 
and yet. seeing Sister Kenny re­
store function to muscles they had 
been sure were paralyzed, many 
were convinced the Auatrallan 
nurse "had something" Bearing 
witness to this. Dr. Alfred Deacon 
of Canada, said:
